Our people of the Southwest will

find much interest in the proceea-
ings of the National Rivers and
Harbors Congress, which will as-
stmble at Washington on December
9, and it is to'~ e hoped that each
State in this section will send an
active and intelligent delegation of
men well posted as to our require-
ments to urge such measures as
may be applicable to our needs in
such matters of internal improve-
ment.

In Louisiana and in the adjacent
States of Texas, Arkansas, Missis-
sippi and Alabama there is much
need of improving the interior wa-
terways and to promote inland
navigation, heretofore so unpardon-

p.bly neglected, and which wdl con-
tinue to be overlooked and ignored
unless presented for recognition
and urged for action it the hands
of the general government.

The call for the convention an-
nounces that it proposes to work
unselfshly for the good of all sec-
tions of the country, and that its
platform is the broad one of in-
ternal improvement, without regard
to State or sectional lines.

,The interior waterways, smaller
rivers and streams with which the
southern part of this country is in-
tersected, comprise streams of
greater capacity and convdrtability
to substantial use than the shallow
streams of the upper and western
parts of the country, and really
merit a larger portion of the funds
of the government appropriation for
improvempent than has been hereto-
fore conceded to them.

It'Is estimated that the amount
of appropriation required, and
which the government can well af-
ford, should not be less than seventy
million dollars, and in the, dlstribe
lion which the convention will
recommend to the United States
Congress it is to be hoped that a
square deal, such as our nations!
executive seems to so greatly ap
preciate, will be accorded to Lou-
isiana and , her neighbors. By
providing greater facilites, in deep-
Sening, channels and removing ob-
structions in many of our lesser
streams, the cheapening of freight
transportation could be greatly
enhanced, and it the government
will only contribute a fraction of
such amounts as it frequedtly
gives to enterprises of less tmpor-
tance itWwoold greatly inure to such
increased and permanent advan-
tage as would amply requite the
disbursement.

A matter of such importance to
our State should receive unremit-
tina attention' from our organised
commezelal bodies and our Con-
gressional delegation.-Daily Item.
