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ARMER•AND THE RAILROADS;
• THEIR INTEREST IS COMMUNAL

As there seems to have been a miscon-
itnietion placed upon the address of

President Finley of the Southern Rail-
way, made before the Tennessee bank-
ers at Chattanooga recently, the append-
ed communication and letter in regard
thereto, will be found of interest:
To the Chattanooga Times:

In. the address of President Finley, of
the Southern Railway, before the bank-
ers in your city a few days ago, he made
an appeal to all patriotic men who re-
alize the dangers of further attacks on
railroad property to secure an "organ-
ized sentiment," fostered and promoted
by the sound business men of the coun-
try, against the propaganda of destruc-
tion which some politicians have inaug-
urated now, as they did a quarter of a
century ago under the old "grange" ma-
nia. Now the point is, "grange" refers
to the farmer, and it seems he had a
"mania" (whatever that may be) and
that he acted the fool about twenty-five
years ago and let the politicians run his
business for him for a time. Yes, I re-
member something about it. You may
not, Mr. Editor, being, perhaps, a young
man. (I have lived over half a century
and was a voter-over thirty years ago.)
But it was an actual fact. The politic-
ians actually got into the farmer's wa-
gon, rubbed soft soap all over him, took
up the lines and drove him over the
smoothest roads around Nashville, in-
sisted that they should take immediate
possession of the State Capitol and all
the public offices (to be filled by the
drivers). B>t while gaining speed and
enthusiasm every jump of the flying
steeds they realized the need of reinforce
ments and sped to the western division
of the State, where more enthusiasm and
aid were secured. Then "on to East
Tennessee," was the cry. And on they
came. 'But the speed had been so vio-
lent and the drivers (the politicians)
so reckless -that when the procession
reached East TenXessee the steeds were
weak and the farmer's wagon worn and
squalling for "grease," and not enough
could be secured to enable it to proceed.

Thus the farmer was left. Politician
took to the woods. Farmer with a long
face views the situation, and decides
then and there that his business is a
big business and that no politician is
capable of-. running it successfully, and
that he must study and think for him-
self. And, to his credit be it said, he
has been doing so for several years. He
now reads a daily paper and looks after
the public welfare. He is represented in
the Legislature of the. State and his voice
is heard and his vote is used against im-
morality, intemperance and oppression
and for public schools, agricultural col-
leges, experiment stations, good roads
and all kinds of public improvements.
The majority of our last Legislature was
from the farming and stock lines of bus-
iness. Many farmers were placed on
important committees and if any aet
was passed to the injury of the rail-
roads, we did not hear of it. In fact,
Col. Robert Gates, of the L. & N., in
his address before the East Tennessee
Farmers' Convention at Knoxville, in
M•ay last, complimented the State Leg-
islature .(composed largely of farmers)
and the farmers in general for their lib-
eral attitude toward the railroads.

And at the close of his address Pres-
ident H. B. Clay thanked him in behalf
of the conventicp for his expressed in-
terest iu the farmers and assured him
that the farmers were not in favor of
the government ownership of railroads or
"railroad ownership of government." M.
V. Richards, who also made an address
of great interest, as a representative of
the Southern, assured the farmerd that
their interests were considered mutual
and not at all antagonistic. We will ad-
mit that the farmers were organized to

nIne extent and are looking after their
interests more closel~ than formerly.
Yet, of the 1,000 members of the East
Tennessee Farmers' Association, I do
not believe there is the least antagonism.

We do not, therefore, understand why
President Finley should call on the "pa-
triotie" and sound business men, such
as bankers, merchants, manufacturers

and promoters oto organize against the

politicians who seem to be working the I

so-called "grange mania." The Tennes-
see farmer may have been a fool once,
but that was long ago, and I assure you

he has learned much in recent years, and
is doing much more reading and some
deep thinking for himself, and while he

does not claim to have learned it all, he

will try to be fairly represented.

-Dear Sir: I have read your letter

headed "Farmer and the Railroads," pub-
lished in the Sunday Times of Chatta-

nooga, on June 23.
"It contains evidence of yodr intelli-

gence and fairness of mind and I can

account for your criticism of my address

before the Tennessee Bankers' Associa

tion, therefore, only on the ground that

you have read an account in which both

the substance and spirit of what I said

were grossly misrepresented. Neithel

before the Tennessee bankers, nor at any
other time or place, have I used lang-

uage that could, by any possible con.

struction, be made to convey the mean-

ing that some one has evidently endea-

vored to give to my remarks. I ~enclose

herewith a copy of my address to the

bankers exactly as I delivered it. If you

will read it you will see that some one
has done me a grave injustice in at-

tributing to me any reference to the

"grange mania," or any language that

can be distorted iqto a call upon any

men, or classes of men, to organize

against the politicians who seem to be

working the so-called 'grange mania.'

"I shall be glad if you will send me

a clipping of the account of my address

which so completely misrepresented me

and so far misled you. Such an ac-

count affords a striking illustration ef

the misrepresentation to which railways
and railway managers have been per-
sistently subjected in some quarters.

"Not duly in my address to the Ten-
nessee bankers, but on other occasions,
I have referred in terms of the highest
appreciation to the work of the last Ten,
nessee Legislature, and the fact that a
majority of its members represented the
agricultural communities of the State
shows that I would have been most un-
just if I had criticised, in any way, the
farmers of Tennessee.

"No one recognizes more clearly the
importance of the agricultural interests
of the United States than does the man-
ager of a railway operating int region
like the South, the wealth of 'whbich is
largely based on farming. I know that
the railways of the South cannot pros.
per unless the Southern farmer is pros-
perous, and I Lelieve there are few farm-
ers who do not realize that their pros-
perity depends in large degree upon the

highways over which their products iust
be hauled to market.

"I believe that every one doing busi-
ness of any kind in the South is inter-
ested in the railways of our section be

ing able to increase and improve their
service as rapidly as the demand for
transportation increases, but I do not
believe that any other class is more vi-
tally interested in this than is the farm-
er. He must rely ,upon the railway to
carry to the consuming centers of this
country, or to the seaports for export,
his surplus products which cannot be
consumed in the immediate locality in
which they are produced. The railway
also makes possible the establishment of
factories and building up of towns and
cities in agricultural communities. These
towns and cities furnish the farmer with
a nearby market for the perishable pro-
ducts of his.farm and enable him to di-
versify his farming to an extent that
would not be profitable if he did not
have the local markets to supply.

"All my life I have numbered South-
ern farmers among my friends. I know
their high character and their high av-
erage intelligence. I know that when
they have studied the railway sitiua-
tion from the viewpoint of abstract jus-
tice and from the viewpoint of their
own individual interests, the railways of
the South will have no reason to fear
unjust treatment at their hands. My
only fear is that farmers and other
classes of citizens as well may be mis-
led by false and mistaken statements as
to the railways and their managers.

"I have written you thus fully, in or-
der that you should have no misunder-
standing of my attitude as to the prop-
er relations between the public and the
railways, and in order, especially, to
correct the mistaken impression you had
obtained as to my attitude toward the
farmer. I know that you will regret as
much as I do the way you have been
misled. Yours very truly,
