About noon last Monday Emile

Sharp surrendered himself to
Sheriff Brewster, in Covington,
stating that he had shot and 4
killed Arthur Sharp, near Jeru-
salem Church, in the Fifth
Ward, on Sunday, June 28.

Reports are varying, and acorrect statement is impossible.
It is stated that after Sunday
School young Sharp was stand-
ing with others on the hill,
when Emile Sharp approached,
and calling him aside told him I
that he was going to kill him
for "meddling with his chil-
dren," whereupon he leveled

his gun and fired, emptying a
charge of buckshot into his
chest, killing him instantly.

It is reported that Arthur
Sharp was engaged to Emile
Sharps's daughter, and they
were to be married a week
from next Sunday. Also that
Arthur had spent the Saturday
evening previous at the SHarp
residence, and that they had
then parted the best of friends.

The whole affair is surround-
ed by mystery, and while the
killing is admitted, no positive
knowledge of the causes lead-
ing up to it can be obtained.

Sharp is now in jail, where he
will probably remain until his
trial comes off.
