Favrot Meeting

Congressman Favrot spoke at thecourt house Monday evening, to an
audience that filled the court room,

y;.

quite a number of ladies being present
The meeting was called to order by
Mr. w. P. Fussell, former Editor of
the News. Sheriff T. E. Brewster
was master of ceremonies, and in-
troduced as the first speaker, Hon. 0.
P. Bland of Wilson, La., candidate
for railroad commissioner. Mr.
Bland gave a short sketch of his life
stating that he had always conducted
his business in an upright honest
manner, and if elected commissioner,
could be counted upon to follow up
the same principles. He made no
pretension of being a speaker and
was not a lawyer. Lawyers were not
needed on the commission, as the
commission was furnished with a
lawyer in a State official, whose duty
it was to advise the commission
whenever advice was needed. A
qualified commissioner was one who
was honest and who had a business
education and experience. He was
such a man, and would serve the
people to the best of his ability, if
elected.

Congressman Geo. K. i avrot was
then introduced. He said that it had
been charged that all the Congress-
men, nearly came from East -Baton
Rouge. If so, then East Baton
Rouge was not to blame that she
furnished men qualified to represent
the district in Washington and that
the people should have elected them
to Congress.

As to the Crumpacker bill, the
constitutionality or unconstitution-
ality of the Louisiana suffrage law
had nothing whatever to do with it.
That any law restricting the right of
suffrage in the Southern States
would have been used for the same
purpose of reducing representation
in the south. He was opposed to the
section 5 of the Constitution of 1898,
because he did not want to render
doubtful the constitutionality of the
suffrage law. He had not been alone
in his opinion that the act was un-
constitutional. Other prominent
men had held the same views. Sena-
tor S. D. McEnery and Donaldson
McCaffery being among them. The
reason why he had not spoken upon
the question in Congress was that
the measure had been tacked on the
campaign publicity bill, in order to
force Democrats to vote against
that bill, and that debate was
limited to twenty minutes. The
leaders of the party were the ones
chosen to speak during those twenty
minutes. That he was not yet a
leader. He had not been in Congress
but six months, and he had not had
time to work himself up to leader-
ship.

lie said his friend Bob Wicklilte
had said he was a dreamer; that the
difference between him and Bob was,
that he dreampt at night, and Bob in
the daytime.

He asked that he be given another
term. No one could accomplish any-
thing in his first term. If he was
then found not deserving, why, kick
him out.

He said that if he was re-elected
he would promise not only. to try to
get a Government building for Cov-
ington but wonld get it.

During his speech he recitated the
much alluded to portion of his speech
in regard to the Philippine Island.

in high official places.
