To Prolong Life.
When the vital forces begin to flag,

the marks of age show themselves.
Some men, being of an amiable, cheer-
ful, and lively temperament, suppress
these marks until well advanced in
life, and are 20 years younger, both
physically and mentally, than other
men of the same age. We may take it,
therefore, that old age does- not begin
at any fixed period so far as the di-
visions of time divide the periods of
life, but is influenced by that subtle
agent known as vital energy. The
indications of old age are closely
shown; the weight of years is mani-
fested by the bent figure, the want of
elasticity in the walk, the wrinkles in
the cheeks and forehead. The typical
healthy person who attains old age is
spare' of body, and old age emphasizes
this fact by causing a paucity of adi-
pose tissue. We note that a diminution
of the physical' energy is accompanied
by a corresponding diminution of the
power to eliminate waste material
from the body, says the New York
Weekly. Elasticity and strength give
place to hardness and dryness of near-
ly all the tissues of the body. The
general health may be good, because
there is a harmonious balance be-
tween the action of the nervous sys-
tem and the circulatory system. Per-
sons who have reached an advaneed
age may prolong their lives and great-
ly add to the comfort of their declin-
ing years by diminishing the quantity
of food by taking it more frequently
and in smaller amounts, and by par-
taking of only easily digested food,

'thereby avoiding too large a residue of
waste matter.

The Danger of Smoke.
The pity of it is that the evils which

come from smoke gee all preventable.
Smoke-consumers exist which have
proved their worth. Due care in run-
ning fires will do much. No more fuel
is required under careful management
to produce combustion which shall be
practically smokeless. Those state-
ments have been proved over and over
again. It is a matter of community
supervision, of laws rightly framed,
and fearlessly administered. For-

tunately inspection is by no means a

difficult matter. One city, for ex-

ample, handles that problem by means

ot a chart holding six pictures of a
chimney above a factory, the first of

which shows the chimney with no

smoke, the .second with a light smoke

Issuing, the other four showing greater

and blacker volumes. The first condi-

tions are pIs'-able. The last are dan-

gerous. Th" i'•spector takes a photo-

graph of any questionitble chimney

and compares it with the standard pic-

tures. The comparison tells the story,

declares Hollis Godfrey, in Atlantic.
The factory is pronounced "passed,"
or the owner is warned to immediately

conform to the regulations under

penalty of the law.

Uncle Sam's Bookkeeping.
The suggestion by Secretary of the

Treasqry Cortelyou that a better and

simpler method of keeping accounts
be adopted in his department, and his

showing that with the matter clearly

stated it would be seen that the last

liscal year ended with a surplus rather

than a deficit, has attracted attention

and approval. The people are not in-

terested in the intricacies of bookkeep-

ing. But they do want to know just

how the government stands. The

New York Journal of Commerce, in-

dorsing that part of the proposition
which would involve reform in ac-

counts, says: "If with this reorgani-
zation of the acfounting system and

daily statement there could be cou-

pled, as seems to be hinted from

Washington, some mode of better fis-

cal control, the present secretary of

the treasury would have made a sub-

stantial contribution to the public

service through his headship of the

department." The United States
should be up to date in this matter,

and congress should provide the neces-

sary legislation.

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PROPOSED AMENDMINTS
To Be Submitted to the Electors

at Election to Be Held
Nov. 3, 1908

S ACT NO. 88.
House Bill No. 30. By Mr. Butler.

AN ACT.

A JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to Article 249 of the
Constitution of the State of Louisiana rela-
tive to the office of the State Superinten-
dent of Public Education.
Section 1. Be it resolved, by the General

Assembly of the State of Louisiana two-thirds
of all members elected to each House concur-
ring. That Article 249, of the Constitution
of the State of Louisiana be so amended as
to read as follows:
Article 249. There shall be elected by the

qualified electors of the State a Superinten-
dent of Public Education, who shall hold his
office for the term of four years, and until his
successor is qualified. His duties shall be
prescribed by law, and he shall receive an
annual salary of five thousand dollars paya-
ble monthly on his warrant.

Section 2. Be it further resolved, etc., That
this proposed amendment shall be submitted
to the qualified voters of the State for adop-
tion or rejection at the congressional election
to be held in November nineteen hundred
and eight, and that if adopted, the same shall
take effect on the first day of December, 1908.

Section 3. Be it further resolved, etc.. Tnat
on the ofmcal ballots to be used at said elee-
tion, there shall e placed the words "For
the proposed amndment to Article 249 of
the Constitution of the State of Louisiana,"
and the words "Against the proposed amend-
ment to Article 249 of the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana." and each elector shall
indicate, as provided in the general election
laws of the State, which of the propositions
"For" or "Against" he votes for.

ACT NO. 62.

Senate Bill No. 39, By Mr. Cordill.

A JOINT RESOLUTION

Pronosing an amendment to the Constitution of
the State of Louisiana. providing for the

exemption from taxation, under prescribed

conditions, of loans made upon mortgages
of real estate and the notes evidencing such

loans; and loans made by life insurance com-

panies to their policy holders, upon the sole

Ssecurity of policies held by the borrower

in the company making the loan, as well

as all notes or written instruments evidenc-

ing such loans.
Be it resolved by the General Assembly of

the State of Louisiana. two-thirds of all the

members elected to each House concurring

therein: That the following amendment to the

Constitution of the State of Louisiana. be sub-

mitted to the electors of the State .in accor-

dance with the requirements of the Constitution.

and of the election laws of this State, at

the next election for Representatives in Con-

gress, to be holden in November, 1908, to wit:
In addition to the property now exempted

roem taxation by existing laws, there shall

also be exempt from taxation loans made upon

the security of mortgages granted upon real

estate situated in thls State, as well as the

mortgages granted to secure the said loans.

and the notes, bonds or other written Instru-

ments evidencing the said loans, whether In

the hands of the mortagee, or his or their trans-

esrees; and all loans made by life Insurance

companies to their policyholders, upon the sole

securty of policies held by the borrower in

the sompany making the loans, as well as

all notes or other written instruments, evidenc-

ing such loans; provided, that in the ease of

loans upon policies of life insurance, as afore-

said, the rate of interest charged upon such

loans does not exceed five per cent (5 per cent)

per annum discount.

ACT NO. 116.

Senate Bill No. 116. By Mr. Voegtle.

AN ACT

To amend the provisions of Act No. 19 of 1906.

so as to authorize the allowance to the pur-

hasers of the New Public Improvement

Bonds of the City of New Orleans of a com-

mission or deduction not to exceed six per

cent; so as to define the order or rank of

payment of said bonds out of the taxes dedi-

cated to that purpose: and to prohibit the
further issue of bonds interfering or com-

peting in order or rank with said bonds and

the Public Improvement Bonds issued under

Act No. 6 of the Extra Session of 1899;
and to provide for the submission to the
people of the State of Louisiana of a Con-

stltutioual Amendment, ratifying the modi-

fications and changes herein provided to be

made In said Act No. 19 of 1906 and the

Constitutional Amendment ratifying said Act.
Whereas, due notice of this Act has been

published in the City of New Orleans for

more than thirty days prior to Its introduc-

tion into the General Assembly, and due evi-
dence thereof has been exhibited in the Gen-
eral Assembly, and

Whereas, owing to the increase in the rates
of Interest since the adoption of Act No.

19 of the Acts of 1906. the $8,000,000.00 of

bonds of the City of New Orleans authorized

to be issued by that Act cannot be sold as pro-

vided in said Act. and
. mo ,aiunderstanding has arisen

Whereas, some misunderstanding has arisen

as to the order of payment of the principal
and Interest of said bonds out of the surt'-

plus of the one per cent debt tax and the

two mill special tax.

Section 1. Be It enacted by the General
Assembly of the State of Lonisiana, That the
Board of Liquidation of the City Debt, which
is charged by Section 2 of Act No. 19 of the

Acts of 1906. with the duty of selling $8,000,-

000.00 of New Public ImprovemeOt Bonds of

the City of New Orleans. shall have power in

selling the first four millions of said bonds

to allow to the purchasers thereof a commis-

sion or deduction not to exceed six per cent.,

the amount of said commission or deduction to

be a part of the bid of the purchasers for said

bonds, and the bonds to be adjudicated to the

beat bidder in price, not however below par

and accrued Interest, coupled with the least

commission: and provided that the second 
four

milllions of said bdnds cannot be sold as above

provided with allowance of the said commin-

sion or deduction except with the consent of

the City Council expressed by an ordinance

adopted by a vote of two-thirds of its mem-

bers. and also with the consent of the Board
of Liquidation of the city debt, expressed
by a resolution of said Board.

Section 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That

in order to make clear and indisputable the

order or rank of payment out of the surplus

of the one per cent. debt tax and out of-

the two mill special tax, of the principal and

interest of the $,000.000.00 of New Public

Improvement Bonds of the City of New Or-
leans, authorized to be Issued under said Act

No. 19 of the Acts of 1906, it is hereby

declared that the surplus of the one per cent.

debt tax and the two mill special tax up to

July 1st, 1942, are first dedicated to the pay-
mernt of the $12,000.000.00 of Public Improve-
ment BIonds of the City of New Orleans issued
and sold under the provisions of Act No. 6
that remains of the surplus of said one per

of the Extra Session of 18199. and that all

cent. debt tax and of said two mill special

tax since January 1st. 1907. after providing

for the payment of all sums on said Public

Improvement Bonds now required by law to be

so paid. shall be dedicated to the payment of

the principal and interest of the said New
Public Improvement Bonds. provided nothing
herein contained shall in any manner affect

the dedication of the entire one per cent. debt
tax after July 1st. 1942. First, to said Pub-

lic Improvement Bonds issued under Act 6 of
1899, and Second, to said New Public Improve-

ment Bonds issued under Act 19 of 1906. as

now provided by existing laws and Constitu-
tional Amendment.

Section :. Be it further enacted. etc., That
no bonds shall hereafter he issued by the City

of New Orleans, payable out of said taxes.
which shall interfere with this order or rank

of payment. or which shall compete with these

taco series of bonds for payment out of said

funds, provided that nothing herein shall be

construed as affecting the use or distribution

of any surplus of said taxes remaining after

providing for the payment of the principal and

interest of said New Public Improvement Bonds
as provided in Section 6 of saltl Act No. 19

of the Acts of 1906.
Section 4. Be it further enacted, etc.. That

at the congressional election to be held in

this State on Tuesday. the third day of Novem-

ber, 1908, the following amendment to the

Constitution of the State of Louisiana shall be

submitted to the electors of the State, to-wit:

"The modification and changes sought to
be affected in the provisions of Act No. 19
of the Acts of 1906, which Act was ratified

by Constitutional Amendment. adopted Novem-
ber 6, 1906, by the provisions of Act No. 116

of the Arts of 1908, are herebl satlfed 1

approved, and all provisions of the present Coa-

atitution of the Statse n conflit with the pro-

visions of said Act of 1908. and with thiskmendment. are to that extent and for that
purpose only repealed."
Section 5. Be it further enacted, and re-Solved, etc.. That on the official ballots to be

used at said election shall be placed the words:
"For the additional amendment of the City

of New Orleans Public Improvement Bond
amendment," and the words:

"Against the additional amendment of the
City of New Orleans Public Improvement Bond
amendment."

And each elector shall indicate his vote on
the proposed amendment as provided in the gen-
eral election laws of the State.

ACT 1in. 178.

House Bill No. 153. By Mr. Barrett.
AN ACT

To authorize the City of New Orleans to issue
two million ($2,000,000) dollars of five (5)
per cent. bonds, which shall be exempt from
taxation; to provide for the sale thereof; to
provide for the payment of the principal and
interest of said bonds; to provide for the
disposition of the proceeds thereof, through
such Public Belt Railroad Commission as the
City of New Orleans may have heretofore
organized, or may hereafter organize, the
members of which shall be appointed by the
Mayor of the City of New Orleans. and the
powers, duties and functions of which shall
be prescribed by the City of New Orleans;
to define the powers and duties of the City
of New Orleans and the Board of Commis-
sloners of the Port of New Orleans in relation
thereto, and to submit to the people of the
State of Louisiana an amendment to the Con-
stitution of the State of Louisiana authoriz-
ing the issue of said bonds and ratifying the
provisions of this Act.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the General

Assembly of the State of Louisiana, two-thirds
of all the members elected to each House con-
curring, That, subject to the ratification of the
people of the State of Louisiana, by an amend-
ment to the Constitution of the State, here-
inafter submitted to them, the City of New
Orleans is hereby authorized and empowered
to issue bonds not to exceed two million ($2,-
000,000.00) dollars in amount, to be dated Jan-
uary 1, 1009, bearing five (5) per cent. per an-
num interest, payable semi-annually, the prin-
cipal of which shall be payable at any time
between July 1, 1939, and July 1, 1959.

Said bonds shall be drawn payable to bearer,
and shall be styled: "Public Belt Railroad
Bonds of the City of New Orleans." They
shall be of the denominations and be num-
bered as follows. to wit:

Five thousand (5.000) of one hundred
($100.00) dollars each, numbered from 1 to
5,000, both inclusive.

One thousand (1,000) of five hundred
($500.00) dollars each, numbered from 5001 to
6000, both inclusive.

One thousand (1,000) of one thousand
($1,000.00) dollars each, numbered from 6001
to 7000, ,otn Inclusive.

They shall be payable in lawful money of

the United States, with semi-annual interest
conpons attached, due July 1 and January 1.
They shall be signed by the Mayor of the City
of New Orleans and countersigned by the comp-
troller and the Treasurer of the City of New
Orleans. They shall be exemvt from all taxa-

tion. State, parish and municipal, and the tutors
of minors and curators of interdicts shall be

authorized to invest all funds in their hands
in such bonds. They may be registered and
released from registry under such rules and
regulations as may be prescribed by the City
of New Orleans, and no registered bond shall
be negotiable. They shall be r'ceived on de-
posit with the State or its officers or any of
its political subdivisions or municipalities in all
eases where, by law deposits of bonds are
allowed or required to be made, as security
with the State, or its offcers, or with any of

its political subdivisions or municipalities.
Section 2. Be it further enacted. etc., That

as soon as constitutional authority for the

issuance of said bonds shall have been ob-

tained, the City of New Orleans shall he
authorized to cause said bonds to be en-

graved and executed. The City of New Or-
leans is hereby authorized and empowered, on
and after January 1, 1909, to sell said bonds,
at such times and in such numbers and
amounts, and upon such terms and conditions
as the City of New Orleans may deem advis-

able, provided that no sale shall be made by said
city, except upon sealed proposals to be sub-

mitted to said city after advertisement for

the same shall be had for thirty (30) consecu-

tive days in one or more daily newspaper or

newspapers of the cities of New York and

New Orleans respectively, and provided that
no sale shall be made by said city at a price
less than par and accrued interest, the city
to have always the right to reject any and
all bids. Coupons attached to said bonds.

past due at the time of delivery, shall be de-
tached and cancelled by said city before dellv-
ery of the bonds.

SetIon 3. Be it further enacted. etc.., That
the principal and interest of said bonds shall

be paid by preference from the revenues of

the Public Belt Railroad of the City of New

Orleans., after deducting the expenses of mainte-
nance and operation, and all Public Belt reve-
nues collectible under existing laws or ordinances.

or amendments thereto, and all future Pub-

lie Belt Railroad revenues, after deducting the
expenses of maintenance and operation, are

hereby pledged to secure said bonds and in-

terest. The interest on said bonds shall be
evidenced by coupons attached thereto, paya-

ble semi-annually by the Treasurer of the

City of New Orleans, on the first days of July
and January, and the City of New Orleans
shall appropriate on or before the first days

of April and October, 1909, and annually
thereafter, to provide for the payment of the
semi-annual interest due July 1 and January
1 of each subsequent year, out of the revenues
of the Public Belt Railroad of the City of
New Orleans, after deducting the expenses of
maintenance and operation, which appropria-

tions shall be credited on the books of the

Treasurer of the City of New Orleans, to a

special account to be styled "Public Belt Rail-
road Bond Interest Account," amounts equal
to the semi-annual interest on all bonds that

may have been delivered. The Treasurer of the

City of New Orleans is hereby empowered and
directed, and it is made his duty. to pay any
and all such coupons that may be due when

presented by any holder thereof.
In the year 1939. and annually thereafter,

the City of New Orleans, shall in addition to

the amount of the semi-annual interest due
on the first of July and January of each

year appropriate, on or before the first day

of April, out of the revenues of the Public
Belt Railroad of the City of New Orleans,

after deducting the expenses of maintenance

and operation, which appropriations shall be

credited on the books of the Treasurer of the

City of New Orleans to a special account to be

styled "Public Belt Railroad Bond Redemp-
tion Account," the sum of one hundred thousand

($100,00.00) dollars, and the said Treasurer

is hereby emnpowered and directed, and it is

made his duty to pay. on the first day of July
of the year 1939. and annually thereafter, out

of said bond redemption account, one hun-

dred thousand ($100.000.00) dollars of said

bonds. In the reverse order of their issue:

and all bonds and coupons retired under this

Act shall be by said Treasurer duly canceled

and be pasted as vouchers in a book to be

by said Treasurer kept for that purpose.
In case of failure on the part of the City

of New Orleans to make said appropriations
at the times herein fixed and to administer
and operate said Public Belt Railroad of the

City of New Orleans, and to collect the rev-

enues therefrom to provide for the payment
of interest due or to become due, and the re-

demption of bonds, as provided for in this

Act. the Board of Commissioners of the Port

of New Orleans is hereby authorized. empower-

ed and directed, and it is made its duty to

administer and operate said Public Belt Rail-

road, to impose such charges as it may fix
and collect said revenues and levy and collect

the special tax hereinafter provided for and

to apply the same to the purposes of this Act.

and to that extent and for that purpose only.

and for such time as may be necessary to that

end, said Board of Commissioners to exercise

all the powers and is charged with all the

duties vested under this Act in the City of

New Orleans.
Section 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That

In case there should be in any year a defl-

clency in the revenues aforesaid to pay the

full Interest upon all of said bonds outstand-

ing, such deficiency of interest shall be funded

Into bonds of such denominations as

may be necessary and convenient,

bearing the same rate of interest as the

original bonds. and having a term to run

equal to the balance of the term of the origi-
nal bonds, but subject to call at will by the

City of New Orleans; and in case any such

bonds are issued they shall be stamped across

their face "Interest Funding Bonds Isteud

subject to immediate call " and they shall he

payable out of the special tax of two (2)

mills per annum, which shall be levied on and

after January 1. 1943. as hereinafter provided.

Said interest funding bonds shall have all

the guaranties and securities provided for 
the

original bonds in this Act for their payment.

principal and interest.
In case the revenues of the Public Belt

Railroad of the City of New Orleans should

not be sufficient to provide for the payment of
the annual interest on. or for the redemption
annually, on and after January 1. 1939, of any

of said bonds, as hereinabove set fbrth, the re-

demption of said bonds shall be postponed un-

til January 1. 1944, and the City of New Or-

leans shall levy upon all of the taxable prop-

erty within the present territorial limIts of

said city a special tax of two (2) mills, be-

ginning with and including the year 1943.

the entire proceeds whereof shall be applied

annually to the redemption of the bonds issued

under this Act and all interest that may be

then or thereafter due thereon. and all out-

standing "interest funding bonds," until all

of said bonds shall have been retired in prin-

eipal end Interest. If any surplus of said

two (2) mills tax in the last year of its levy
shall exist, such surplus shall be dedic:ted
to works of public improvement to be desig-
nated by the City of New Orleans.

Section 5. Be it further enacted, etc.. That
the City of New Orleans shall he and It is
hereby authorized and empowered to expend
the proceeds of said bonds for the cnstruc-
tion and equipment of a Public Belt Railroad
System in and for the City of New Orleans.
including tracks, sidings. switches. spurs,
crossovers and all appurtenances and accessor-
les thereto; the building of depots. roundhouses.
warehouses, sheds, stations. signals and all oth-
er necessary structures incident to the con-
struction and equipment of railroads, for the
purchase of locomotives, switch engines.. cars
and other necessary rolling stock; for the
payment of property purchased or expropriated
for the purpose of laying tracks, sidings.
switches, spurs, crossovers. etc., or for the
erection of necessary structures and buildings
incident to railroads: for the purchase of ex-
slating roadbeds. tracks, switches, sidings, cross-
overs. or for the expropriation of the sanme;
for the purchase of barges and tugboats and
other property incident to the operation of a
barge system: and generally for the purchase
and equipment of all property. movable and im-
movable, necessary and proper to construct and
equip said public belt railroad system, and as
an incident thereto, a barge system.

Section O., Be it further enacted, etc., That
there shall be and there is hereby irrevocably
dedicated to the people of thg City of New
Orleans for perpetual and exclusive public use
said Public Belt Railroad System. as the same
has been heretofore, or may hereinafter be estab-
lished by the City of New Orleans. the title and
use to which said public belt railroad system
shall be and shall forever be in the people of
the City of New Orleans.

That all laws. servitudes. privileges and
rights in favor of the State of Louisiana, the
City of New Orleans and the people of the
City of New Orleans. now existing in or on
the lands or property on or contiguous to the
Mississippi river shall continue to exist un-
impaired until the full payment of the prin-
cipal and interest of the bonds to be issued
under this Act.

Section 7. Be it further enacted. etc.. That
the City of New Orleans shall construct, equip.
maintain and operate said Public Belt Rail-
road System of the City of New Orleans
through and by means of such board or com-
mission, as may have been or may be organ-
lied by the City of New Orleans, the members
of which shall be appointed by the Mayor of
the City of New Orleans, with the consent
of the Council, the powers, duties and func-
tions of which shall be prescribed by the City
of New Orleans. The City of New Orleans
shall always have the power and authority
to make such changes in the location of the
tracks and roadbed of the Public Belt Railroad
System as may by said city be deemed neces-
sary or proper. The control, administration.
management and supervision of the construc-
tion. maintenance, operatIon and development
of the Public Belt Railroad of the City of New
Orleans shall be exclusively vested and re-
main in such board or commission, which
shall always be separate and distinct from that
of any railroad entering the City of New Or-
in..,. .nia no director officer or employe ofleans. and no director, omcer or employe or
any State or Interstate railroad shall ever be
allowed to act as a member of said commission.
or as an officer of the Public Belt Railroad.
or be employed by said Public Belt Railroad.
and no rights or privileges shall be granted
to any railroad company to control. manage. use
or operate the said Public Belt Railroad
System, or any part thereof, and said Public
Belt Railroad System shall be and remain the
sole property of the people of the City of
New Orleans at all times, and shall in no
way or manner ever be hypothecated or alien-
ated, provided, however, that the revenues of
said Public Belt Railroad of the City of

AN ACT

To authorize the Board of Commisaionrs of the
Port of New Orleans to issue three
million, five hundred thousand ($3.
500.00.00) of five (5) per cent bonds.

superior, to similar facilities at any South
Atlantic or Gulf port; and

Whereas. funds cannot be made available for
these purposes except by the issue of bonds:
and

Whereas. the said Board of Comimssioners of

the Port of New Orleans is assured that pro-
vision can safely be made from its revenues
for the payment of the interest annually.
and the payment of the principal at ma-
turity, of three million five hundred thousand
dollars ($3,500,000.00) of five per cent bonds;
and

Whereas. legislation providing for the issue of

said bonds and recommending the submission
to the people of an amendment to the Con-

be payable at any time between July 1. 1924.
and July 1. 195.9. Said bonds shall be drawn
payable to bearer and shall be styled "Port
Commission Bonds." They shall ie of the de-
nomination of one thousand dollars ($1.000t.00)
each, payable in lawful money of the United
States, with semi-annual interest coupons at-
tached, due July 1st and .Tanuary 1st. They
shall be signed by the President and counter-
signed by the Secretary of the Board of. Com-
missioners of the Port of New Orleans. They
shall be exempt from all taxation, State.
parish and munlcipal, and the tutors of minors
and curators of Interdicts shall be authorized
to invest the funds in their hands in such
bonds. They may be registered and released
from registry under such rules and regulations
as may be prescribed by said Board of Com-
mlsslonrs of the Port of New Orleans. and
no registered bond shall be negotiable. They
shall be receivable on deposit with the State.
or its officers. or any of its political subdlvlsons
or municipalities. in all cases where, by law.
deposits of bonds are required or allowed to

Section 2. Be it further enacted. etc.. That
as soon as the Constitutional authority for the
issuance of said bonds shall have been obtained,

provided, that no sale shall be made by said
Board at a price which will net to the Board
less than par and accrued interest. Coupons
attached to said bonds, past due at the time of
delivery. shall be detached and canceled by
said Board before delivery of the bonds.

That
the principal and interest of said bonds shall
be paid by preference from the revenues of
the Board of Commissioners of the Port of
New Orleans, and all revenues collectible under
the laws, as now existing, shall be and are
hereby pledged to secure said bonds and inter-
est.

Constitution of the State of Louisiana, rela-
tive to pensions for Confederate Veterans
as .mended by Act No. 73 of the General
Assembly of 1900, and Act No. 112 of the
General Assembly of 1904.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the General

Assembly of the State of Louisiana, two-thirds
of all members elected to each House concur-
ring, That Article three hundred of the Con-
stitution of the State of Louisiana, as amended
by Act number seventy-three of the General
Assembly of 1900, and Act number one hun-
dred and twelve of the General Assembly of
1904. be so amended as to read as follows:

Article 303. A pension not to exceed eight
dollars ($8) per month shall be allowed to
each Confederate soldier or sailor veteran who
possesses all the following qualifications:

1. He shall have served honoranly from the
date of his enlistment until the close of the
late Civil War, or until he was discharged
or paroled, in some military organizatioh reg-
ularly mustered into thq Army or Navy of the
Confederate States, and shall have ramined true
to the Confederate States until the surrender.

2. He shall not own property of more than
five hundred dollars valuation and he shall not
be physically able to earn a livelihood by his
own labor or skill.

R. He shall not be salaried or otherwise pro-
vided for by the State of Louisiana or by any
other State or Government. In case he en-
listed in any organization mustered into said
service as a Louisiana organization, or in case
at the date of his enlistment he resided in the
State of Louisiana, he shall have resided in this
State for at least five years prior to his ap-
plication for a pension. In case he resided
elsewhere than in this State, and enlisted
in an organization not mustered in from Louisl-
sna, or in the Navy of the Confederate States.
he shall have resided in this State for at least
fifteen years prior to his application for aurh
pension. A like pension shall be granted to
the widow who shall not havb married again,
in indigent circumstances, or such soldier or
sailor whose marriage to her was contracted
prior to January 1, 1875: provided that if her
deceased husband served in an organization
mustered in from Louisiana, or if he resided in
Louisiana, at the date of his enlistment and
had so resided for one year prior thereto,
then in order that such widow shall be en-
titled to the pension as herein provided, she
shall have resided in this State for at least
five years prior to her application therefor; and
if her deceased husband enlisted elsewhere than
in Louisiana, and served in an organization not
mustered in from Louisiana, such widow shall.
in order to entitle her to a pension as herein
provided, have resided in this State for not less
than fifteen years pri^r to her application for
such pension: provided further, that pensions
whether to veterans or to widows, shall be al
lowed only from the date of application un-
der this Article, and the total appropriations
for all pensions shall not exceed two hundred
and fifty thousand dollars ($250,000.00) in any
one year; prorvded that nothing in this Article
shall be construed so as to prohibit the General
Assembly from providing artificial limbs to dis-
abled Confederate soldiers or sailors.

Section 2. Bt it further resolved, etc., That
this proposed amendment be submitted to the
qualifled voters of the Atate of Louisiana for
adoption or rejection at the congressional elec-
tion to be held on the first Tuesday next fol-
lowing the first Monday in November.

Section 1. Be it resolved by the General At
sembly of the State of Louisiana, two-thirds
12-3) of all the members elected to each House
concurring, That Article Two Hundred and
Eighty-one (281) of the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana, be so amended as to read
as follows:

Article 282. Municipal corporation, parishes,
school, drainage or sewerage districts the City
of New Orleans excepted, when authorised to
do so, by a vote of a majority in number and
amount of the property taxpayers, quallfiet
as electors under the Constitution and laws
of this State, voting at an election held for
that purpose, after due notice of said elec-
tion has been published for thirty (30) days
in the official journal of the municipality or*
parish, and where there is no offcial jour-
nal, in a newspaper published therein, may
incur debt, and issue negotiable bonds there-
for. to the extent of one-tenth (1-10) of the
assessed valuation of the property within said
municipal corporation, parish, school, or drain-
age or sewerage district, as shown by the last
assessment made prior to the submission of the
proposition to the property taxpayers, as above
provided and may be authorized by the prop-
erty taxpayers voting at said election, to levy
and assess special taxes upon the property sub-
ject to taxation In the parish. •school, sewerage
or drainage district or corporation; provided.
said taxes so imposed do not exceed live (5)
mills on the dollar of the assessed valuation
in any one (1) year. nor run for a greater
number of years than the number named in
the proposition submitted to the taxpayers.

No bonds shall be issued for any other pur-
pose than stated in the submission of the prop-
osition to the taxpayers, and published for
thirty days (3:t), as aforesaid. nor for a greater
amount than therein mentioned; nor shall such
bonds be issued for any purpose than for paving
and improving streets, roads and alleys, drain-
age, lights, public parks and buildings. bridges
and other works of public improvement, the
title to which shall vest in the municipal cor-
poratino, parish, school sewerage or drainage
districts, as the case may be; nor shall such
bonds run for a longer period than forty (40)
years from their date, or bear a greater rate of
interest than five (5) per cent per annum, or
be sold by the municipal corporation, pariash.

The municipal corporation, parish, school.
sewerage or drainage district Issuing such bonds
shall provide for the payment of the Interest
annually, or semi-annually, and the principal
thereof at maturity; provided, that the total
issue of bonds by any municipality, parish.
school, sewerage or drainage district, for all
purposes, shall never exceed ten (10) per cent
of the assessed value of the property in such
municipality, parish, school, sewerage or drain-
age district. Provided that municipal coun-
cils shall have authority to create within their
respective limits one or more sewerage districts;
and provided further that nothing herein con-
tained shall prevent drainage districts from
being established under the provisions of exist-
ing laws. and that all drainage districts estab-
lished under the laws of this State shall, in
addition to' the powers hereinabove granted.
have the further power and authority to levy
and assess . annual contributions or acreage
taxes, for the purpose of providing and main-
taining drainage systems, on all lands situat-
ed in such districts not exceeding twenty-five
(25c) cents per acre for a period not to exceed
forty (401 years when authorized to do so by
a vote of a majority to number and amount
of the property tax payers of said district
qualified as electors under the laws of this
State. voting at an election held for that pur-
pose as provided in the first part of this ar-
ticle, and said drainage district, through the
Boards of Commissioners thereof. may incur
indebtedness and issue negotiable bonds there-
for payable in principal and interest out of,
and not to exceed in principal and Interest.
the aggregate amount to be raised by saio
annual contribttions during the period for which
te aggregate amY w -
annual contribhtlons during the period for which
the same are levied. No such drainage bonds
shall be issued for any other purpose than that
for which said contributions were voted and

shall not run for a longer period than forty
(40) years from their date, nor bear a greater

rate of interest than Aive per cent. per annum.
nor be sold for less than par.

All contributions and acreage taxes hereto-
fore authorized by a vote of a majority Is
number and amount of the property tax pay
era, qualified to vote under the laws of this
State at elections held In drainage districts
organized under existing laws are Hereby rati-
Rfed and confirmed. and their validity shall
not be questioned."
Provided that for the purpose of redueing

the total rate of special taxation, municipal
corporations, parishes and school, sewerage or
drainage dlit:ricts; when authorized to do so as
above shown for by the issuance of bonds, may
issue new bonds covering any particular Issue
or issues of bonds, or the whole outstanding
bonded indebtedness incurred under, and for the
-,urpose shown in ,the Airst paragraph of this
article, the said new bonds to be known ta
Refund Issue Bonds of (Political Subdivision)
in the year - ." Said Refund Issue Bonds
shall run for a periob of forty (40) years from
their date, shall not bear a greater rate of
intesest than five (5) per cent par annum, paya-
ble annually or semi-annually, as the ordinance
calling for the election may direct. and shall
not be sold by the municipal corporation, parish.
school, sewerage or drainage district issuing
same, for less than par.

The said Refund Issue Bonds may be either
in whole or in part exchanged for the bonds
previously issued under or by authority of this
article. Value for value, or sold and the pro-
creeds thereof used for the purpose of purchasing
outstanding bonds. Said elections, if favora-
ble to the issuance of said bonds,. shall not
occur to cover the same issue.or issues at fre-
quenter intervals than Ave (5) years; and each
election shall not only cover any or all unre-
funded bond issues authorized by and issued In
pursuance of the first paragraph of this article,
but may also include any or all previous refund
issues. And when the bonds of any issue shall
have been obtained either by purchase or ex-
change, the tax rate levied to pay for said
bonds shall at once cease and said bonds be
canceled. Money aedumulated to the credit of
any bond issue that is exchanged for, or pur-
chased by the proceeds of the sale of. any
refund bond issue shall be credited to the said
refund issue and made part of its sinking fund.

Section 2. Be it further resolved. et.'. 'I'b
this proposed amendment shall be submitted tc
the qualified voters of the State for adoption
or rejection at the presidential and congres-
sional election to be held in November, Nine-
teen Hundred and Eight (1908). if adopted, the
same shall take effect Immpedately, thereafter.

Section 3. Be it further resolved, etc. ,That
on the otclal, ballots to be used at said elec-
tion, there shall be placed the words: "For the
proposed amendment to Article Two Hundred
and Eighty-one (281) of the Constitution of
Louisiana," and the words: "Against the pro-
posed amendment to Article Two Hundred and
Eighty-one (281) of the Constitution of the
State of Luonisiana." and each elector shall in-
dicate, as provided in the general election laws
of the State. which of the propositions "for" or
"against" he votes.
