Potential Wheat Acreage.

‘With the many means which are at
hand to the future farmers of the
TUnited States to meet the ever-grow-
ing demand for the “'staff of life,” it is
dard to imagine a real wheat famine
dor our population in the immediate
future. He is 2 most unwise prophet
who would attempt to estimate the po-
tential wheat acreage of the United
States 10, 20, or 60 years from now,
