School Board.

The Parish School Board met in re-
lar session in the Conrt House at
ovington, on Saturday, October 3rd,
at 10 o’clock, a. m, the president, J. 8.
Jones, in the chair. and W. G. Evans
as secretary. The roll was called and
the following members answered to
their names: John Englehart, D. C.
Wallis, J. 8. Jones, P. S. Hansbrough,
W.H.Kahl, R. C.Abnexf J. H. Guthnrie,
U. G. Neuhauser and Thos. O’Keefe.
Dr, J. F. Pigot and Charles David,
Democratic Nominees for places on the
Schuol Board, present.

The minutes ot the last meeting was
read and approved.

On motion of Mr. Neuhauser second-
ed by Mr. Wallis the order of the oay
was postponed 1o give several persons
present a chanc: to be heard.

Petitions were tead from citizens of
Ornvil, in second ward, Fine Grove
neizhborhood, three miles mnorth of
Covington in the third ward, Demour-
elle neghborhood, four and a half miles
south-west of Covington, in the third
ward, the Buford neighborhood, three
miles north of Mandeville,in the fourth
ward, and Simmon’s Creek neighbor-
hood, three miles west of Bush, in the
fifth ward, asking for the establish-
ment of schools in these neighborhoods.
On motion of Mr. Neuhauser, second-
ed by Mr. Hansbrough, the petitions
were granted, and the Superintendent
was instructed to open the Bchools at
the earliest possible date and to close
guch of them as should fail, after a
fair tri 1, to make the required average

On motion of Mr. Hansbroug, se-
conded by Mr. Neuhausey, the dispo-
sition of the desks, none being used by
the School at Bush, was left to Mr.
Kahl acd the Superintendent, It was
moved and seconded that the order
of the day for the opening of the
afternoon session be the naming of
 trustees for the new bchools. Carried.

Mr, Millar, President of the Loeal
Trustees at Abita Springs, was recog-
nized and stated the needs of the
School at that place. He asked that
the fourth teacner be appointed. The
discusion of the situation developed the
fact that the «Id Local Board of Trus-
tees and the new Local Board of Trus-
1ees had made different nominations
for teachers for that School and that
two contracts had b en signed w th
teachers for that School. There being
some discussion as to the validity of
one of the contracts it was, cn motion
of Mr, Hansbrough, seconded by Mr.
Wallig, decided to leave action in the
matter to & committee composed of J.
S. Jones, R. C. Abney, G. E. Millar
ard the Superinetnden , who were in-
structed to confer with the Board's
Attorney, Mr. Morgan. The request
for another teacher was not granted.
Prof. R. S. Crichloire of the Slidell
School spoke of the urgent need of
another teacher to be added to that
faculty, which request was not granted,
because of lack of funds. -

A request was filed by J. S. Tyner
of the Covington Colored School, ask-
ing that that Sehool be opened on Oc-
tober 5th, and on motion of Mr. Hans-
brough, seconded by Mr. Guthrie, the
request was granted.

"The question of the deficiency in the
funds of the third and fifth wards was
take s up and after afull discussion of
the subject the following resolution
offered by Mr. Guthrie and seconded
by Mr. Wallis, was passed:

Resolved, that the Treasurer of this
Board be instructed toopen a separate
bank aceount for the funds of each
ward of this parish, and that he de-
posit to the credit of such accounts
such funds as may fall to them in the
quarterly distribution of the funds of
this Board, and that these ward funds
be kept for the sole use of such ward;
exeept that this is not to be construed
as preventing such wards as are now
in debt from paying back to the other
wards the funds now due them.

The following resolution offered by
Mr. Neuhauser, seconded by Mr.
Wallis, was p L

Resolved that this board recom-
mends to the incoming board that
they pay back to the other wards of
this parish as rapidly as possible the
funds now due these wards by the
third and fifth wards.

On motion of Mr. Hansbrough,
seconded by Mr. Wallis, it was agreed
to leave the election of the Superin-
tendent to ihe new board.

The secretary presented a series of
rules for the government of the
schools of the parish which were re-
ferred to a committee composed of
Messrs. Hansbrough, Jones and the
secretary for their approval.

If approved they are to be printed
for the information of all interested
persons.

On motion of Mr. Neuhauser, r:luly[
seconded, the following resolution was
adopted:

Resolved, That W. G. Evans, be re-
quested to prepare and have printed
a report of the work of the board for
the past year, giving a detailed state-
ment of the finances, property, en-
rollment and attendance of children
in the school of the parish, also a_re-
view of the work of this board since
its organization in 1904, together with
such other matter as he may think
necessary to show the advances made
in the schools of the parish in the last
four years, and their present condi-|
tion.

There being no other business, the
board adjourned subject to the call of
the president, the members to receive
no per diem for such cail meeting.
