Judith; V. The rest of the
chapters of the Book of Esther, which are
found neithier in the Hebrew nor in the
Chaldee; VI, The Wisdom of Sdlomon:

The Wisdom of Jesus the Son of
Lirach, or Ecclesiasticus; VIII, Baruch;
IX. The EBong of the Three Holy Chil-
dren; X, The History of Susanna: XI.
The Tlistory of the Destruction of Bel
and the D'ragon: X1I, The Prayer of Ma-
nasses, King of Judah; XIII. 1 Macca-
bees; XTV, 2 Maccabees. The Apocryphal
books, whirh are supposed to goeupy an
intermediate position, were called “books
read,” or “'ecclesiastieal,” though the lat-
ter title was also applied to the canani-
cal Scriptures. The primary meaning of
Apocrypha, *hidden, =zecret,” seems, to-
ward the close of the second century, to
have been associnted with the significa-
tion “spurious,” and ultimately to have
gettled down into the latter.

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KEEPING PROFITABLE COWS.

Many Kept in lcwa That Do Not
Pay for Their Feed and
Care.

A dalry authority in Jowa agserts
that there are hundreds and hundreds
of cows kept for dairy purposes in
Jowa which do not yield sufficient fto
pay for the feed which they consume,
for they consume as much feed as do
the profitable omes and require a8
much time and eare in milking.

There was a tlme when the dairy
cow was not expected to milk for more
than six months in the year, but with
the present high prices for labor and
feed thiz condition of affairs can no
longer profitably exist.

The lactation period should be at
least nine months in length. The
amount of milk & cow should produce
to be profitable is variously stated at
from 5,000 to 6,000 pounds annually,
or sufficient to yleld from 200 to 240
pounds of butter fat, This should
vary, of course, with the locality, price
of labor, feed, etc. However, it 1Is
safe to say that a cow with reasonably
good care, that does not produce the
lesser of these amounts is not a profit-
able apimal, Yet how large a percent-
sge of so-called dairy cows will stand
this test?

In order to determine accurately A
cow's usefulness as a dairy animal it
is well to weigh one day's milk every
week or ten days during the lactation
period. At the same time a sample
ghould be taken for testing. The time
of freshening should also be noted in
order to determine the length of the
lactation period.

The same authority aseerts that it Is
& good plan to keep a book account
with each cow, charging her with cost
of feed consumed and labor expended,
aud eredit her with value of milk and
calf. In this way it will not be diff-

cult to piek out the non-paying io-
dividuals,
DAIRY NOTES. '
Hollow concrete blocks make an

fdeal silo that will not crack or the
contents easily freeze. Machines for
making silo concrete blocks may be
purchased for about §$20.

With the exception of where the
very best cedar is used, all wooden
silos should often be painted inside
and eut in order to preserve the wood
and to prevent leaking. For paint
for this purpose, coal tar igs about
as good as any kind. It serves well
for filling cracks and is also a good
preservative,

The question of the one purpose and
the dual purpose dalry cow has almost
ceased to be discussed by rational
dairymen. “The difference between
the dual purpose dairy cow and the
dairy cow,” says W. D, Hoard of Wis-
conain, “is just the difference between
a machine that is made for lts pur-
pose and one that is not. What would
you think of a man who would go
out to eut grass with a sewing ma-
chine?"

When every dalryman comes to own
hig own farm and comes to under-
stand the most economical use of
skimmed milk and manure, dairyving
will become a profitable industry.
The skimmed milk and manure com-
bined may be made to represent as
much as the butter fat of the dairy.

It is better to bulld two or three
siloe of narrow diameter than one of
wide diameter. When silage Is used
for summer feeding it will keep bet
ter with small top surface exposed.

The power of production in a cow
is inherited. 1If the cow iz a good
dairy animal by inheritance and is
given good care and feed she will be-
come more productive as she increases
in age. The qQuantity rather than the
quality of her milk is influenced by
feed.

Partial Cow Raticn,

No one should attempt to run a
steam engine that was driving a mod-
ern threshing outfit with but 30 pounds
of steam. Yet many dairymen at-
tempt to get profitable results from
their cowa by feeding them s partial
ration, They attempt to run them with
but “30 pounds of steam.” Chemists
tell ug that two-thirds of what a cow
consumes goes fo maintaln her body.
The remaicder goes toward milk pro-
ductlon.

It is evident to all that the profit
must come from the feed over and
above that which the eow requires for
maintenance, and that the more ghe
eats the greater will be the profit,

There are many good cows in the
countrythatarenot recognized as such,
and cannot be made profitable unless
they receive more feed. There iz no
profitinfeeding partial rations to milch
cows. We cannot get profitable re.
gults running cows on “30 pounds of
steam.” If there is a food shortage,
one might better feed full rations to
half the number rather than feed the
many on half rations. 1In the latter
cage there will be much work and
little profit. 1In the former, the cows
are sure to give profitable returns,
and the labor of caring for the herd
would be much lessened.— Milk Re-
porter.

Mitk from Either Side,

Cows are always milked from the oft
or right side because they have been
taught that way. A cow can be milked
from either side if she is brought up
right, but the lessons must begin at
the earliesi handling of the heifer.
Milk first from one side and then the
other, and in a short time the heifer
will not mind. It often comes handy
to milk from the left side and the cows
ghould be trained to stand for i,
The man who Wwill make a pet of his
cow will have no trouble and will get
greater benefit at milking time than
the one who treats her as a stranger,
it not an enemy.

Benefits of Hand Separator.

By the use of the hand separator it
i{s possible to make the highest grade
of butter at home, providing the cream
is properly handled and churned. By
the use of the separator you are not
only able to make a higher grade of
butter and sell it for a higher price,
but you will be able to extract more
cream from the milk, and hence make
more butter. Also, the warm, sweet
sklm milk will have a higher food
value either for human use or for ani-
mal feeding. If you keep more than
thre=e or four cows by all means buy a
geparator. It will soon pay for itself,
