Impeachment Charges
Against Sheriff.

Montgomery, Ala., May 24.-The
first trial of a sheriff in Alabama be-
gan here to-day before the Supreme
Court in impeachment charges against
Frank Cazalas, sheriff of Mobile
county. The charges were filed by
the Attorney General of the State at
the request of Governor Comer, who
acted upon a petition signed by Mobile
citizens asking that action be taken
against the sheriff because a negro
prisoner charged with murder had
been taken from the county jail in the
heart of the city and lynched by a
possee of men, one block away from
the jail, and in front of a leading
Episcopal church.

Forty witnesses from Mobile sum-
moned by the State, twelve out of
about forty summoned by the defend-
ant, the accused sheriff, Cazalas, his
attorneys, and two attorneys of the
Law and Order League, of that city
were present to-day.

The charges declared that Sheriff
Cazalas was "unmindful of the duty
of his office during the term of such
office, and has been guilty of the fol-
lowing impeachable conduct:

1. Neglect, owing to which a prisoner
was unlawfully taken from the jail of
Mobile county and put to death.

2. Grave fault in the conduct of his
office owing to which a prisoner was
taken from the Mobile county jail and
put to death.

3. Willful neglect of duty.
4. Incompetency.
After organization the court swore

in forty witnesses for the State and
twelve for the defense. William Mc-
Carren and John Powers, former
sheriff, and P. B. Dorlan, tax collector,
all of Mobile, swore that there were
no indications about the jail the night
of the lynching of trouble, and that
the sheriff had no reason from activi-
ties to fear such.

B. B. Cox, secretary of the Mobile
Commercial Club, swore that he was
invited "down to the fun" before the
lynching. He was told there would be
a hot time in the old town to-night."
Richard Hines, city editor of the
Mobile Register, heard rumors of
trouble early in the night and before
the lynching, these being such as to
indicate that a lynching was likely.
B. Sibley, a reporter; F. W. Herman
and several others said that they were
warned that trouble was probable.
W. A. O'Dwyer, a railroad man said
that at a meeting of railroad men at
the Battle House it was understood
that a negro was to be hung.

A Narrow Escape.
Natchez, Miss., May 24.-Chaplain

W. H. I. Reaney, one of the best be-
loved officers of the battleship, had a
narrow escape from a watery grave
this evening. While in full dress go-
ing to attend the Campbell ball he
missed his footing in stepping from
the steam launch of the battleship to
the ferry landing, and fell between
the landing. Fortunately Lieut. Com-
mander B...B. McCormack was very
near and caught him in time to save
him from going into the water. He
was wet to his armpits and had to
return to the ship.

The current is exceeding swift at
the landing and had it not been for
the ready assistance of his brother-
officer Father Reaney might have been
swept away, although he is athletic
and a good swimmer. -Times Demo-
crat.
