Regard to the Busi-

ness as Affecting
Printers.

Once there was a boy who was run-
ning a mowing machine. The ma-
chine was old, the sickle dull, there
was wire grass in the meadow, and
both the mares of his team were
fretting over their absent colts. Add
to those troubles the fact that the
flies were so thick that the horses
would not stand a second, and you
have a condition that appeals to the
average boy as one that is almost
unbearable. You, yourself, cannot ap-
preciate it unless you, like the writer,
have been there. This boy was not

-exactly a Sunday school boy-that is,
not the ideal, at least, as besides cry-
ing as hard as he could cry over his
troubles, he was swearing as best he
could, between sobs, aud filling the
"circumambient atmosphere with a sul-
phurous blue vapor.

A good Quaker came along about
that time and was sorely shocked

- over the unregenerate condition of
this youth. He chided him severely
and then gave him some fatherly ad-
vice on the ;very bad habits that he
was getting in to.

The boy listened respectfully. But
when the Quaker let up for a second,
he said: "That's all right for you,
but try it and see how it is yourself.
You get on here and go one round
without swearing and I'll give you this

`five-dollar bill."
The Quaker was frugal, withal, and

thought to make five dollars very
easy, so he accepted the banter. The
boy climbed down and the Quaker
climbed up and the machine began to
click

It didn't click for long, however, as
the wire grass soon chocked up the
dull sickle, and then it had to be
pulled out by hand, while the horses
were stamping and fretting and pull-
ing ahead.

about it.

The government receives less than
50 cents a thousand for taking orders
f1or these envelopes, transmitting them
to the print shop at Dayton and deliv-

S at his post office by iegistered mail,
" collecting the money for them and
paying it over to the Dayton printers.
here is a positive loss to the gov-

:rament on every order so taken.

There is no justice in it-no excuse

for it, and it ought to be stopped.
It will be when we show ourselves

sufficiently in earnest about it. The
gods help those who help themselves.
"Ask and ye shall receive; knock, and
it shall be opened unto you," the good
book says. This is as true as Gospel.
No people ever became free by whin-
ing. No people ever became free ex-
cept by putting forth effort for free-
dom. We may whine all the days of
our lives about this rank injustice, and
it will continue. We have a power-
we are a power, and we can accom-
plish things if we will.

Two bills are now before Congress
to abolish this evil. One war intro-
duced by Senator Knute Nelson of
Minnesota, the other by Congressman
Tou Velle of Ohio. They are prac-
tically the same-either one will do
the business should it become a law.

The thing for us to do is to see
that one of these bills is passed and
signed by the president. To that end
I have prepared a resolution which
I shall ask this association to pass.
This resolution will express our collec-
tive opinion on this matter, and as
such will do some good. But we must
not stop at that. Resolutions and
petitions are cheap. They are easily
obtained and they do not count for
so very much. The thing that does
count is the personal touch. Get after
our senators and our congressmen;
get close to them and tell them of
our troubles. Ask them for help from
this rank injustice. Tell them what
the good book says about asking
and receiving, and if they don't heed,
then tell them what it says about
knocking. Tell them that we are good
knockers when we have to-when it
comes to knocks' They will see the
point, either from the sence of justice
in it, or for fear of being left at home
at the next election. But we have a
pretty fair representation in congeess
from Nebraska, and I believe that if
we put the matter up to them as we
can, and as it should be, they will do
the square thing by us. Let us try it.

on the books of the Company, to be
cast in person or by his written proxy,
and a majority of the votes cast shall
elect.

Any vacancy occuring among the
Directors by death, resignation or
otherwise shall be filled by eledtion for
the remainder of the term by the re-
maining Directors.
The failure to elect Directors on the

date above specified shall not dissolve
the corporation nor impair its corpor-
ate management. but the Directors
then in office shall remain in office un-
til their successors are elected and
qualified.

The Board of Directors shall elect
from their own number a President
and Vice President. They shall also
elect a Secretary and Treasurer, or
one person who shall be both, either
of whom may or may not be members
of the Board. They may, from time
to time, name and appoint all such
other officers and agents as it may
deem necessary for the purposes and
business of this corporation.

The Board may make and establish,
as well as alter and amend, any and
all by-laws, rules and regulations nec-
essary and proper in its judgement for
the conduct, support and management
of the business and affairs of said cor-
poration. The Board shall have full
power and authority to borrow money,
to execute mortgages and create liens;
to issue bonds, notes and other obliga-
tions, and generally to do all things
reasonable, convenient and necessary
for the proper carrying on of the busi-
ness of the corporation. --

ARTICLE V I.
Whenever this corporation may be

dissolved, either by limitation or from
any other cause, its affairs shall be li-
quidated by three (3) Commissioners
to be appointed from among the stock-
holders, at a general meeting of the
stockholders convened for such pur-
pose, of which meeting notice shall be
given in the manner and time provided
for stockholders' meeting by Article
7 of this Charter, and a majority, in
amount of the capital stock of said
corporation, represente:d at such meet-
ing shall be requisite to elect. The
said Commissioners shall remain in
office until the affairs of said corpora-
tion shall have been fully liquidated.
In case of death of one or more of

said Commissioners, the vacancy shall
be filled by election by the surviving
Commissioner.

ARTICLE VII.
This act of incorporation may be

modified, changed or altered, or said
corporation may be dissolved with the
assent of one fourth of the capital
stock represented at a general meet-
ing of the stockholders convened for'
such purpose, and after notice shall
have been given in qne or more news-
papers published in the Town of Cov-
ington, St. Tammany Parish, State of
Louisiana, once a week for four weeks,
preceding the meeting, and by written
notice to each stockholder mailed to
him thirty (30) days prior to the date
of the meeting.

Any changes proposed or made in
reference to the capital stock of this
corporation shall be made in accord-
ance with the laws of the State of
Lbuisiana on the subject of altering
the capital stock of this corporation.

ARTICLE VIII.
No stockholder shall ever be held li-

able for the contracts or faults of said
corporation in any further sum than
the unpaid balance due the corporation
on the shares of stock owned by him,
nor shall any mere informality in or-
ganization have the effect of render-
ing this Charter null, or of exposing
any stockholder to liability beyond the
unpaid amount remaining due- on his
stock.

ARTICLE I X.
Warren thomas and C. Z. Williams

shall constitute the first Board of D:-
rectors of this corporation, with War-
ren Thomas as President, with C. Z.
Williams as Vice President, and Mrs.
C. Z. Williams as Secretary-Treasurer,
to serve as such until the first Monday
in July 1910, or until their successors
shall have been elected and .qualified.
