WRECK OF HESTIA.
-* ---

Only Six of the Forty
Passengers and Crew

Known to be Safe.
Eastport, Me., Oct. 26.-The north

Atlantic's annual toll of lives and ves-
sels received the first tithe of the win-
ter season from its tributary, the Bay
of Fundy, today in the loss of at least
a score of souls and the destruction on
a shoal inside Old Proprietors Ledge,
off Seal Cove, Grand Mannan, of the
Donaldson Line steamer Hestia, bound
from Glasgow for St. Johns and Balti-
more. Four of the victims, young
Scotch ladies, were passengers on the
ill-fated steamer, and the others were
members of the crew. Capt. Newman
and twenty or more members of the
crew were last seen this morning in a
ship's boat, which was being tossed
on the stormy sea.

Of the forty persons who were
aboard the steamer when she piled
upon the shoal at 1 o'clock this morn-
ing, only six are positively known to
be saved. They were forced to cling
to the wreck, shifting their precarions
positions often as the steamer was
tossed by the seas. It was not until3
p. m. today that lifesavers were able
to man their boats and reach the 1
strandad vessel. When rescued the
survivors were in a weak state after
their fourteen-hour ordeal.

Those know to be saved:
Third Mate Stewart, Second Engi-

neer Morgan and Seamen Keen, Mc-
Kenzie, Smith and McVickar.

A heavy northeasterly gale is be-
lieved to have been responsible for the
Hestia's fate, although it is supposed
that a mistake of the man at the
wheel in believing he had proceeded
up Gannett Rock light, while really
discerning the gleam of the lighthouse
on Machias Seal Island, several miles
southwest, carried the ship many
miles off her course.

Immediately after the vessel struck
Captain Newman ordered his men to
prepare to put the lifeboats over-
board. Three of the lifeboats were
available, and one by one they were
swung from the deck, but while the
tackle of one of the boats was being
unfastened the small craft dropped
from the davit into the sea and was
soon beyond recovery.

Then preparations were made to
prevent a second similar mishap. Into
another boat were placed the four
passengers and over a dozen of the
crew. They had barely taken their
places when the tackle gave way and
the boat, with occupants, was precipi-
lated into the turbulent waters. The
craft capsized, but soon righted, and
one of the boys was soon clinging to
the bottom.

Again the boat was capsized, and
this time disappeared.

Meanwhile those aboard the vessel
launched the third boat. It was their
last remaining hope, and they tarried
some time to make certain that this
craft should not go the way of its
predecessors. Captain Newman and
all the remaining seamen, except six,
entered the boat. These six were the
ones rescued by the life savers this
afternoon.

Captain Newman and his men suc-
ceeded in hauling two of those strug-
gling in the water into their over-
crowded craft, but they were unable
to rescue others whose cries could be
heard above the gale.

The Hestia gradually settled by the
stern. At daylight Mate Stewart hoist-
ed the Union Jack, reversed, as a sig-
nal of distress, but it was late in the
afternoon before the vessel's plight
was discovered.

In the face of the gale nearly a
score of fighting craft went to the
rescue of the wrecked steamer. One
by one, however, they were.forced to
turn back after answering the signals
of the Hestia. Finally life-savers
were able to get to the Hestia, and
after considerable difficulty succeeded
in taking off the six men. The vessel
is a total wreck.

The boat which carried Capt. New-
man and about twenty men was miss-
ing at a late hour tonight, and may
possibly have perished.

The Hestia was a steel screw steam-
er, built at Sunderland in 1890, and
was formerly the Mary Beyts.

She registered 2,440 tons net, and
hailed from Glasgow.

The name and style of this corpora-
tion shall be the OAK RIDGE OIL
AND MINERAL COMPANY, and un-
der that name it shall have and enjoy
all rights and privileges granted by
law to corporations; it shall have power
to contract,' ue and be sued in its cor-
porate namne,, to make and use a cor-
porate seal, thold, receive, purchase,
convey, mytgage, hypothecate or
pledge prop.;rty both real and person-
al; issue bonds, notes and other obli-
gations; to have and employ such
managers, directors, officers, agents

All citations and other
legal process shall be served upon the
President of said corporation, in his
absence upon the Vice President, and
in the absence of the of both presi-
dent and vice presidet, then service
shall be made upon the Secretary.

ARTICLE III.

The objects and purposes of this
corporation and the nature of the
business to be carried on by it are
hereby declared to be: to purchase,
receive, hold, lease, otherwise acquire
mines, mitreral lands, mining rights,
claims and' privileges, or real estate,
in the State of Louisiana or else-
where in the United States of America,
and to prospect, explore, examine,
test, and develop, open, work, or in
any manner use or turn same to ad-
vantage; to prospect and search for
natural gas, oil, petrolium, coal, salt,
sulphur, or other mineral or elements
of use or value; to investigate, ex-
amine and test lands in localities where
same are supposed to exist, and to
drill, bore, dig or put down such wells,
pits or shafts as may be deemed ex-
pedient for that purpose; to mine, dig,
blast, excavate, pump or otherwise
obtain or procure natural gas, oil, pe-
.trolium, coal, salt, sulphur or other
mineral or substances of use or value,
and to prepare, purify, refine, manu-
facture, transport, convey, store,
warehouse, sell or otherwise use or
dispose of same; to drill, bore or put
down, excavate or make, and to main-
tain, repair operate and work any
wells, shafts, mines, or works that.
may be necessary or convenient to ac-
complish and carry on the objects and
purposes herein set forth; to build,
erect, make, repair, maintain and
operate any buildings, houses, pumps,
machinery, apparatus, works, rail-
roads, tramways, boats, barges, ca-
nals, levees, reservoirs, pipe lines,
tanks, or other things that may be
necessary or expedient to accomplish
and carry on the objects and purposes
herein set forth, and in general to do
any act or thing necessary, convenient
or incidental to the accomplishment of
said objects and purposes.

ARTICLE IV.

The capital stock of this corpora-

All the corporate powers of this
corporation, and the management and
control of its affairs shall be vested
in and exercised by a Board of Di-
rectors, composed of nine stockhold-
ers, of whom five shall constitute a
quorum for the transaction of all
business, the number of said Board of
Directors may be increased at the op-
tion of the Board of Directors, but min
all cases a majority of the number of
said Board of Directors shall consti-
tute a quorum thereof. Said Board
of Directors shall be elected on the
Fourth Monday of the month of Aug-
ust, of each year and shall immediately
after their election, elect from among
their own number a President, Vice
President and a Treasurer each of
whom shall be a stockholder.

Lacroix and Geo. M. Fendlason, of
whom Dr. B. B Warren, shall be
President; A. H. Grimmer Vice-Presi-
dent; S. D. Bulloch, Treasurer and
W. G. Evans, Secretary. The failure
from any cause to elect Directors on
the day stipulated shall not dissolve
this corporation, but the officers and
directors then in office shall hold over
until their successors have been elect-
ed and qualified. In the event of fail-
ure to hold the election on the day
stipulated, the President shall call a
new election, immediately thereafter,
within ten days notice as hereinabove
provided. Any director shall have the
right to appoint another stockholder
as his proxy to attend any and all
meetings of said Board of Directors.

ARTICLE VI.

The Board of Directors shall have
power to fill all vacancies occurring
in its membership from among the
stockholders of the corporation. They
shall have full control of the property
of this corporation and shall conduct
and manage its business. They shall
appoint such officers, agents, man-
agers, employees, servants and clerks
as may be necessary for conducting
the business and affairs of the cor-
poration, shall fix their compensation
and shall have the right to dismiss
them at pleasure, and may make and
establish, as well as alter and amend,
any and all by-laws, rules and regula-
tions for the conduct, support and
management of the business and
affairs of the corporation. Said Board
of Directors shall have full power to
contract debts, borrow money, issue
notes, bills of exQhange, bonds and
other obligations, execute and grant
mortgages, and receive same and
generally to do all things necessary
for the conduct of its business.

In case of the dissolutioh of this cor-
poration either by limitation of its
charter or for any cause, its affairs
shall be liquidated by three commis-
sioners selected by the stockholders
at a general meeting held as above
set forth.
