and the superiority of the soil of the State,
with 1t's agricultural possibilities, can best
realized by personal inspection and con-
tact with the people. Nothing will more
surely accomplish this than by securing the
Panama Exposition to be held in 1915-16.

Governor Sanders, Mayor Behrman and
many prominent citizens of New Orleans
and the State are working to thisend. They
have been the first to memorialize the Presi-
dent and Congress, and a sentiment favor-
able to New Orleans exists in official circles
8s well as outside, public preference gener-
ally being favorable to New Orleans. The
eeleb::ation will be national, and to some ex-
tent international. The Government will
probably appropriate the largest sum ever
appropriated for a purpose of this kind, and
New_Orleans can not alone afford a fund
Bﬂﬂ’_lclent to equalize the expenditure. Each
parish in the State, being a beneficiary,
should be willing to do its share toward
making the exposition a success and paying
its expenses. The products and resources
of every parish will be exibited and adver-
tised in a manner that will bring them to
the notice of the whole world.

But we do not believe the financing of
this undertaking by direct taxation would
meet the general approval of the people nor

expedient under present conditions.
Every town and section should have pride
enough to be awakened to the highest de-
gree of energy—a voluntary and impulsive
interest that would accomplish more for a
successful demonstration than enforced con-
tribution. It is up to the citizens of New
Orleans and of the State to show the world
that there is business ability enough in the
South to handle large affairs and to take
advantage of the opportunities soon to be
opened to us. The reputation thus earned
would be of more value to us than the dump-
ing into our lap of a lump sum to run it
with. Organize; exploit; dispose of stock;
put the brains and energy into it that
is to herald the new South as the coming
center of business achievement and pros-
perity.

There is to be a mass meeting at the court-
_house Tuesday, March 5, for the purpose of
selecting delegates to the convention to be
held in New Orleans on April 7. We trust
that proper interest will be evidenced by a
large attendance, and that St. Tammany
parish will do her share toward the support
and encouragement the undertaking should
have. )

INSPECTING OF NEW ROAD.

An occasion that was made specially enjoyable by
the hospitality of Messrs. Houlton and Dendinger,
was the inspection of the new road last Saturday,
that makes the connecting link between Houltonvil{e
and Madisonville. Mz, eodore Dendinger sent his
tug, the “Violet H.,”” under command of gapt. Daniel
Cooper, to the Covington wharf, to receive the
party of police jury members and their guests, and
the trip down the beautiful river was a pleasant ex-
cursion of about one hour, the hoat leaving at 12:25
and arriving at the ““White City dock at 1:30 p, m.,
where all were made welcome. Dinner was served
in the open of the large pavilion. 1t was prepared
by that excellent chef, Mr. Eugene Mugnier, and
tempted the appetites of all to do full justice to the
good things that were set forth. Absenthe as an
appetizer, followed by claret, puis cafe, coffee and
cigars, with champagne served unstintingly, placed
all in a pleasant frame of mind for the business of
the day, the inspection of the road. But while the
champagne was still flowing Judge Burns was called
upon for sentiments of the occasion, and requnded
by complimenting Houlton Bros. and Mr. Dendinger
upon the progressive spirit they had shown, and the
police jury upon the great improvement they had
made in the parish in recent years. He said that
this parish was the first to take advantage of the
Coqsgtution of 1898 for keeping up the roads of the
parish.

The new road wag then inspected its entire length,
which is 3500 feet, It is 23 feet wide, being connect-
ed near the Madisonville end by an excellent bridge
500 feet in length. The work has been well done and
the road will be of great value, being a direct line
between Madisonville and Houltenville, and above
high water at all times. It is built through a swamp.
the timber cut from the right-of-way being used for
filling in, together with slabs and waste from the
mill, the whole forming a raised track from two and
a half to three and a half feet, top dressed with
sawdust, making a good and serviceable road bed.

The party was treated to cigars by President Geo.
Koepp, Jr., and then retorned by way of the Den-
dinger mill where all who were returning to Coving-
ton were again placed in charge of Captain Coope
of the Violet H. The return trip was made In one
hour and four minutes.

A place of some interest at Houltonville is the large
store of Houlton & Johnston. Mr. Johnston, like Mr.
Chas. Houlton, is very affable and considerate. He
explained many features of his business and the
scribe was much impressed by the extent of the trade
of this concern. Goods are shipped not only all over
the parish but even to New Orleans.

CONFERENCE ON THE PANAMA
EXPOSITION.

To the St Tammany Farmer

New Orleans, April 1. —Governor Sanders for the
State and Mayor Behrman for the city of New Or-
leans have sent out invitations to.<very agricultural,
commercial, manufacturing, industrial, labor and po-
litieal organization in Louisiang, asking them to send
delepates to a conference or mass meeting to be held
at the Grunewald hotel in-New Orleans Thursday,
April 7, to consider the matter of holding an exposi-
tion in New Orleans ir honor of the completion of
the Panama canal, The recent visit to Washington
of the committeee representing the entire State, and
headed by the Governor, the mayors of New Orleans
and Shreveport, as well as representatives of the
leading interests of Louisiana, having established
the fact that the United States would hold a great
exposition or world’s fair in 1915 or 1916 on the com-
pletion of the canal, and the President and leading
members of Congress having exgressed a preference
for New Orleans as the gite of that exposition, it
was determined to refer the matter back to the peo-
ple of Louigiana, the Governor insisting that the ex-
position proposition should have popular endorsement
hefore the State of Louisiana through its legislature
and executive agreed to join in the celebration.

The conference on April 7 is to learn the will of the

eople of Louisiana on this subject, and in order that
it may be a full expression of their wishes, the inyi-
tation has been made broad so as toinclude every in-
terest and every man of standing or influence in the
State. A large number of the New Orleans organi-
zations invited have sent in their lists of delegates,
assuring over & thousand from this city, and it is
hoped to have every parish proportionately well rep-
resented,

The several parish organizations are asked to send
in at same time a list of their most progressive and
public-spirited citizens. From these names a roll of
honor for Louisiana will be prepared by the Gov-
ernor and by Mayor Behrman, and from that roll
will be selected peneral board of five hundred directors
of whom two hundred and fifty are to be from the
parishes and two hundred and fifty from New Or-
leans. This board will meet the next day, April 8§,
organize and prepare the plans for the Panamaex
sition and at once get to work on it. It is inten
to have every parish represented on the board of
managers, and by the men whom the parish thinks
are the best representatives of its business enter-
prize, progress and public spirit.

r. Singleton was born at Jeanerette, La., in 1848,
He entered the ministry in 1871, his first appoint-
ment calling him to Covington, where he was beloved
by his congregation and where he made many warm
friends. During the forty years that he had served
in the ministry he commanded the highest regard of
all, both for his lovable chrracter and for the excel-
lence of his work in this and other states.
