a perlid of ninty-nine years under the follow-ing articles of incorporation:

ARTICLE ONE
The name of this corporation shall be THEFIREMEN'S BENEVOLENT ASSOCIATION OFMANDEVILLE, LOUISIANA, FIRE CO.. NO. 1.

ARTICLE TWO.
The objects and purposes for which this as-sociation is formed are hereby declared to be:

The formation of a Fire Association, to own,
operate and maintain one or more fire engines,
and all necessary equipments and housing for
same, to extinguish fires in Mandeville and vi-cinity, and to develop the spirit of fraternityand friendship among its members and to pro-vide doctors and medical assistance and sickbenefits to such members: to own or leaseproperty necessary for the purpose of itsorganization and to buy, sell, lease, mortgage,pledge or hypothecate the same at will for the
uses and purposes of the association and tomake such necessary rules and regulations as itmay see fit.

ARTICLE THREE.
The powers of said corporation shall be vest-

ed ina board of directors, who shall be thevarious officers of this corporation, to-wit: a
president, vice president, a recorning secre-
tary, a financial secretary, a treasurer, chief,
assistant chief and marshal. and members elect-
ed by and from the membership at the annual
meeting to be held on the first Tuesday inMarch, 1911, and annually thereafter. The
Officers shall hold their several positions for
twelve months from the date of the election
or until their successors are elected. Any va-
cancies occuring in said board of directors shall
be filled by the remaining members of the
board of directors for the unexpired term at ameeting called for that purpose after ten days
notice in writing sent by mail to said directors
at their last known addresses. The said board
of directors shall have power to make all by-
laws, rules and regulations for the proper
management of the affairs of this corporation,
and to change, alter, amend, or abolish the
same at their pleasure. The board of directors
may delegate any of their powers to individual
officers or committees of this corporation.

ARTICLE FOUR.
The first board of directors of this corpora-

tion shall be: President Joseph M. Smith, Jr ;
Vice President Eugene Pizetta; Vice President
Francis Jenkins; Vice President Edgar Dubourg;
Recording Secretary Alex Smith; Financial See-
retasy Geo. E. Reine; Foreman Louis Pizzetta:
Assistant Foreman Gus. Smith; Marshall James
Givens; Treasurer Wade Peters.

It shall be the duty of the president of this
corporation to give notice of its general meet-
ings and to call special meetings of the board
of directors on the written request of one-
third of the members of said corporation.

ARTICLE FIVE.
This corporation may be dissolved by a vote

of three-fodrths of the members at a general
meeting called for the purpose, after 30 days
advertising in a newspaper published in the
town of Covington. immediately preceding
said meeting, and written notice of the objects
of said meeting sent to each member by the
secretary. Whenever this corporation is dis-
solved, whether by limitation or otherwise its
affairs shall be liquidated by three liquidating
commissioners to be elected at such general
meeting and in case of death or inability to act
of any of the said commissioners the surviving
commissioners shall appoint a successor and to-
gether they shall continue such liquidation.

ARTICLE SIX.
This charter may be changed, altered or

amended at a general meeting called for the
purpose after thirty days prior notice in writ-
ing having been sent to each member. stating
the object of said meeting, and forty days ad-
vertisement in a newspaper published at Cov-
itgtosn, Loufisina.~s. 'bus done and passed at Mandeville.

and body politic in law, for the objects and
purposes and under the stipulations, articles
and conditions, following, to-wit:

ARTICLE I
The name and style of this corporation shall

be the "KOVINGTON KARI1IVAL KLUB," and
its domicile is hereby established in Coving-
ton, in St. Tammany Parish, State of Louisiana;
and under its corporate name, said corpora-
tion shall have power and authority to con-
tract, sue and he sued: to make and use a cor-
porate seal, and the same to break or alter at
pleasure; to receive, hold, have, purchase,
improve, alienate, convey, borrow, mortgage
and hvpothecate, under its said corporate
name, property, real, personal and mixed; to
name and appoint such managers, agents, di-
rectors and officers, as its business, interests
and convenience may lequire; to make and
establish by-laws. rules and regulations for
the proper management and regulation of its
affairs as may he deemed necessary and prop-
er to carry out the objects and purposes of
said corporation.

Said corporation, uuless sooner dissolved,
in accordance with its charter, shall exist and
continue for the period of ninety nine (991
years from and after the date hereof.

The president, or in his absence the vice-
president shall be the proper person upon
whom citation or other legal process shall be
served.

ARTICLE 11
The objects and purposes for which this

corporation is established, and the nature of
the business to be carried on by it are de-
clared to be the following: The giving of pa-
rades, balls, excursions and other forms of en-
tertainment, and generally to do all things
that tend to amuse or instruct the people in
Covington and to promote the general wel-
fare and prosperity of this section of the
country.

ARTICLE Ill.
The corporate powers of this corporation

shall be vested in and exercised by a Board of
twenty Directors, consisting of a president,
first vice president, second vice president,
secretary and treasurer, and fifteen members,
nine of whom shall constitute a quorum for
the transaction of business. Said directors
shall be elected annually from among the
members on the third Wednesday of April, of
each year, commencing in April, 1911.

Notice of such election shall be given by at
least ten days publication in a daily or weekly
newspaper published at Covington, in the
parish of St. Tammany, State of Louisiana, im-
mediately preceding said election. At said
election and at all other meetings of the
members the voting shall be by ballot and each
member in good standing shall be entitled to
one vote in person.

Within one week of their election, as above
provided for, the Board of Directors shall elect
from among their number a president, a first
vice president, a second vice president, a sec-
retary and a treasurer, and all said officers and
directors shall hold their respective offices for
a period of one year from the date of their
election, -or until their successors are elected.
But the failure to hold an annual election, or
to elect the officers as above provided for,
shall not result in a dissolution of this corpor-
ation, but the then Board of Directors and
officers shall hold their offices until their suc-
cessors are duly elected.

Any vacancies occuring in said Board of
Directors shall be filled by the remaining
members of the Board for the unexpired term
at a meeting called for the purpose after ten
days prior notice in writing sent by mail to
said directors at their last known address.

The said Board of Directors shall have the
power to make all by-laws, rules and regula-
tions for the proper management and conduct
of the affairs of this corporation, and to
change, alter, abolish or amend same at pleas-
ure, and shall have and exercise all the powers
conferred by law on this corporation and as
et forth generally above.
