The support that
Is given to such an undertaking will be an
index of the public interest in the welfare
of our youth and the advancement of the
cause of education. There can be no ad-
vancement without public interest and no
accomplishment without some sacrifice of
personal interests. Business engagements
may make it inconvenient for some to at-
tend, but if this plea is to be a justifiable
éxcuse we may look for little progress in
anything ‘that requires earnest work. Let
other engagements wait while you come to
the rally to-day. Governor Sanders is an
eloqpent speaker and you will enjoy listening
to him. Profs. Aswell, Roy and Brown are
fine educational talkers. You will learn much
from them that will be interesting and bene-
ficial. There will alss be other speakers
worthy of your attention. You also owe it
to the School Improvement League and to
the Progressive Union that their labors in
behalf of the public schools and in the in-
terest of the town should be rewarded by
an approbative attendence on this occasion.
There will be a spelling contest by selected
pupils from the Covington, Abita and
Mandeville schools that will be highly inter-
esting.

THE COTTON POOL INVESTIGATION.

On general principles the investigation as
to the high price of cotton is a good thing.
It is noticeable, however, that under a Re-
publican administration a distinetly Southern
product should be the first chosen among the
staple crops to demonstrate that abnormal
prices are maintained by illegitimate means.
It is true that a short crop is temptation to
manipulation. Since the investigation has
been started it will be watched closely to
see that the mdtive is protection of the peo-
ple and not a blow at Southern industry. If
the contention 1s sustained that trading in
cotton and cotton futures, as maintained by
the Exchange, protects the farmer and re-
strains the manufacturer from fixing the
price of cotton, while it enables him to con-
tract for future delivery of goods at a close
figure, and that the natural law of supply
and demand is responsible for high prices
to-day, then the investigation will have ac-
complished more than all the arguments of
the members of the cotton exchanges. On
the other hand, if it fairly shows that prices
represent merely the profits of gambling
combines, people will be glad to be enlight-
ened and quick to demand the suppression
“of such gambling. Should such a conclusion
_ be reached, it will form a wholesome prece-
dent for examination into the speculation
in wheat and other food products.
