CHARTER OF THE SMITH HARD-
HARDWARE CO., LTD.UNL'ITED STATES OF AMERICA,

State of Louisiana,
Pariah of St. Tammany.

BE IT KNOWN, That on this, the1st day of April, in the year of our
Lord, One Thousand Nine Hundred and
Ten, and of the Independence of the
United States the One Hundred and
Thirty-fourth:

Before me, EDWARD H. RIdHARD,
a Notary Public duly commissioned and
qualified, in and for the Parish of St.
Tammany, State of Louisiana, and in
the presence of the witnesses herein-after named and undersigned, person-
ally came and appeared the parties
whose names are hereunto subscribed,all of full age, who declare that, avail-
ing themselves of the provisions of
the laws of the State of Louisiana,
relative to the organization of corpora-tions, they have covenanted and agreed,
and by these presents do covenant andagree to bind themselves, as well assuch other persons as may hereafter
become associated with them, to form
and constitute a corporation and body
politic in law, for the purposes and ob-
jects, and under the stipulations, ar-
ticles and conditions following, to-
wit:

ARTICLE I.
The name and style of this corpora-

tion shall be the "SMITH HARDWARE
COMPANY, LIMITED," and by that
name it shall have power and author-
ity to exist and enjoy succession for
the full term and period of ninety-nine
years from date hereof, unless sooner
dissolved.

ARTICLE It.
The domicile of this corporation

shall be in the Town of Covington,
in the Parish of St. Tammany, State of
Louisiana. All citations and other
legal processes shall be served upon

.ARTICLE IV.
This corporation may sue or be sued

purchase, convey, sell, mortgage, hy-
pothecate, pledge, lease, sub-lease andenjoy real, personal or mixed prop-
erty; also borrow and lend money and
make contracts; make and establishsuch by-laws, rules and regulations as
may be necessary, and the same tochange and alter at pleasure; an d shall
possess all the rights and privileges to
which corporations are, or may be au-
thorized anil entitled to possess. This
corporation may exercise its corporate
p owers withTn any other State of this
U:nion.

ARTICLE V.
The capital stock of said corpora-

tion shall be Twenty Thousand ($20,-000.00) Dollars, divided into and repre-
sented by two hundred (200) sharesof the sum of One Hundred ($100.00)
Dollars each, which said stock shall
be paid for in cash at the time of sub-
scription, or the same may be issued

Sat. not less than par, in payment or ex-
change for property or rights actually
received or purchased by said corpora-
tion, or the same may be issued, full
paid, for money advanced and for suchother valuable consideration or service,as the Board of Directors Ot said cor-
poration may determine, provided thatno stock shall be issued until consider-
ation therefor has been received by
said corporation; said shares of stock
shall be signed by the President andSecretary-Treasuurer. At all elections by,
or meetings of, the stockholders, each
share of stock shall be entitled to onevote to be cast by the person in whose
