Toys 4,000 Years Old Found.
Pictures of pieces of crude sculpture

which archaeologists have assigned to
6000 to 8000 B. C., were shown at the
Royal Institution, London, by Rev. G.
H. W. Johns, who gave an address on
"Assyriology.' Ond of the fragments
discovered represented, he said, the
heraldic device ,4f a town called La-
gash, which showed two eagles tear-
ing an animal.
