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TIT FOR TAT.

An editor of the San Francisco Chronicle
has advertised the littleness of his manhood
by publishing a spiteful and malignant ar-
ticle against New Orleans in the hope of in-
juring its prospects for the Panama Exposi-
tion. As a result California will swallow its
own medicine in larger doses than will be
palatable. The New Orleans Picayune re-
cites the fact that the bubonic plague and
the filth of the Chinese quarters, from which
the people have but lately been freed by the
Marine Hospital officials, leaves a memory
not enticing to the visitor. It might have
added that "the laziest people on earth," as
the Chronicle speaks of them, were among
the first to send relief to the panic-stricken
people of the eartquake district, and have
always been the first to extend a charitable
hand to sufferers of all classes. And if San
Franciscans attend the Exposition, they will
find that, notwithstanding the abuse of a
distracted editor, these same "lazy people"
will make it very pleasant for them.

Sections of Louisiana that have never be-
fore raised enough feed for their own stock
will not only be able to meet the require-
ments of winter feeding, but are now ship-
ping roasting ears to the northern markets.
Within the next few years hundreds of
thousands of dollars will come' to Southern
Louisiana through the sale of truck each
season. It has taken the farmers a long
time to recognize that there is money in
this business, but now that they have learned
it, both trucking and dairying will largely
increase the wealth of the State. Trucking
is especially profitable, because it brings out-
side capital into the State to pay for home
labor.

AS TO CHINESE FARM LABOR.

We publish below an editorial from the
Louisiana Planter of May 11. The Picayune
has asserted, not once, but many times, its
belief that ultimately Chinese labor will be
used upon the farms of the country, and
that it would be done with the consent of
labor organizations and because of the im-
possibility of securing other labor. Consid-
ering the difficulty we have had in our po-
litical and social relations with the colored
race, notwithstanding its comparative nu-
merical smallness, how much greater would
become the problem with our doors opened
to swarming millions of Chinese? To us it
seems that it would be much better to be rid
of all our possessions of mongrel blood and
to work out our destiny as a nation with a
people whose superiorty has made them the
dominant power in the nations of the world.

Change conditions on the farm so that life
there will be worth living and the employ-
ment as remunerative as employment in the
cities, and the cry of back to the farm will
be heeded:

SCARCITY OF FARM LABOR.
Under the above caption a leading article in the

New Orleans Picayune complacently considers the in-
troduction into the United States of ten millions of
Chinese laborers to furnish the agricultural labor
needed in the United States to supply the vacancies
made by the general abandonment of the fields by
the young white farmers of the country and the gen-
eral abandonment of the plantations of the southern
States by the negroes, who are flocking to the cities.

We have been for some years insisting in the col-
uinns of this journal upon the fact that our American
republic could not continue in its wonderful career in
the acquisition of wealth and culture and accomplish-
ment of great things without a continuing supply of
white labor such as built in the country in its earliest
history. If the excess of population has disappeared
from Ireland fromn the overcrowded sections of Eng-
land, and from Germany and the Scandinavian States,
then our white labor must come from some other
portion of Europe, or else there must be a great
change in our civilization, which our successors will
deplore and which in the end will destroy our great re-

The whole proposition involves a number of serious
problems. One of the first is as to whether or not a
republic can be maintained by a nation recognizing
certain sections of its people as an inferior race and
not having the rights of citizenship? Three or four
decades pgo our people refused to accept control of
Santo Ddmingo, although the scheme was favored by
General Grant. Within a single generation we have
brought into our Federal union at least by annexa-
tion that peculiar conglomerate population now oc-

upying Hawaii. We have taken in the Island of
Prto Rico, with its two million of people, white or

near white, and the Philippiries with their ten mil-
lions of people of all shades. The remoteness of
these insular acquisitions has facilitated the change
in the political conscience of our people that has
hitherto rovolted at the consideration of any equality
among any human race other than that among the
white men. This principle bids fair to maintain its
status, but it is certainly imperilled when such jour-
nals as our distinguished contemporary, the Pica-
yune, complacently contemplates the introduction of
ten millions of Chinese into our country as agricul-
tural laborers.

Our people seem to forget that Eastern Europe.
the very cradle of the great Teutonic race * that in-
cludes Slav and Saxon, has millions, of spare popula-
tion to which we have easy access, and from a racial
point of view these people of Eastern Europe consti-
tute our most available labor supply and are essential
to our existence if our republic is to continue along
in its marvelously prosperous career, as it has done
during the last cqntqty. Because from along the
shores of the Medlterrknlean, where there has been
an intermixture of the white, the Semitic and the
Hamitic races during thousands of years, we have
had some thousands of imthiigr~its. our people seem
to forget that within a few hundred miles of the
coast linei we get initothe very heart of the country
where live millions of as white people as are pro-
duced on earth, thousands of whom would come to
the United States as immigrants if they knew of the
advantages presented to them 1on tlflh' lountry and
were donvinced of it by correspondence with an-ad-
vance~guard of their own people, whom we ought to
induce, to come over and examine the country for
themeselYes. The mountains of ancient Greece pro-

this we feel now, as always, that

America does not want to open her doors. to an
oriental invasion of thousands, or millions, of Chinese
laborers, whose hopes, ambitions and civilization dif-
fer so greatly from our own. We have available a
supply of millions of first-class laboring men from
Eastern Europe. Because we get so many of the
floating thousands that hang around the Mediter-
ranean seaports our people seem disposed to cut out
that entire country, although a very little investiga-
tion will show that the people are of our own -race
and can be readily assimilated by our American type
of modern civilization. Let us take the white people
of Europe and not the yellow of the Orient.

On the third of this month there entered into his

eternal rest Mr. Chas. Weiss, formerly of New Or-
leans, but lately one of Covington's most loved and
valued citizens.
