Senz_ator Samuel D. McEnery died at his
home in New Orleans on Tuesday, June 28,
shortly before 10 o’clock in the morning,
from an attack of acute indigestion, at the
age of 73 years.

Senator McEnery’s life has been a useful
one, and as a soldier in the field of politics
he has won many battles for Louisiana that
hawe_z gained him the gratitude of her people.
Du{mg the Reconstruetion period he fought
valiantly for white supremacy, as he had
fought on the battle field for the Southern
cause, Twice the people have honored him
by th_e office of governor, and preceding his
Seat in the Senate he was appointed to the
Supreme bench,

The staunchness and honesty of his char-
aci_:er allowed Senator McEnery to do many
things that would have meant the political
death ot most men occupying his position.

He has voted with the Republicans re-
peatedly, because he believed it to be to the
interest of his Stuate to do so, but he has
never been charged with any other motive in
sodoing, - His irdividuality and strength of
conviction have protected him,

Wherever known he will be deeply
mougned. The daily papers are teeming
with expressions of regret for his death and
profound admiration for his life and charaec-
ter from prominent men throughout the
country, and all Louisiana will mourn his
death,

BUY AT HOME,

Drummers or agents representing New
Orleaus houses have recently been offering
goods directly to the pesple at bargain sale
prices. There is no law preventing such
transactions. Legally both the buysr and
the seller are entirely within their rights.
But there are considerations that should ap-
peal more strongly to the citizen of Coving-
ton than the saving of a few cents in a pair
of pantaloons or a shirt. It will generally
be found that no saving has been made after
deduction of express charges, nor is satis-
faction as certain as when goods are bought
of your home merchant, with all the privi-
leges of examination and exchange. Mail-
order houses have greatly injured the busi-
ness of country merchants everywhere. If
there is to be added to this a system of per-
gonal solicitation of agents with samples;
then it is greatly to be deplored that there
are any who will lend their aid to these con-
cerns instead of upholding their home mer-
chants, If evervbody was to do this we
would soon have no home merchants and no
town. Never buy anything away that can
be bought just as cheap at home, and always
figure in the incidental expenses, such as
railroad fare, expressage, ete.

It becomes a question, however, whether
the people are sufficiently impressed with
the importance of measures of safety to]
stand the expense of their observance. Bar-
bers say that the extra cost of these precau-
tions will compel them to charge more for
their services, while the cry against high
cost of living may drown the cry of danger
from the guardians of the public health.
Drinking fountains in public places and on
railway trains, the hotels, restaurants. sa
loons and soda water fountains, may all be
danger signals; but are the people willing to
pay for the cost of protection?

WHAT TRUCKING WILL DO.

The following editorial from The Times-
Democrat gives some pleasing figures in re-
gard to the growth of Tangipahoa parish.
We are next dorr neighbors and our oppor-
tunities are equally as good, and if we have
not advanced as rapidly in truck farming, it
is due partly to but recently having railroad
facilities. We have also progressed in this
industry, and next year will see us more
largely engaged in the shipping of vegeta-
bles to the northern and western markets:
DEVELOPMENT OF TANGIPAHOA.
The growth and development of Tangipahoa parish
is pleasingly celebrated in a pamphlet compiled by

Capt. J. F. Merry, general immigration agent of the
Illinois Central Railroad, and recently published by

Merry reviews the progress of the parish for the
quarter century past. He finds that its population
has more than trebled, while the total assessed valu-
ation in 1909 was nearly eight times what it was in
1885,

The causes of these remarkable and gratifying
ains are disclosed by other comparative figures.
here the parish shipped no milk to outside points
twenty-five years ago, it is shipping about 2,000 gal-
lons per day in 1910. Where it shipped no berries
and vegetables in 1885, it forwarded 578 cars in 1909.
Not much attention was paid to corn growing a quar-
ter century ago, and the acreage in 1885 is put down
as negligible. In 1910, Capt. Merry declares, 50,000
acres are planted in corn.

In fine, dairying, truck gbrowin and crop diver-
sification have combined to bring Tangipahoa, whose
strongest bid for publicity was once of the unde-
sirable sort, well toward the front rank of Louisiana
parishes. Its timber wealth has contributed, of
course, to theincrease of taxable values and of popu-
lation, but the dairies and truck farms are fairly en-
titled to a major share of the credit for the splendid
advance recorded. None of her sister parishes will
be envious of Tangipahoa’s prosperity. On the con-
trary, all Louisianians will join in the tender of con-
gratulations, not only upon the rapid development of
the parish, but upon the valuably helpful publicity
which it is receiving. The success attained by Tan-
gipahoa can be and is being duplicated in other par-
ishes, and in the large sense the rapid and substan-
tial development in the single parish may be cited as
illustration of the development and steadv progress
of the entire State, whose rich and varied opportuni-
ties are gaining wider recognition daily.
