CHARGED WITH ABDUCTION.

| Mrs. Jessie Jenkins Charges A. M.
Harrison, 2 Drummer, With Ab-
ducting her Daughter, Louise,

Fifteen Years of Age.
There was quite a sensatica when
Mrg. Jesse Jenkins, who lives on

Bogne Chitto, about ten miles north
yof Covington, preferred charges of
ahduction against A. M. Harrison, &8
New Orleans drummer. She claima
that Harrizson visited her house and
on Sunday took her daughter, fifteen
years of age, away, and that
he did not return with her. Mrs.
Jenkins came to Covington and made
an affidavit against Harrison before
Judge Robert Badon.

As far as we can learn Harrison
has hitherto had a good reputation,
but the charges in this case are very
serious and damaging. His where-
abouts at present is not known, and
Mr. Jenkins is very anxious to get
hold of him. He is said fo have
boarded the train somewhere near
Folsom and is probably in New Or-
leans.

Mrs. Jenkina says that Harrison
frequently stopped at the house dur-
ing his business trips in that part of
the country and in that way became
acquainted with the family and the
girl, and that she had no suspicion
of any evil intent on his part. He
is a married man and both he and
Mrs. Harrlson are known in Coving-
on.

Harriaon had entered into an
agreement to go into a general mer-
chandise buslness with Mr. Jenkina,
and on the day of his disappearance
with the girl had made out a bill of
the goods they were to put in. A
building had been erected for the
purpose.

A New Orleana paper gives the
following further information:

The presence in New Orleans of a
young girl who is sald to answer de-
scriptiona of Louise Jenkins, the fif-
teen-year-old Covington maid who is
declared to have been abducted from
home, was announced Wednesday
night by J. A. Evans, proprietor of
Mississippl House, 1318 Canal street.
A, M. Harrison, the New Orleans
drummer, who is charged with ab-
du- ting the girl, is also sald to have
been here, and to have met the girl
on Canal Street.

The case of Louilse Jenkins is at-
tracting attention throughout this
section of the State. The girl dis-
appeared last week and was lagt seen
with Harrison, who, although a mar-
ried man, was paylng rapt attention
to the girl on his visits to St. Tam-
MAny.

The young woman who is now
taken to he Mias Jenking, reached
New Orleans on last Monday via the
New Orleans Great Northern. She
was alone and®carried no baggage.
The girl was taken in charge by a
Travelers' Aid Society agent, and
was conducted by this officer to the
Mississippi House, where she was
given a room, The girl declared
that she had come here to meet her
husband and if she liked the city
they might take up their residence
here.

Tuesdny night, shortly after nine
o'clock a young man who said that
he wasg the girl's brother-in-law ap-
peared at the Mississipp! House and
asked to see the boarder, the girl
having registered under the name of
Adeline Reid, The man was refused
the request, and went away. On
Wednesday after breakfast the girl
left her room and walking in Canal
street she was seen to meet the man.
The two disappeared.

Mr. Evans thinks"that the girl is
none other except Louise Jenkins,
and that the man who represented
himself as her brother-in-law is Har-
rison,

Dear Sir—In recent issues of the
Farmer you have been spinning some
good yarans about that big pumpkin
on exhibition in one of the show
windows of Covington, now I want
to tell you a bona flde, “*cross-my-
heart,” true story about a St. Tam-
many alligator—not a vegetable alll-
gator pear, either—but a real live,
“gure enough” alligator with four
lege, & nasty breath and a well de-
veloped appetite for horseflesh and
pickaninnies.

Mandeville, your big pumpkin
patch, and Bayou Lacombe may
equally share the honor of produc-
ing and developing the particular
specimen of alligator referred to
herein, since he makes his somewhat
spectacular entrance upon the land,
or rathe waterscape, of S5t. Tammany
parish, about half way between the
town of Mandevilie and Bayou La-
combe, to Nemour Cousin, however,
of the latter town, must be accorded
the glory of engaging in single com-
bat and overcoming him.

Last Tuesday, while driving home-

ward from Old Landing, to Bayou
Lacombe, Mr. Cousin stopped at Big
Branch to water his horse, and hav-
ing neglected to provide himself with
a bottle of “Covington Antiseptie,”
got out of hls huggy, bathed his face
in the creek and took a drink (of
water himself. Loosening his horse’s
check line, he climbed into his buggy
again and drove into the creek just
a couple of yards above the bridge
which szpans it. XNow DBig Branch
13 a small stream with » big name,
which crosses the Mandeville-Bayou
Lacombe road ahout four miles from
the latter town; it Is shallow and not
very wide at this particular crossing,
but gets deeper and wider a little
farther down where it empties into
Lake Ponchatrain, and the very last
place where on« would look for ths
“‘unexpected” (in the shape of a hig
alligator) to happen. But while
“Dandy,” the handsome pacer, was
quenching his thirst and his master
dreamed of logs, timber deals, big
profits and other large affairs, a
horrid alligator was noiselessly em-
erglng from the shadows of the
bridge and swimming swiftly towards
the unsuspecting horse. Suddenly
there was a swish and a swirl of
of water and immensge alli ator with
wide open jaws launched itself at
the horse and but for a quick move-
ment of the latter, whi h brought the
buggy wheel between him and the
saurian, Bayou Lacombe’s fastest
pacer would have heen minus a hind
leg. As it was, however, the impact
of the 'gator’s shoulder against the
wheel broke one of the spokes, while
tiz teeth laid open the flesh on the
horse's hind leg, just below the hock,
making & very ugly wound, which
will unfit him for many days.
The panic stricken horse dashed |
wildly through the ereek and up the|
bank, almost upsetting the bug y |
and throwing its occupant into theE
water. Mr, Cousin had caught a al
glimpse of the alligator's u=ly head
and open mouth only a few feet from
hizs own legs, and it is still an open
guestion as to which was the worst
scared, the horse or the driver. At
any rate, the latter only got control
of the situation after the horse had
raced a couple of miles homeward.
Next morning taking his rifle, shot-
gun, a long pole and a colored man
with him Mr. Cousin drove over to
Big Branch, the acene of the previcus
day’s adventure, and be an searchin -
for the monster that erippled his
horse and frightened himself, After
poking about the hole among the
sunken logs and other debris that
had floated under the bridge, the
alligator was located and goaded till
he came from his hiding place and
gave battle to the disturbers of his
peace. It required four bullets and
a load of buckshot judiciously dis-
tributed in wvarius parts ef his ana-
tomy, to place that alligator hors du !
combat, and econvinee him that &
citizen of Bavou Lacombe driving &
thirsty pacer on a hot day, had water
priviliges in Big Bran h which 1t was
unsafe for even an overgrown eisht
feet and seven inches long saurian
to ignore or dispute.
