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TRUCK FARMING AND ORGANIZATION.

Today the permanent organization of the St. Tammany Truck
Growers's Association will be effected at Abita Springs. This
marks a new era in the prosperity of this parish. Next to manu-
factories, the development of agriculture is the greatest means of
advancement, and the only means available to our people at this
time. When we shall have become rich enough in our own com-
munity to take advantage of opportunities for manufacturing
enterprises, we will then be independent of outside help and will
readily secure the capital for investments that are profitable; that
will supply home labor with occupation and produce earnings for
idle money. We cannot expect outside capital to be invested in
ventures here in which we take no stock ourselves, no matter how
enticing the proposition may look on paper; and the truth is, we
have not the money to put in many undertakings that could be
established on a paying basis if we had it. Nothing creates confi-
dence and business energy in a community like successful business
ventures. The effect is cumulative and contageous. Trucking
will prove profitable to the farmers. It will place them in a posi-
tion of independence and buoy them with the spirit of progress
and enterprise. They will seek investment for the money they
earn; they. will be aroused in civic pride and love of home; neg-
lected opportunities will be a thing of the past.

To show how naturally means of progress accumulate and work
for betterment and advancement, we note that merely announce-
ment in the papers that a truck growers' association had been or-
ganized placed us on the list of those whose co-operation is needed
to protect the farmer and to secure to him the influence of every
other organization in the furtherance of his interests. Probably
every farmers' association in the State knows today that we have
organized. Captain Millar has received a letter announcing that
there will be a meeting of the farmer's associations of the State at
Ruston on September 10, and asking that delegates be sent there
to represent our organization at that meeting; and Prof. V. L. Roy
has the following to say in a letter of the eighth instant:

"When you have organized your association, I shall be glad to
be advised of a list of officers, in order that the department of
agricultural extension of the State University may keep in touch
with your association in every way possible. During the year, we
will be glad to have members of the Station Staff attend your meet-
ings as often as may be possible."

These things all point to the fact that in organizing we have
taken an important step in promoting our welfare, and have entered
the road that leads to success for the farmer and unites with his
interest the interest of every other farmer in the State.

THE SURVEY OF THE ABITA RIVER.

The project for opening up the Abita River is the most important
movement for, the town of Abita Springs that has ever been in-
stituted. The remarkable healthfulness of the town and the won-
derful curative properties of the famous waters of its spring have
made it a resort during the summer season for people from all
parts of the Union and given it a reputation among physicians not
only in this country but from abroad. The greatest need of the
town is to supply an income for its people during the winter months
when occupations are cut off by decrease in hotel patronage and t
summer residents and a consequent general decrease in mercantile
and other business.

If schooners could ply between Abita Springs and New Orleans,
a large number would be employed in occupations that are especial-
ly suited to the winter months, such as shipping wood, charcoal, t
tar, etc., and which cannot now be engaged in with present rail-
road rates and facilities.

The Abita Springs Bottling Works could also put in a schooner
with greatly increased profit.

Another imnportant fact that must not be overlooked is the rapid
advancement that has been made in the growing of corn and feed

stuffs. It is estimated that the State of Louisiana will this year c

produce fifty million bushels of corn. St. Tammany parish has done t

her share toward this production, and the indications are that in a t

few years shellers will be introduced, and with proper facilities and e

cheap transportation a large amount of corn will be shipped fromi

Abita Sprmngs, as many miles of hauling will thereby be saved to
the farmers.

There is no doubt that once the little river is made navigable
there will be plenty of business for it.
