WHAT DO THE PEOPLE THINK OF IT?

The Kings’ Daughters have taken up the-subject of providing a
home for tuburculous patients, and some money has already been
raised by them for this purpose. As a humanitarian undertaking
it will awaken a sympathetic support from enlightened people, and
as a sanitary precaution against the spread of this terrible affliction
it must meet approval; but there arises some difference of opinion
as to whether an institution of moderate proportions within the
means of the cirele would accomplish the object of segregation.
The working of cures and the benefits received by those taken into
a home of this kind must necessarily add publicity to the fact that
we have a climate peculiarly efficacious in such cases and it is a
question whether the number seeking relief here might not be so
enlarged as to dverflow the home and spread out more largely than
ever into boarding houses or other places where they might be re-
CeiVed.:

If the town could be so protected by ordinance or other means
that those afflicted with tuberculosis would not be permitted to re-
side here outside of the home, or if all places accepting sufferers
from this disease were compelled by law to observe the sanitary
precautions necessary to safeguard the people from the danger of
contracting this disease, there should be no hesitancy in carrying
out the project.

It is a duty we owe to humanity to relieve suffering, and if itcan
be placed within the means of those who are shut out from insti-
tutions of this kind by prices beyond their purse to receive the
treatment necessary for their recovery, then a work would be ac-
complished that is worthy of the efforts of this noble band that
has done so much to relieve suffering and to make life brighter
for many unfortunates. -

Perhaps some of the problems might be easier solved if a more
general interest were taken by the public in the matter, and to
this end we invite correspondence. The columns of the Farmer
are open for a discussion of this matter, and we would like to hear
from those who have suggestions to make, or who are either in
favor of or opposed to the establishment of such a home.

As we understand it, the object of Kings’ Daughters is to build
a home of moderate size for tuberculous patients. where they may
receive proper care and attention at a cost that will simply cover
expenses and come within the reach of those of moderate means,
for their own good and for the good of the public which ig con-
stantly exposed to danger by the lack of precaution in boearding

houses where these patients, knowingly or unknowingly, may be
received,

WORK OF THE PROGRESSIVE UNION.

There are possibly many who do not know of the amount of good
work that is being done by the Women’s Progressive Union to
boost Covineton and to aid in its improvement. Having become a
member of the Southern Congress, they have placed Covington
among the southern eities that are being exploited, creating a large
amount of correspondence and other work that takes much time
and attention. They have recently issued a folder that will be dis-
tributed to-the railroads, and they have interested the Southern
system of railways in seeing that these folders are so placed as to
attract the attention of people seeking homes in the south or health-
ful places in which to recuperate, They are constantly in receipt
of inquiries for opportunities for investment or occupation, requir-
ing an immense amount of investigation, which must necessarily be
careful and aceurate, and which involves a great deal of labor,

FORTY-TWO KILLED IN TROL-
LEY WRECK,

Fort Wayne, Ind., Sept. 21.—Forty
two persons were killed and seven
were ser'ously injured in a head-on
collision between two traction cars
on the Fort Wayne-Bluffton dvision
of the Fort Wayne and Wabash Val-
ley Line to-day. :

The wreck uccurred one and a
half miles nerth of Bluffton, at a
sharp curve. The cars in collision
were a north-bound local car, crowd-
ed to the steps, which left Bluffton

The collision is presumed to have
been caused by misunderstading of
orders in regard to the south-bound
“extra” car taking a switch near
Kingsland, so that the north-bound
car could pass it. i

The motormen of the two cars
did not have time to set brakes when
they sighted each other. The heavily-
loaded north-bound car was erushed
and the bodies of the dead and in-
Jured were strewn on either side of
the track amid the wreckage. The
screams of the injured men and wo-
men, following the crash of ithe cars
brought the neighboring farmers to
the scene.

Conductor Spiller, of the south-
bound ear was unhurt and ran back
toward Kingsland and flagged a car
from Indianapolis, which was ap-
praching the wreck at full speed and
otherwise probably would have
plunged into it, adding to the list
of the killed and injured in the
collision.

Wrecking cars and pnysicians were
rushed from Fort Wayne and Biull-
ton, and the bodies of the dead and
the injured were conveyed to hospi-
tals in the two cities.
