A JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to the. Constitution

of. she State of Louisiana for the asseja-
mont, levy and collection of a tax in the
Parish of Orleans and the State of Lou-
isiansa in aid of locating and building an
exposition in the city of New Orleans to
celebrate the completion of the Panama
Canal; said tax to be expended under the
direction of the World's Panama Exposi-
tion Company.
Section "- Be it resolved by the General

Asseimbly of the State of Louisiana, two-
shirds of all members elected to each house
concurring, That an amendment to the Con-
stitution of the State of Louisiana be sub-
mitted to the qualified electors of the State
for their approval or rejection as required
by Article 321 of the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana at the Congressional
election to be held on the first Tuesday next
following the first Monday of November,
1910. as follows:.

The World's Panama Exposition Company
having been organized as a corporation by
act before Percy Sommer Benedict, Notary
Public, on the 8th day of the month of
April 1910, for the purpose of promoting
en Jxposition at or near the city of New
Orleans, in the State of Louisiana, to be
held in celebration of the completion of the
Panama Canal:

Now, for the purpose of aiding said
World's Panama Exposition Company to lo-
cate and build at or near the city of New
Orleans an exposition in celebration of the
completion of the Panama Canal, an annual
tax of three-eighths (%) of one mill on the
dollar in all parishes of the State of Louie-
tana outside of the Parish of Orleans, and
a tax of six-eighths (6-8) of one mill on
'the dollar in the Parish of Orleans, State of
Louisiana, be and the same is hereby levied
on all property subject to State taxation in
the State of Louisiana and Parish of Or-
leans, beginning with the year 1911 and
collected annually in the year in which it is
levied until Pour Million ($4,000,000) Dol-
lars shall have been collected and paid into
the Treasury of the State of Louisiana.

The tax thus levied shall be assessed and
collected without costs or commissions in
the various parishes throughout the State
and paid to the State Treasurer in the same
maanner as other State taxes are assessed,
collected and paid in.

The tax herein levied is additional to all
other taxes now authorized by the Con-
gtitntion.

The money realized from the collection
of taxes herein provided for shall remain in
the State Treasury as other State funds un-
til it is finally decided by the Sixty-first
Ir" Sixty-second Congress of the United
States that an exposition for the purposes
herein set forth will be held at or near
the City of New Orleans. When this fact
is thus definitely determined, then the money'
from the collection of this tax shall be paid
out by the State Treasurer upon the warrant
of the World's Panama Exposition Com-
pany, approved by the Governor, Treasurer
and Auditor of the State. or any two of
them for .the purpose of securing a site and
for the construction, equipment sad main-
taining of the expbsition.

The site of the exposition and all im-
provpments situated thereon, and all moneys
or other assets of said World's Panama Ex-
position Company shall be exempt from all
State, Parish, municipal and special taxes
while being used for said exposition pur-
poses.

The,1 tax herein voted for the purposes
herein stated shall constitute a binding con-
tract between the State of Louisiana and
the World's Panama Exposition Company of
Louisiana. and shall continue in force until
the amount herein stated shall have been
collected.

The World's Panama Exposition Company
shall, on demand, render account to the
Governor. Trcasurer and Auditor of the
State for all money received by it from
the State Treasurer.

If ul'on the collection of the last year's
taxes more than Four Million ($4,000,000)
Dollars shall have been raised, or if after
collecting a portion of the taxes herein pro-
vided for it shall have been determined
that no exposition will be held at or near
the City of New Orleans in celebration of
the opening of the Panama C(anal, then what-
ever money is collected, in excess of the
Pour Million ($4,000,000) Dollars as above
provided, or whatever money is collected and
paid into the Treasury before it is definitely
determined that no exposition shall be held.
thereupon all of said money shall be returned to
thi various parishes, and the Parish of Orleans,
in proportion to the amount contributed by
each. The funds thus received by the vari-
ous parishes of the State. including all funds
accruing to said parishes under the pro-
visions of the charter of the World's Pan-
ama Exposition Company, shall be used ex-
elusively by said parishes for the building
of good roads.

This amendment to the Constitution shall
prevail over all other provisions of the Con-
stitution of the State of Louisiana, which
may. directly or indirectly, conflict here-
with, and shall be deemed to be self-execut-
ing and to confer directly the authority
herein granted, without an enabling act of the
'Legislature.

Section 2. Be It further resolved, ete..
That the official ballot to be used at the
said election shall have printed thereon the
words :

"FPor the proposed amendment to the
Constitution of the State of Louisiana,
levying a tax In aid of the exposition
celebrating the opening of the Panama
Canal,"

and the, words:
"Against the proposed amendment

to the Constitution of the State of
Louisiana, levying a tax in aid of the
exposition celebrating the opening of
the Panama Canal,"

and each elector shall indicate, as provid-
ed in the General Election Laws of the
State, whether he votes for or against the

House Bill No. 834.

JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to the Constitution

o0 tIhe State of Louisiana so as to levy
and authorize the collection of one-fourth
of one mill on the assessed value of all
the property in the State of Louisiana, for
the creating of a road fund to construct
and maintain public roads of the State.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the General

Assembly of the State of Louisiana, two-
thirds of all the members elected to each
House concurring, That an amendment to the
Coustitution of the State of Louisiana, adopt-
ed in the year 1898. be submitted to the
quhlified electors of the State for their ap-
proval or rejection as required by Article 821
of the Oonstitution, at the Congressional elec-
tioni to be held on the first Tuesday next
foilowing the first Monday in November, 1910,
as follows:

A special tax of one-fourth of one mill on
the dollar on the assessed value of all the
property assessed for State taxation in the
State of Louisiana is hereby assessed and
levied, to be collected in the same manner
and upon the same terms and conditions that
other State taxes are assessed and collected
-for the purpose of creating a Road Fund
with which to construct and keep in repair
the State highways or public roads through-
out the State with the necessary culverts,
bridges and drains and all other appurte-
mances incident and accessory thereto.

This tax shall be considered a part of
the present six-mill tax authorized to br
levied by this Constitution.

This Article amending the Oonstitutlon
lhall be self-executing without the necessity
of an enabling act of the Legislature, and
shall have effect from the date of its adop-
tion.

Section 2. Be it further resolved, etc.,
Thst the official ballot to be used at said
election shall have printed thereon the words:

For the proposed amendment to the
Constitution of the State of Louisiana cre-
ating a Road Pand by levying one-fourth of
one mill tax," and the words: "Against the
propoiscd amendment to the Constitution of
the State of Lutstana creating a Road Fund
by levying one-fourth of one mill tax."

And each elector shall indicate, as pro-
vided in the General Election laws of the
Stale, whether he votes for or against the
proibsed amendment.

JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to ArtlIle 18 of

the Constitution of the State of Louisiana,
increasing the number of Representatives,
Seclion 1. Be it resolved by te•General

Ass tly of the State of Louiana, two-
thirds of all the members eleite, to sash
loase concurring, that an a.alm•S-to the-
Constitution of the State ef liOeLaa. be
submitted to the quaied le teb.B of ti

t•et for their approval or rejcicen. as_-
qulrd ]by Artile l •1 of the oeatltuttifbu
at tihe rtgresstonal election to "e held on
the irst Tuesday next follo .L'te first
rIoday 'Ir November, 1 l, ame ui g Anrti.
tle 13 of the Consubties of Lonuisana so
naon reed as follovsi

Artiele 18. Representation in the House
of Representatives shall be equal and uni-
form, and shall be based upon population.
Each parish and each ward of the city of
New Orleans shall have at least one repre-
sentative. At its first .regular session after
each United States census of 1910, and at
its first regular session after each United
States census' thereafter, the General Assem-
bly shall and it is hereby directed to re-
apportion the representation among the sev-
eral parishes and representative districts on
a basis of the total population shown by
such census. A representative number shall
be fixed, and each parish and representative
district shall have as many representatives
as such representative number is contained
in the total number of the inhabitants of
such parish or representative district, as
shown by the last preceding United States
census, and one additional representative
for every fraction exceeding one-half the
representative number. The number of rep-
resentatives shpll not be more than one hun-
dred and twenty (120) nor less than ninety-
eight (98). provided that when a new par-
ish or parishes is or are created, as author-
ized by this Constitution, and the maximum
number of representatives have been previ-
ously apportioned to other parishes. then
that such new parish or parishes shall be
assigned a representative each in addition to
the maximum one hundred and twenty fixed
herein, and to that extent the maximum
shall be increased until the next apportion-
ment of representatives is made by the Gen-
eral Assembly, at which time the maximum
of one hundred and twenty shall be restored.
That if there is more than one representa-
tive in a parish from which the larger por-
tion of the territory is taken for the pur-
pose of creating a new parish, one of such
representatives may be apportioned to the
new parish in the same act which creates
the parish. That any act passed by the Gen-
eral Assembly of the State of Louisiana at
its session in 1910. creating a new parish
or parishes and assigning a repreentative
to each, is hereby ratified and confirmed.

Section 2. Be it further resolved, etc..
that the official ballot to be used at said
election shall have printed thereon the
words: "For the proposed amendment to Ar-
ticle 18 of the Constitution of the State of
Louisiana. authorizing the increasing of the
number of representatives under certain con-
dition:" "Against the proposed amendment
to Article 18 of the Constitution of the State
of Loui.ians authorizing the increasing of
the number of representatives under certain
conditions.'' and each elector shall indicate
as provided in tie general election laws of
the State whether he votes for or against
the proposed amendment.

ACT NO. 133.
House Bill No. 43.

JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to the Constitution

of the State of Louisiana, giving the power
to the Board of Commissioners of the Port
of New Orleans to erect and operate public
warehouses.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the General

Assembly of the State of Louisiana, two-
thirds of all members elected to each House
concurring, that the Board of Commissioners
of the Port of New Orleans is hereby author-
ized to elect and operate warehouses and
other structures necessary to the commerce
of the Port of New Orleans. and to that end
shall have the right to expropriate any prop-
erty necessary for said purposes, and to pay
for the same by issuing mortgage or mort-
gages, bond or bonds against the real estate
and buildings erected thereon; said mortgage
or mortgages, bond or bonds are to be paid
out of the net receipts after the payment of
operating expenses; that the said Board of
Commissioners of the Port of New Orleans
are empowered to fix charges for storage
on all goods or merchandise.

The said Board of Commissioners of the
Port of New Orleans are empowered to issue
receipts, negotiable or otherwise, for the
property or merchandise in its charge or
possession: provided, however, that they shall
not be liable for a greater amount than the
value of the buildings and land upon which
the warehouse or warehouses are erected,
for any transaction arising from the stor-
age of merchandise thereon or otherwise.

Section 2. Be it further resolved, etc.
That at the Congressional election to be held
in this State on the first Tuesday following
the first Monday in November, 1910, the
foregoing amendment to the Constitution of
this State shall be submitted to the electors
of the State: that on the official ballots to
be used at said election shall be placed the
words, "For the Board of Commissioners
Warehouse Amendment." and the words,
"Against the Board of Commissioners Ware-
house Amendment," and every elector shall
indicate his vote on the proposed amendment
as provided by the general election laws of
this State.

House Bill No. 86.

A JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to the Constitution

of the State of Louisiana by amending
Act No. 245, approved July 8, 1908, and
approved by a majority of the electors of
the State at the general Congressional
election held on the Tuesday following
the first Monday in November, 1908, as a
part of the Constitution of this State, the
same being "A Joint Resolution propos-
ing an amendment to the Constitution of
the State of Louisiana relative to ratify-
ing and carrying into effect an act of the
Legislature regulating the care of neglect-
ed and delinquent children and for the
trial of adults in certain cases, establishing
a Juvenile Court in the Parish of Or-
leans, and providing for separate sessions.
as Juvenile Courts of the District Courts,
outside of said parish, and making other
provisions cognate thereto, so as to sus-
pend the same in so far as it affects all
parishes outside of the Parish of Or-
leans, except parishes which contain an in-
corporated town of more than seven thou-
aand inhabitants and providing formalities
by which the efect and operation of Act
No. 88 of 1908 may be extended to other
parisher and more fully declaring and de-
fining the jurisdiction of the Juvenile
Courts in regard to children and other
persons who may be charged before said
courts, and providing that said amendment.
if adopted, shall go into effect on and
after January 1, 1911.
Be it resolved by the General Assembly

of the State of Louisiana, two-thirds of the
members elected to each House concurring,
That Act No. 245, approved July 8, 1908,
adopted as part of the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana, at the general Congres-
sional election held the Tuesday following
the first Monday in November, 1908. being
"A Joint Resolution proposing an amendment
to the Constitution of the State of Loulsi-
ana relative to ratifying and carrying into
effect an act of the Legislature regulating
the care of neglected and delinquent chil-
dren and for the trial of adults in eertain
cases, establishing a Juvenile CQurt in the
Parish of Orleans, and providing for sep-
arate sessions, as Juvenile Courts of the
District Courts outside of said parish and
making other provisions cognate thereto, be
so amended as to read as follows:

Act No. 83, adopted June 80, 1908, as
amended by the act adopted by the Legisla-
ture at the regular session begun and held
on May 9, 1910, regulating the care, treat-
ment and control of neglected and delin-
quent children, seventeen years of age and
under, and for the trial of adults charged
with any violation of the laws protecting
the physical, moral and mental well being
of children or with desertion or failure to
support wife. o., children ; organizing the"
Juvenile Court In the Parish of Orlean
providing a judge and ofecers therefor; pro-
viding for separate sessions, as Juvenile
Courts, of the District Courts outside of
said parish: definng the jurisdiction of said
courts, and providing them with probation
officers of either eex for indeterminate sen-
tences by said courtse and for appeals there-
from, and making other provisions cognate
thereto, and suspending the same in so far
as it affects all parishes outside of the Par-
ish of Orleans, except parishes whioh con-
tain an inenorprate town of more than
seven thousand inhabitants and providing
therein formalities by which the effect and
operation of the Act No. 83 of 1908, as
amended by the Aot of the Legislature of
1910. herein referred to, may be extended to
other parishes, and more fully declaring and
defining the jurisdiction of tls Juvenlle
Curts in regard to children lnd other per-
edns who may be charged before said court&
providing said amendment, if adopted. shall
o into effect on and afte January 1, 1911,f hereby ratified and approved: and, fur-

ther provided, that all provisions of the pres-
ent Constitution in conflict with the pro-
visions of said set. uas amended, and this
amendment are to that extent and for that
purpose only repealed.

Section 2. Be it further resolved, That
said proposed amendment be submitted to
the electors of this State for their approval
or rejection, as required by the Constitution
of Louisiana. at the next general Congres-
sional election to be held in this State on the
Tuesday following the first Monday in No-
vember, 1910.

This proposed mendment, if 8pproed as
a part of the Constitution of the State of
Louisiana. oonformably to the requiremsnts
thereof. shall so into effect and operation
on and after January 1. 1911.

Section 3, Be it fMrther resolved, ste.,
That on the ofietal ballots to be used at
said election shall be plaeed the words,

"For the Juvenile Court Amendaept," and
the words, "Atainst the Juvenile eourt
Amendment:" and each elector shall indi-
eats ua previded In the gmenaal soetIs

laws of the State, whether he votes for or
against said amendment.

ACT NO. 136.
House Bill No. 132.

A JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to the Constitution

of the State of Louisiana, creating and
establishing the office of Assistant Attor-
ney General of Louisiana; providing for
the appointment of Assistant Attorneys
General; prescribing their qualifications
powers and duties, and fixing their sala-
ries.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the General

Assembly of the State of Louisiana, two-
thirds of the members elected to each House
concurring therein, That the following amend-
ment to the Constitution of the State of
Louisiana be submitted to the electors of the
State, in accordance with the requirements
of the Constitution and the laws of this
State, at the next election for Representa-
tives in Congress, to be holden in Novem-
ber, 1910, to-wit: There shall be two Assist-
ant Attorneys General for the State, who
shall be appointed by the Attorney General,
and be removable at his will.

They shall .have the same qualifications
as the Attorney General.

They shall take charge of and attend to
all such legal matters as the State may be
interested in, or be a party to, and shall
prosecute and defend all suits wherein the
State may be a party or may have an inter-
est, when thereto assigned by the Attorney
General, and shall generally do, perform and
discharge all such other duties as may be
assigned to them by the Attorney General;
and they shall represent him and act for
him and in his stead whenever he may be
absent from the State, or be temporarily dis-
abled, from any cause, from acting himself
in any matter: and they shall discharge
such other duties as may be imposed, and
exercise such other powers as may be con-
ferred by law on the Attorney General.
They shall receive the following salaries,
payable monthly on their own warrants, to-
wit: One of them shall receive and be paid
the sum of Four Thousand Dollars ($4,000),
and the other shall receive the sum of Three
Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($3,500).

Section 2. Be it further resolved, That
if adopted at said election in November,
1910. this amendment shall go into effect
and be operative on and after the first day
of January, 1911.

Section 3. Be it further resolved, That
this proposed amendment shall be submit-
ted to the electors of this State, for their
approval or rejection, as required by the
Constitution of the State of Louisiana and
the general election laws of the State. at
the election for Representative in Congress
to be held on the first Tuesday after the first
Monday in November, 1910.

Section 4. Be it further resolved, That.
on the official ballots to be used at said
election, there shall be placed the words,
"For the proposed amendment to the Con-
stitution of the State of Louisiana, creating
and establishing the office of Assistant Attor-
ney General," etc., and "Against the pro-
posed amendment to the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana creating and establishing
the office of Assistant Attorney General,"
etc., and each elector shall indicate as pro-
vided in the general election laws of the
State which of the propositions, "?or" or
"'Against," he votes ' f.

ACT NO. 154.
House Bill No. 209.

JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to Article 299 of

the Constitution of the State of Louisi-
ana.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the General

Assembly of the State of Louisiana, two-
thirds of all the members elected to each
House concurring, That an amendment to the
Constitution of the State of Louisiana be
submitted to the qualified electors of the
State fqr their approval or rejection, as
required by Article 321 of the Constitution,
at the Congressional election to be held on
the first Tuesday next follownig the first
Monday in November, 1910, amending and
re-enacting Article 229 of the Oonstitution
of the State of Louisiana, so as to read as
follows:

Article 229. The General Assembly may
levy a license atx, and in such case shall
graduate the amount of such tax to be col-
lected from the person pursuing the several
trades, professions, vocations and callings.
All persona, associations of persons and cor-
porations pursuing any trade, profession, bus-
iess or calling may be rendered liable to
such tax, except clerks, laborers, clergymen,
school teachers, those engaged in mechanical
agricultural and horticultural pursuits, and
manufacturers other than those of distilled
alcoholic or malt liquors, tobacco, cigars and
cotton seed oil.

'Those engaged in the business of severing
natural resources, as timber and minerals,
from the soil or water, whether .they there-
after convert them by manufacturing or not,
may also be renderea liable to a license tax,
but in this case the amount to be collected
may either be graduated or fixed according
to the quantity or value of the product at
the place where it is severed.

No political corporation shall impose a
greater license tax than is imposed by the
General Assembly for the State purposes.
This restriction shall not apply to dealers
in distilled, alcoholic or malt liquors. The
General Assembly shall have authority to pro-
vide that municipalities levying license taxes
equal in amount to those levied by police
juries for parochial purposes shall be ex-
empted from the payment of such parochial
licenses.

ACT NO. 19'7.
House Bill No. 326.

JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to Article 'wo

Hundred and Eighty-One (281) of the
Constitution of the State of Louisiana, rel-
ative to the issuance of bonds for work of
publio improvements by municipal corpo-
rations, parishes and schools, drainage
and sewerage districts, the City of New
Orleans excepted, and the assessment of
special taxes to pay for same.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the OGen-

eral Assembly of the State of Louisiana,
two-thirds (2-3) of all the members elected
to each House concurring, That Article Two
Hundred and Eighty-one (281) of the
Constitution of the State of Louisians be
so amended as to read as follows:

Article 281. Municipal corporations, par-
ishes or school, drainage, snbdrainage, road,
navigation, "or sewerage districts, the City
of New Orleans excepted, hereinafter refer-
red to as subdivisions," when authorized to
do so, by a vote of a majority in number
and amount of the property taxpayere qual-
lied to. vote under the Constitution and
laws of this State, who vote at an election
held for that parpose, after due notice of
said election has been published for thirty
(80) days in the official journal of the mu-
nicipal corporation or parishes, and, wherei
there is no oteical journal, in a newspaper
published therein, may, "through their re-
spective governing authorities," incur debt
and issue neotlable bonds therefor, and
each year, while any bonds issued to evi-
dence said indetbedness are outstanding, the
governing authoritieS of such subdivision
shall levy and colleet annually, in excess of
all other taxes a tax sufficient to pay the
interest, annually or semi-annually, and the
principal falling due each year, or such
amount as may be required for any sinking
fund provided for the payment of said bonds
at maturity; provided, that such special taxes
for all purposes shall not in any year exceed
ten (10) mills on the dollar of the assessed
valuation of the property in such subdi-
visions.

No bonds shall be lssued for any other
purpose than that stated in the submission
of the proposition to the tarpayer, and pub-
lished for thirty (30) days as aforesaid; or
for a greater amount than therein mentioned;
nor shall such bondS be issued for any other
purpose than for constructing, improving
and maintaining public roads and highways,
paving and improving streets, roads and al-
leys, purchasing or constructing systems of
water works, sewerage, drainage, navipation,
lights, public 'parks and buildings, together
with ail necessary equipments and furnish-
ing, bridges and other works of public im-
provement, the title to which shall rest in
the subdivision creating the debt, as the
case may be; nor shall such bonds ran for a
longer period than forty (40) yers from
their date or bear a greater rate of interest
than five (5) per cent per annum, or be
sold for less than Mar. The total issue of
bonds by any subdivision for all purposes
shabll never exceed ten (10) per eentum of
the uassessed valuation of the property in
such nbdivisions.

Municipal cousicils shall have authority
to create within their respectisve limits one
eor more sewerage distriCts, and nothing here-
in contained shall prevent drainage districts

of this Article, and said drainage districts,
through the Boards of Commissioners there-
of, when authorized as hereinabove provided,
"may incur debt and issue negotiable bonds
therefor, payable in principal and interest
out of and not to exceed in principal and
interest the aggregate amount to be raised
by said annual contributions or acreage taxes
during the period for which the same are
levied. No such drainage bonds shall be
issued for any other purpose than that for:
which said contributions or acreage taxes
were voted or run for a longer period than
forty (40j years from their date, or bear a
greater rate of interest than five (5) per
cent per annum, or be sold for less than
par.

When the character of any land is such
that it must be levied and pumped in order
to be drained and reclaimed, the Board of
Drainage Commissioners of the district in
which the land is situated shall, upon the
petition of not less than a majority in acre-
age of the property taxpayers, resident and
non-resident, in the area to be affected, as-
certain the cost of drainage and reclaiming
said land and incur debt against said land
for an amount sufficient to drain and reclaim
it, and issue for said debt negotiable bonds
running not longer than forty (40) years
from their date and bearing interest at a
rate not exceeding five (5) per centum per
annum, payable annually or semi-annually,
which bonds shall not he sold for less than
par; and said Board of Drainage Commis-
sioners shall levy annually upon said land
forced contributions or acreage taxes in an
amount sufficient to maintain the drainage
of said land and to pay the interest. annu-I
ally or semi-annually, and the principal fall-
ing due each year, or such amount as may
be required for any sinking fund provided
for the payment of said bonds at maturity;
provided, that such forced contribution or
acreage taxes, for all purposes, shall never
exceed Three Dollars and Fifty Cents ($3.50)
per acre per annum.

The police juries of the various parishes

and of this State, over thirty-five years of
age, learned in the law, and shall have prae-
tced law in this Stats for ten years pre-
ceding their election, or appoitment.

AN ACT
Submitting to the people of the State of Lou-

isiana, at the congressional election to be
held in Novebmer, 1910, an amendment to the
constitution exempting from taxation for
fifteen years from the date of full cash
payment of their capital stock domestic
steamship companies engaged in foreign
commerce, and fixing the conditions of such
exemption.

Whereas, the City of New Orleans is the
natural gateway of the Mississippi Valley
through which should pass the commerce
of that greatest and most virile section
of this republic; and

Whereas, the completion of the Panama
Canal will give an enormous stimulus to
trade and commerce between the Missis-
sippi Valley and Orient and the west coast
of South America and of our own country;
and

Whereas the people of the Mississippi
Valley ani of the whole South must be
prepared to take immediate advantage of
this new channel of trade, lest the vast
field which it opens be taken possesion of
by the maritime rivals of this country;
and

Whereas, great steamship companies
domiciled in New Orleans are the only
and the absolutely necessary means
whereby trade and commerce between the
Mississippi Valey and the countries bor-
dering on the Pacific Ocean may be pro-
moted and conserved for our own country;
and

Whereas, the State proposes to tax her-
self to promote a great world's exposition
at New Orleans to celebrate the completion
of the Panama Canal, and it is the State's
duty to encourage and promote the organ-
ization of such great steamship companid
in aid and in furtherance of this project.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the General

Assembly of the State of Louisiana, two-
thirds of all the members elected to each
branch thereof concurring, that at the cong-
ressional election to be held in this State on
Tuesday, November 8, 1910, the following
amendment to the Constitution shall be sub-
mitted to the electors of the State, to-wit:

"Steamship companies organized as here-
inafter set forth, together with their capital
stock and all their property, corporeal and
incorporeal, shall be exempt from all taxes
and licenses, State, Parish, Levee and Muni-
cipal, both general and special, exclusive of
wharfage, shed or levee dues, for fifteen
years from the date of filing with the Secre-
tary of State proof that their authorized
capital stock has been paid in full in cash.

No such steamship company shall have the
benefit of this constitutional provision except
upon the following conditions:

First-That such company shall have been
organized and the whole of its authorized
capital stock paid in cash within two years
from January 1, 1911.

Second-That such company shall be domi-
ciled in the City of New Orleans, or in some
other port of this State.

Third-That such company shall have a
capital stock of at least three million dollars,
payable only in cash.

Fourth--That it shall be provided in the
charter of the company that no corporation,
or firm, or individual shall own or control
either directly or indirectly, more than one-
twentieth of the capital stock of the com-
pany; and that all pooling agreements and
voting trusts between the stockholders to
control the corporation shall be absolutely
null and void and no stock held in any such
pool or voting trust shall ever be voted at
any corporate election or meeting.

Fifth-That the capital stock of each com-
pany shall be open to public subscription
by public advertisement in New Orleans
newspapers for at least three months before
the books are closed, and if over-subscribed
shall be apportioned among the subscribers.

Sixth-That all vessels operated by said
company shall be common carriers on every
voyage unless the whole capacity of the ship
shall be chartered for a particular voyage,
for a particular purpdse.
It shall be lawful for companies so organi-

zed in addition to the powers now provided
by the laws of the State to incorporate into
their charters all or any of the following
powers:

First-To build, charter or purchase ves-
sels.

Second-To insure goods, wares and mer-
chandise carried in their own bottoms against
fre and perils of the sea.

Third-To build,` own, rent and operate
shipyards, docks, piers, wharves and ware-
houses for the transaction of their business.

Fourth-To trade with foreign countries,
including the foreign possessions of the
United States, by exporting cargo carried
thereto in their own vessels, and to import
from foreign countries, including the foreign
possessions of the United States, in their
own vessels cargo for sale or exchange in
the United States, but no ship of such a
company shall be laden with the company's
own cargo to the exclusion of cargo offered
for such voyage by the general publie, and
such cargo offered by the general public
shall have preference on all voyages for
which it is offered.

Fifth-To authorize corporations, foreign
and domestic, to subserlbe to and own shares
of their capital stohk, not however in excess
of the limitation above provided.

No leased proptrty or chartered ship shall
be within the exemption herein granted, nor
shall vessels of such corporations operated
in the coasting trade of the United States,
os' operated between ports of the United
States, other than Loui•siana ports, and
foreign countries, not including the oreign
possessions of the United States, be witbmin
the exemption herein granted. One such
voyage in any year shall subject the vessel
making the voyage to taxation for that year.

The proof above required to be filed with
the Secretary of State that the authorized
capital stock has been paid in cash shall be
the joint affidavit of the president and sec-
retary of the company to that effect, accom-
panied by a verified trial balance of the
company'S books.

Each of said corporations shall possess
the power of eminent domain for the purpose
of acquiring land on which to erect a plant
to build and repair vessels.

Section 2. Be it further enacted, eate
That on the official ballot to be used at l
election shall be placed the words:

"For the amendment exempting domestic
steamship companies from all taxation for
Fifteen Years under certain conditions,"
and the words:

"Against the amendment exempting do-
mestic steamship companies from all taxa-
tion for Fifteen Years under certain condi-
tions.' '

And each elector shall indicate his vote
on the proposed amendment as provided in
the general election laws of this State.
