PRETTY FANCY WORK
BRAIDING ALWAYS POPULAR AS

A PASTIME.

Some Suggestions That May Be Con-
sidered, With Good Results-

How Lingerie Garments
May Be Adorned.

A fascinating form of fancy work
which interests many young girls is
braiding, which progresses rapidly
and does not strain the eyes. The
coronation, soutache, rat tail and fan-
cy cord braids are applied to launder-
able materials like canvas, crash, Irish
linen and damask stamped for va-
rious useful purposes. Closet shelf
strips and bureau drawer mats of
white canvas with buttonhole scal-
loped edges have German verses done
in fine soutache. Bureau sets, consist-
ing of two scarfs, short and long, and
an oblong cushion, are of white or
tinted canvas, hemstitch bordered and
braid decorated.

Rather heavy white lawn is used for
launderable pin cushion tops, foliage
decorated with lace braiding. The
edges of both sides of the covers are
scalloped and bordered with eyelets
for the ribbon which threads the two
sides together.

Damask centerpieces, buffet scarfs
and doylies of three sizes have scal-
loped edges and rat tail centers done
in chestnut burr design, while tea
coseys of the same material carry the
owner's monogram in fine braiding.

Russian crash is employed for tray
cloths ornamented with an allover
fancy cord pattern of pale green and
rose or maize and blue; for the front,
backs, collar and cuffs of a blouse
decorated 'with coronation braid and
for the crown and brim of lingerie
hats elaborated with soutache.

For lingerie garments there are
board hangers covered with Irish lin-
en and decorated with soutache, and
of the same material are traveling,
infant and face pillow top having
fancy cord borders.

Natural colored linen is employed
for automobile hoods embellished with
rat tail and for linen Ascot ties work-
ed with fne fancy cord.

Huckaback show towels used for
bedroom dressers, table covers and
chair backs have scalloped ends and
borders worked in coronation.

This attractive waist is of silk linen
or liberty, trimmed with a cord em-
broidery to match. It fastens prettily
on one side, where it is ornamented
with buttons.

The latter also ornament the
sleeves. The tucked underaleeves and
guimpe are of white dotted tulle.

Washing Linen.

The best way to wash a skirt of tan-
colored linen is to plunge it into wa-
ter in which a handful or two of hay
has been boiled.

When the skirt has been washed in
the prepared water-which should be
only warm, not hot, when used with
good white soap-it must be thorough-
ly rinsed and hung in the air to dry.
If a little stiffening and gloss are de-
sired, two tablespoonfuls of starch
should be added to the rinse water,
and the skirt should be ironed while
damp.

The Flowers of the Sea.

Like the land, the sea has its flow-

ers, but the most brilliant of the mar-
ine flowers bloom not upon plants, but
upon animals. The living corals of

tropical seas present a display of

floral beauty that in richness and

vividness of color and variety and
grace of form rivals the splendor of a

The resemblance
to vegetal blossoms is so complete
that %ome persons find it difficult to

believe that the brilliant display con-
tains no element of plant life, but is

wholly animal in its organization.
Among the sea animals that bloom as
if they were plants are included, be-
sides corals, the sea-anemone and the

sea-cucumber. It has been remarked
that among the coral gardens the

birds and butterflies of the upper

world are replaced by fishes of curl-
oup forms and flashing colors which
dart about among the animal flowers.
