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A LARGELY ATTENDED MEETING
OF ST. TAMMANY FAIR ASSOCIATION.

The Charter of the Association Was Read and
Adopted and Officers and Board of Direc..

tors for Ensuing Year Elected.
There was a large and enthusias-

tic meeting of the stockholders of
the St. Tammany Fair Association
and Experimental Farm at the court-
house, Tuesday night. The meeting
was called to order by Harvey E.
Ellis, who stated that it' was pro-
posed at this meeting to receive the
report of the committee on site for
the fair grounds, to adopt the
charter of the association and to
elect the officers and board of dir~ec-
tors. The first business was the re-
port of the committee oi site, which
was made by Mr. P. E. Theriot, its
chairman. Mr. Theriot reported
various pieces, of land, the principal
one consid•i& being a tract owned
by G. G: Alexius. This land was
about two miles from the motor line.

These lands were considered apart
from the proposition of H. L. Gar-
"aSd. The Garland proposition, as
o'inally understood, was that he

dl dMr. Riggs were to donate forty
acres along the line of the motor
road, but it had became known be-
fore the meeting that the association
would not be able to secure this very
desirable land as a ilonation, the St.
Tammany Farmer having received
the following letter from Mr. Gar-
land, explaining his .position, but
which was not published previous to
the meeting, as it was thought best
to let Mr. Garland come before that
meeting and explain fully just what
arrangements could be made, and
avoid any erroneous impressions that
might be explained away by Mr. Gar-
land:

New Orleans, La., Nov. 24, 1910.
Editor St. Tammany Farmer:

In regaid to the land necessary
for the p•jish fair grounds and ex-
perimental farm, I am waiting to
Ieet. the organizers of this enter-
prise and discuss the question with
them.

I have never said, nor has Mr.
-A•gs,-that we~ere willing to give
foty aceres of land as a free dona-
tion for this enterprise. So far as
I am concerned Such a donation
w-ould be too much of a sacrifice for
m•e .p make and would represent a
•oatritbt'gn to the enterprise out of
Pi~p•ton to what any other single1I lhtiual "wilimake or is asked or

expected to make. Mr. Riggs could
better afford to make the donation
than 'I could because he will get a
retltrr in fares, etc., on his road. I

Dr, Warner "
'Passes- way

New Orleans, Nov. 28.-Dr. Bev-
rly eEllison Warner, rector of Trinity
Church, author, lecturer, and one of
the foremost citizens of New Orleans,
died yesterday just as prayers for
his recoverey were being concluded
in his church. Although he had been
confined to his bed for a week, suf-
fering ffom an attack of grippe, his
death was unexpected.

Yesterdpy, while the services were
being conducted in Trinity Church,
by the Rev. Arthur R. Price, asistant
rector, the windows of the room in
which Dr. Warner was lying were
thrown open so that he could catch
strains of the service in his beloived
church. A fervent prayer for his
recovery, in which the congregation
joined, had Just ended when Mrs;
Warner turned from his bedside a
moment, and Mr. Warner expired.
Although the announcement was not
made in the church, Mr. Price simply
dismissing the congregation, many
of the parishoners as they left the
church stopped at the rectory to in-

quire . how their pastor was, and
learned of his death. So great was
the shock and soo deep the feeling
of those who first learned of his,
death that many of them left the
rectory in tears. During his illness

,Dr. Warner was attended by his
family physician, Dr. Joseph Holt,
and aldo by Dr. Roy M. Van Wart.

The physicians announced that

death was due to heart trouble, ag-

gravated by the attack of la grippe.

In taking up the matter bdfore the

meeting, Mr. Garland proposed to
the association the donation of two
half squares of ground if Mr. Riggs
would donate two half squares, and
to sell the remaining required land
at $75 per acre, and to sell the house
on the land at the cost price of
$1800. He finally agreed to exchange
the land to be donated by himself
and Mr. Riggs for an equal section
of land in another portion of the
plat so that the land would be in one
piece and the house be eliminated.
This will give the association the
forty acres in one tract at a cost of
between $25 and $30 an acre, and
on motion, duly seconded, the propo-
sition was accepted.

District Attorney Morgan read the
charter which he had prepared, and
there was some discussion as to the
matter of the reversion of the prop-
erty to the parish in case of failure
to carry out the purposes qf the as-
sociation. The provision in this re-
spect, as required by the Police Jury,
seemed to be uncalled for and un-
necessarily strict. Mr. Bokenforhr
proposed that the parish would be
well protected in their rights if a
note covering the donation of the
parish of $2500 were made to be-
come due and payable upon the fail-
ure of the association to carry out
its provisions. This suggestion seem-
ed to meet with general favor and
the matter will be taken up at the
next meeting of the Police Jury, with
the probability that it will be per-
fectly satisfactory.

Then
the train proceded on its way after
the negro's pockets had bben strip-
ped of the money and trinkets and
return made to the owners.

Death ol
Wm. J. O'Connor

New Orleans, Nov. 30.-William
J. O'Connor, inspector of police, died
in the Hotel Dieu after protracted
illness at 12:30 o'clock yesterday
afternoon. He was conscious almost
until' the end. The physicians in
attendance declare that his death
was due to his weakened condition
and inability to rally from the-effects
of the recent operation. The in-
spector's four daughters-Mrs. How-
ard D. King and Misses Flossie, Mag-
gie and Clara O'Conpor; his son-in-
law, Dr. King; Father Weldon of St.
Joseph's Church, and Chief of Detec-
tives James W. Reynolds and Senior
Captain of Police John P. Boyle were
at his bedside.

The first indication of the immi-
nency of Inspector O'Connor's death
was a bulletin from his physicians
early yesterday mornin., stating that
a relapse had occured and that the
stricken man was rapidly weakening.
Later in the day the rumor spread
that the doctors had given up all
hope, and that the inspector's rela-
tives had been called to the Hotel
Dieu. At 12:35 o'clock the police
telegrapher flashed the message
through the city that the inspector
had expired at 12:30 o'clock.

ILL FOR SOME TIME.
Inspector O'Connor had been ill

for some time, and several months
ago it was deemed necessary that he
undergo an operation to remove gall
stones. The operation was pro-
nounced a success, and the patient
left the city and remained at one of
the Gulf coast resorts for quite a
while recuperating. He finally re-
turned to his active direction of the
work of the department of which he
had charge, and remained at his
desk for several weeks.

His old ailment returned, however,
and he was forced to again take to
his bed. When he was informed that
he would have to undergo another
operation he acpuiesced, but remark-
ed to Chief Reynolds at the time that
he would not survive. The operation
was performed at night, and for sev-
eral hours it was thought that he
would not live until daylight. Fight-
ing' manfully against the ebb-tide of
life, the sturdiness of his physique
proved itself yet a factor. The pa-
tient rallied hopsfully and the physi-
clans declared that he would recover.
The relapse yesterday morning, how
ever, was too much for him in his
weakened condition.

Only a few days ago one of Inspec
tor O'Conor's daughters was married
to Dr. Howard D. King at his bed
side, the union being blessed by al
most the last words he spoke.

EXTRA SESSION
LEGISLATURE

First Day Sees Very Small

Attnedance.

Insurgent Opposition to the

Governor's Candidate

Does Not Develop Strength

Enough to be Dangerous.

Senate Confirms Nomination
of Frank Owens.

Crowley People Protest in

Mass Meeting Friday.

Baton Rouge, La., Nov. 29.-With
today's develop ents, the United
States senatorship has become the
one absorbing theme of the special
session. Other matters including.
the desired legislation, have become
matters of mere routine.

A committee left here this after-
noon for New Orleans bent on see-
ing CongressmAn Robert F. Brous-
sard and if possible induce him to
come to Baton Rouge and become an
active candidate for senator. The
committee was headed by Henry L.
Gueydan, of Vermilion; Representa-
tive Robert B. Butler, Of Terre-
bonne; Robert Roberts,. of Webster;
and Thomas W. Nettles, of Red River
Parish; and was the direct result of
the conference here Monday night.
They were in touch with Mr. Brous-
said in Thibadoux over long distance
telephone, and if it was found in-
consistent for the committee to meet
him in New Orleans they will go to
the Lafourche city in the morning. It
was desired to have a meeting of Mr.
Broussard and his friends, including
such men as Colcne) W. H. Price,
Sheriff James Beary and Judge L.
P. Caillouet, of Lafourche. If Brous-
sard can be induced to .enter the. race.
the insurgen

t s in the two houses be-
lieve they have a good chance to de-
feat the Thornton-Sanders program.

If Broussird should refuse, as
many he-e believe he will, then there
is a sentiment in the isnsurgency
ranks to set*le on Lieutenant Paul
M. Lambremont as the canidate.

"Would you consent to become the
candidate?" was asked Governor
Lambremont to-night.

"I could not answer that just at
this time."

BROUSSARD THEIR HOPE.
That Mr. Broussard is the hope of

the Thornton opposition is generally
voiced here to-nihgt. He would
satisfy the sugar people, who have
been inclined to balk on Thornton.

"We are stronger to-night than at
any time since the movement to ee-
teat the election or .Juie "inornton
started," declared Governor Lambre-
mont.

"We have had two new acquisi-
tions to the ranks to-night from
sources that were not counted. You
can put it down that we are going
to win this fight. The General As-
sembly will not elect Judge Thornton
under exisiting circumstances."

Word from the administration
Thornton forces was a clear, un-
equivocal declaration that they had
the battle won.

"We have eighty-seven votes pledg-
ed on joint ballot," asserted an ad-
ministration leader. "You can count
on that number, and there may be
others."

Governor Sanders put at rest to-
night the rumor that he might be
induced to accept the senatorship
in order to save himself and his
program. He declared emphatically
that he would not consider such a
proposition; that he was supporting
Judge Thornton, whom he appointed,
and that no inducements could be of-
fered at this stage of the proceedings
to induce him not to serve out his
terms as governor.

This position of the governor elimi-
nates the plan of having Sanders
take the senatorship. Judge J. R.
Thornton. of Alexander, the can-
didate, will arrive here to-morrow
from Rapides. It was first inteded
not to have him here until after his
election, when he would address the
joint Assembly, accepting the honor.
It was said to-night that the judge
would come now.

INTENSE ACTIVITY.

That the senatorial fight has as-
sumed fintense activity was evidenced
on every hand to-day. Lieutenant
Governor Lambremont, Mr. Butler,
Mr. Roberts, Mr. Atkinson and the
leaders of the opposition are very
much in earnest. The Thornton
committee, with its headquarters at
the Mayer Hotel, was no less active
and it left no stone unturned. With
the arrival of Judge Thornton to-
morrow the situation will become
that much more intensified.

Following the conference of the
opposition at the Instrouma Monday
night, both sides took on fresh en-
ergy this morning. There was a con-
stant flow of people In and out of
the governor's executive offices. At
the Istrouma Hotel, where Governor
Lambreiront and others have head-
quarters, there was great activity,
which finally culminated in the hur-
riedly dispatching of the committee
to New Orleans, bent on securing
Broussard as candidate and leader
if possible. The wires were kept hot
all day.

To-night there was a return of
senators and representatives for the
evening session of both houses. Phil-
lip H. Gilbert, of Napoleonville, dis-

trict attorney for the Assumption-
Ascension-St. James judicial district,
reached the capital and sought the
governor to tell him that the feeling
down Bayou Lafuorche and in his
district was strongly against Thorn-
ton. He suggested to the governor
that his country, while opposed to
Thornton, would be glad tb see Sand-
ers go to the Senate, and that it was
the general consensus of opinion in
his district that he should go.

Senator Homes Barrouse, o f
Church Point, who was put down
with the Thornton opposition to-day
denies this lineup and says he is
supporting Thornton. There were a
number of new arrivals to-day.

THE INSURRECTION.
"This insurrection against the ad-

ministration and the senatorial meth-
ods," said one to-night, "may not
win on next Tuesday, when it comes
to voting for United States senator,
but it indicates how insurgency is
spreading through the state. You can
see the difference now to what it
was during the regular session last
June and July, when the governor
had so firm a grip on this General
Assembly that nothing could defeat
any program that he mappea out.
Conditions to-day are changed Here
is a disorganized, leaderless, can-
didateless movement, floundering
about, yet, so formidable that it has
caused general alarm anu retrench-
ment."

The session of the Senate and
House to-night at 8o'clock lasted
about ten minutes each. The attend-
ance was better, roll call in the
House showing sixty-six present. All
bills were reported favorably from
committees and under suspension of
the rules were engrossed and passed
to the third reading and will be final-
ly passed to-morrow-the two'
Voegtle Sewerage and Water Board
bills and the Stafford bill, in the
Senate, and will finally be passed by
that body, while in the House similar
action will be taken on the Dough-
erty contingent expense bill and the
measure of George H. Clinton to
legalize the issuance of certificates
against state bonds. Both houses
adjourned until 12 o'clock to-mor-
row.

Baton Rouge, La., Nov. 30.-The
hope of securing anything like for-
idable opposition to Judge R. Thorn-
ton for the United States Senate is
centered in Congressman Robert F.
Broussard, of New Iberia, represent-
ing the Third Louisiana district.

Leaders of the opposition believe
Broussard can be brought into the
fight; -that he will come to Baton
Rouge open headquarters, surround
himself with the old guard of sugar
warriors from the Third District and
stampede the Legislature next Mon-
day night, when they expect him to
address a joint session..

This is the hope of the. opposition
to the Sanders-Thornton senatorial
program. Leaders of the latter class
to-night claim 88 votes on joint bal-
lot as absolutely pledged.

Returning to the capital this morn-ing at 10:30, the special committee
that went scouting on Tuesday, in an

effort to secure Broussard's consent
to become a candidate, was received
by those waiting on the scene and a
conference followed at the istrouma
Hotel, in which thirty-five senators
and representatives participated. As

a result of this conference it was
agreed to introduce in both houses
this morning resolutions calling upon
persons prominently mentioned for
the Senate to come to Baton Rouge
and address the joint assembly next
Monday night.

Hon. Edward J. Gay, of Iberville,
introduced the resolution in the
House with an effective presentation,
while Senator Richard McCullough
fathered the measure in the Senate.
It passed both houses without dis-
senting voice, as follows:

GAY'S RESOLUTION.
"Whereas this Legislature, at its

last regular session, elected Governor
J. Y. Sanders United States senator,
to fill' the vacancy caused by the
death of the Hon. S. D. McEnery, for
the unexpired term ending March 4,
1915; and

"Whereas, at this extraordinary
session of the General Assembly,
Governor Sanders has by message
declined said office of senator to
which he had been elected, which
declination has been accepted in good
faith, thus making it the duty of this
Legislature to choose a successor to
the Hon. S. D. McEnery, ana

"Whereas the members of this
Legislature, representing the vital
interests of the sovereign people of
the State of Louisiana, are of right
and ought to be entitled to ask and
to be made aware of the views of
any persons aspiring to the position
ofsenator from this state on the im-
portant public questions now agitat-
ing the mind of the country; and

"Whereas, among other important
matters coming before Congress dur-
ing the period for which this General
Assembly shall elect a senator are
included the selection of a location
for the World's Panama Exposition,
in which selection the city of New
Oileans and the state as a whole are
vitally concerned; and a revision of
the tariff, necessarily involving the
status of the industries df Louisiana
and the prosperity of her people; it,
therefore, becomes the duty of this
body to select for senator for this
unexpired term the most available
and best qualified man; therefore be
it

"Resolved by the House of Repre-
sentatives, the Senate concurring,
That the various gentlemen most
prominently mentioned for this exalt-
ed position-the Hon. J. R Thorn-
ton, Robert F. Broussard, Joseph E.
Ransdell, Arsene P. Pujo Robert C.
Wickliffe, J. D. Wilkenson, R. N.
Simms, J. T. Watkins, N. C. BlAnch-
ard, L. E. Thomas, B. P. Edwards
and C. W. Elam and other. Democrats
who may aspire to senatorial honors
-are hereby invited to address the
members of the General Assembly on
Monday, December 5, at 8o'clock p.
m., in the hall of the House of Repre-
sentatives, to the end that this body
may be enabled to make the most in-
telligent selection for the ex'sting
vacancy, and that the president of
the Senate and the speaker of the
House of Representatives be and they
