MAKE CLOSET SPACE

ARRANGEMENT THAT GREATLY
INCREASES CAPACITY.

the Ceiling Will Be Found of
Much Value—Use for Old-
Fashicned Secretary.
Help for dwellers in apartments
whose closet room is congested comes
in hangers that csa be poked up to

tween the top and the line of hooks
which hitherto has been wasted be-

{wo rods stretched across about four
inches below the ceiling. The valua

ot space that bas been idle, but that
long dresses may be holsted so high
that they are not in the wuy when
entering the closet.

Whether one or two rods may be
used in this fashion depends upon
the depth of the closet. There must,
however, be space epcugh to permit
all garments being placed on coat
hangers.

The racks which are to be skied
are those ordinarily used, and to
make the handling of garments placed
g0 high easy there is a long atlek,
with a hook at the end, which may be
uzed to lift clothes down and put
them back without reaching.

The rods should be put acrosa the
cloget, or from end to end, but ar-
rangeemtns depend, somewhat upon
the shape of the closet,

Needless to add such garments as
are skied should be those not worn
every day, and the stick for taking
themm down should be kept in the
closet.

A woman who has lived for many
years in an apartment finds an old-

furniture, because of the number of
different articles it will hold. The
lower section ig alwaya either drawers
or a cupboard, and underclothes or
dther garments may ba tucked away
tn such manner that they may be
easily taken out. The top always has
doors and shelves. If the doors are
of glass thye can be backed by plain
or figured silk, fulled on rods. In the
hidden space thus arranged no end of
articles, large and small, may ba
placed.

An old-fashioned bookease, which
begins at the floor, and 1s about five
feet high, may be converted Into a
clothea closet.

The shelves may be removed and
hooks put around the top, inside, so
coats and skiris of any kind mav be
hong.

Grate two cocoanuts, one-quarter
pound Dbutter, three-quarter pound
sugar, yolks of four eggs; mix the but-
ter and sugar, then stir In the cocoa-
pot and add one and one-half pints
milk: put a paste in the dish and bake
in a moderate oven, but not to~ long.

Cream Riee.

Has an Old Relic of Washington.
One of the most interesting relics of
| George Washington is owned by the
| city of Balem. It is a medallion in
wood, carved after a sketch from life.
| The same artist executed- both
| sketch and carving, which gives the
relic added value. He was Samuel Me-
Intire, native genius with a gift for
portraiture. He studied Washington
when the father of his country visited
Salem on hiz tour of the east, and
made the medallion shortly afterward,
to adorn the arch over the west en-
trance of Washington square, Salem.
Here ihe effigy remained from 1807
until 1850, when the arch gas taken
down to give place to an iron fence,
still in use.

This Washington relic is kept in the
fireproof room at the kEssex institute,
Salem, where it 18 frequently studled
by artistz and others as an odd and
striking likeness of the great Ameri-
can whom no two artists pictured
