How can one expect to make a good
crop of any sort when his soil is
hut three inches deep and is under-
laid by a hard pan? As more humus
i3 added to the soil, it should be
deepened an inch or two every year |
until a depth of about eight inches |
is reached, and the breaking should
be done in the fall. The exceptions
to this rule are found only in the
case of deep sandy soil not underlaid
with clay and in that of land likely
to wash if fall plowed. But it should
be remembered that a deeply broken
soil is less likely to wash than a
ghallow soil, because it absorbs more
of the rainfall. If a soil is broken
but four inches deep, and the top
two inches are kept mulched by fre-
quent cultivation, it follows that the
plant roots have practically but two
inches of soil left out of which to
draw their food. But if the land is
broken to a depth of elght inches,
the plants have six inches of soil to
draw on, and it is reasonable to
expect that the crop will be at least
doubled. Experience proves this to
be go. It is true that there is plant
food in the subsoil, but until by
deeper plowing some of this subsoil
has been mixed with humus and
opened to the action of the air, its
food its mostly in insoluble form and
the plant roots cannot abork it
The writer recently examined, in
Tensas parish, an ideal seed bed for
corn.
