rent eitizens of Gulfport against the
grenting of a charter to the Gulipert
Shipping and Terminal Association,
it heing alleged thal this concern, of
which Capt. J. T. Jones, head of the
Ship Island system, is the pringipal
promoter, is engaged in an effort to
bottle up Guifport and prevent the
entry of ‘other railroads except on
such terms a8 he may dictate.
