Body Identified by Papers
Found In His Pocket.

Fell to the Ground a Victim
of Cerebral Hemorrhage

Died in the Very Center of
New York's Club District

New York, Oct. 2.-Unrecognized
by a single person in the curious
throng that rushed to his aid, Rear
Admiral Winfield Scott Schly, U.
S. N., retired, fell dead in front of
the Berkley Lyceum, on West Forty-
fourth street, this afternoon. The
death of this notable figure in the
naval history of the nation was
thought for the moment that of an
unknown man in a strange crowd. f
The Admiral,s sudden death is at- f,
tributed to cerebral hemorrhage,
which attacked him shortly after he
*rejched New York this morningafter
a visit to Mount Kiso, and had call-
ed at the New York Yacht Club for fu
his mail. - in

As the Admiral was walking tr
through West Forty-fourth street a m
phierby who saw him stagger grasp- dig
ed his arm and tried to support him. foDespite the stranger's service, how- in
ever, the Admiral fell helpless to the da

right eye where his forehead struck pro
the sidewalk.
