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WILL SUPPORT ROOSEVELT.

Washington, March 8.-the na-
tional Roosevelt headquarters to-
night made public a statement dis-
puting the claim of the national Taft
bureau that President Taft, in his
candidacy for renomination, has the
support of Governor Hooper, of Tcp-
nessee; Governor Oddit, of Nevada,
and Governor Deneen of Illinois.
The Taft Bureau a few days ago
made public telegrams from Govern-
or Hooper and Governor Oddit. Tel-
egrams had been received from Gov-
ernor Deneen, but the managers of
the Taft bureau claimed his support.

In connection with the statement
to-night, the Roosevelt headquarters
gave out copies of telegrams from
Governors Hooper and Oddie:

Governor Oddie sent two tele-
grams:

"Carson City, Nevada.-In reply
to a tlegram from Senator Dixon,
asking me to define my position, I
wired him on Feb. 28 as follows:

"In conversation with President
Taft last fall, at that time with no
anticipation that Colonel Roosevelt
would enter the fight for president,
I assured President Taft -that I
thought the Republicans from Neva-
were for his nomination, and that I
personally was for him. I consider
that the announcement of Colonel
Roosevelt's candidacy has absolutely
changed the situation.

"I was elected upon a progressive
platform on State matters, and I
have been waging the best fight I
know how to effect beneficial changes
in our State government that will
aid our material and moral progress
and awakening. With Col. Roose-
velt as the Republican nominee, L
am convinced that the policies I am
striving to attain here will be better
understood by 'the people of this
State, Nevada will again, as in 1904.
be put nationally in the Republican
column, and a Legislature elected
which will support my administra-

* tion.

in favor of a presidential primary."

The statement also declares that
Governor Pothier, of Rhode Island;
from whom a telegram of indorse-
ment was given out at the Taft bus
reau, "has not committed himself to
the candidacy of the president."

NOT A PERSONALFIGHT.

Teddy Says Candidacy is Against His o
Inclinations.

Oyster Bay, N. Y., March 3.--Col.
Roosevelt's own views of the present
political situation and his reasons
for entering the campaign were ex-
plained by him to-day.

As he trudged along the country
road from Oyster Bay village to Sag-
amore Hill on his way home from
church, the former president talked
freely of his prospects and briefly
stated that his reason for entering
into a political campaign as an act-
ive candidate was that men who
share his political beliefs convinced
him that they needed an effective
leader. As to the prospects of vic-
tory, Colonel Roosevelt expressed the
opinion that on a popular vote he
would be the choice of the party by
a big majority. How far this reso-
lution might be modified by the in-
terpositjorof ~the machinery of poli-
tics he was unable to say.

C-'olonel Roosevelt said he suppos-
ed a great many persons would not
believe it, but that he had not wish-
ed to enter the fight.

CUT OUT CONVERTS' EYES.

Behead Forty Christians and Heads
Hang From Tripods in the

Streets of Peking.

Pekin, March 5.-A letter from a
missionary at Hwang Hsin, near Chi
Fu, received here to-day, states that
the imperial troops cut out the eyes
of forty Christian converts, and then
beheaded them, saying that they
naturally were rebels.

Heads still hang Warningly from
tripods in the streets of Pekin.
Daily marches of detachments of
troops from the various legations
through the streets are having a
certain moral effect.. Stores conduct
their business cautiously, through
small -windows. Soldiers of the va-
rious 'divisions of the Chinese army
continue to squabble, and it is
thought there is danger of one di-
vision attacking another.

Cheng Ting Fu, an important city
on the railroad, about one hundred
and sixty miles to the southeast of
Pekin, was added yesterday to the
lst of places which have been looted
and burned. No details have reach-
ed here, but it Is thought there need
be no tar for foreigners there, be-
cause the uatineers everywhere are
obaservig the same rule of not toueh-

Parties of mutineers returned here
to-day latening to resume looting.
They werb arrested and decapitated.

A private telegram nay that 2000
troops mutinied at Kiu KIang, in the
Yang Tse valley, and looted the town,
French and Japanese troops have
been dispatched by special train from
Pao Ting Pu to bring bacik their
companions.
