LETTER FROM
ENCLISH SHORES

A Resident of Covington
Traveling in England Tells

of Interesting Sights and
Experiences.

Whitnash, near Leamington,
Warwickshire, England.

Ye Friendly Editor:
I feel like writing you a letter to

tell you that Mrs. Halt and myself.
are both well and enjoying ourselves
to the utmost. We sailed from New
Orleans Saturday morning, 9 a. m.,
ea the goodship Victoria,, of ,Ayland,
IAne, bound direct for Liverpool
where we first set foot on English
sell May Slst at 8:.30 a. m.

After we swung into the river a
late passenger turned up on the dock
and came out to us on a chartered
tug, our ,vessel lieing to for him.
We had to climb up the rdpe ladder
swinging over the side, thereby de-

Slaying us for half an hour or more.
The sail down the river was very

Interesting for owing to the high
waters we could look over the levees
and see the orange groves and other
plantations on each side. Owing to
the delay at New Orleans when we
reached Pilot Town it was too late
to get over the bar until next morn-
tag, so. we anchored in mid-stream.
Next hornint at 5:30 we hoisted
anchor, but during night we had
stuck in the mud and it took us two
hours to get off and headed down
stream, consequently it was 9 o'clock
Sunday morning when we got
through the Jetties and into the Gulf.
At the entrance to the Gulf was a
achool of porpoise playing, a new
ight -to most of us, so we watched

them play a few moments and then
went down tb our first Sunday's
breakfast, and a good one it was, as
were all our meals. Our usual pro-
gramme of iheals et~,.was as fol-

'lows: $ti bitf 't 6 a:-mn., return
to our bbrtha, one- half of an orange
" c•B , also crackers and a pot of hot
.•] was. brought us at 6:45 a.. m.
.Tlen we rose, dressed and had a
vr•a8p on Pomenade Deck. Break-
fast at 8:30 to 10:30 a. m, beef tea
sad oranges and crackers served or
deek. Lunch of cold meats or mut
toen chops, coffee or tea, salad, bread
and butter, jellies;, ams, orange mar-
malade, apples, bananas and some
sort of pudding or pastry. At 4:30
o'clock tea with crackers. 6 p. m.
full course dinner, with coffee after-
Then at 9:30 light refreshments, if
wsated. -

Otur ship was 560 feet in length
over all, 75 feet in bEam, and con-
sequently we had ample room "•
promenade up and down and. have
our. exercise.

After entering the gulf we had th-
weter all to ourselves, not even "-s
tag a vessel until- we passed inte
the Atlantic and were off Miamic on
the east coast of Florida, here we
met the Comus southbound from New
York for New Orleans and her decks
lull of p'asengers. At the time we
passed her there was a large, blach
Ktemsaship aground, within half a
Sulite of ms, Just inside' of green
water (which is shoal) with all steam
op tryina to work off. Our. captain
.hded his ship towards her and
sIlgaled to ask it she. needed help
to which she replied- no, that she
was shifting het 'cargo and would
pq-on he ou.

Right chere I must say that last
October is -mid ocean this same ship,
Vleiorlan, and her crew saved the
lfvs of. 39 men, the crew of an
American sailing vessel, for which
Present Taft sent Captain Hiscoe
ea ,eliat gold watch with ami in-

scrlptlon ifnslde casesaying It was
given by"~•V. H. Taft,' President of
United Ststes, to Capt. Hiscoe, for

' the heroic rescue of these 29 Amern-
sans." The firs officer was also
gi ven a pair of $100 binoculars with
.i•etter from President Taft and
.. eh of the erew tsklng-paMrt were

- :~ir e a gold medal. From captain

down, all are quite pruod of them.
Well. from this time on we saw

nothing but deep blue sea water,
stormy petrels, sea gulls and fying
fish until the 14th day out. The
little stormy petrels are always In
sight in.mid ocean and ware so tame
they would alight among aus on deck
and catch flies or pick up cracker
crumbs right by our feet. The sea
gulls would often alight on the mast
head.

The 14th day out we pagsed with-
in a mile of a full rigged sailing ship,
something very scarce and which our
captain informed us we might not
see again if we made twenty eross-
ings. It made a beautiful and state-
ly picture with her greoat number of
white sails and her dark hull against
the deep blue of the sea. On the
15th day we passed in suedesion the
cunarders Lusiatana west bound for
4New York anda• er sister ship the
Mauritana for Liverpool. We could
see them plainly with glasses. We
also passed at a 'istance, later on,
the Olympic, sister ship to the Ti-tanic, of istefml memory. _

Fron thiS time On we pased ser-
eral. unknown and smaller ships,
overhauling the south coast of Ir-
land the evening of the .14th day.
All day the 17th day, while sailing
up the Irish sea, we met many ves-eels of all kinds, until we dr6pped
anchor at 9:30 in the river Mersey
at Liverpool. Next morning was a
lively' one as we had an early break-
fast to-be ready for customs oeas
at 7:30. It was merely perfunctory
for passengers and we were able to
go ashore at 8:30.

Liverpoot is simply an immenase
busy- sea port 'of 800,000 inhabitants
with not mach interest to a traveler.
It had one or two handsome parks,
several fine public bulldlngs, but
nothing old or venerable-just a
modern rather dingy big city. Mrs.
Hall and I took a drive the day of
our arrival We saw the parks and
a review of by the London head po-
lice officials of 900 police. They
made a handsome showing-just one
third of the force. The chief or head
constable, as he Is called, uas on
horse back with cocked bataad blbe
unifoim and sword, whibh looked
like a general with his gold trimmed
uniform. We saw the Earl of Derby,
who is Lord Mayor of Liverpool, in
his coach with coachmen and foot-
men in scarlet uniforms. The most
gorgeous Individual, however, was
the 6-foot Dorter at our hotel. With
blue uniform and cap ablaze with
gold lace, 1 thought he must surely
be King George in his Coronation
outtt. I found him ia feld of itfor,
mation, however, and not above ac-
cepting a shilling as tilp.

The second day-it rained sad kept
us in, s6 next m6rning we t4ok a
train for the old walled' town of
Chester, 'one of the most venerable
in England and still retaining the
walls billt in the 11th Centpry. Its
ancient castle has entirely disappear-
ed and on its site a so called cottage,
a modern barracks for regular
troops. Across the river Dee, half
mile away; are the gates of Grosven-
or Park, the seat of the Duke of
Westminister, England's wealthiest
noble, who, resides many thousand
acres of rich lands and farms, owns
lnearly one-third of London. His
mansion, one of the grandest in Eng-land. is about 6,miles from the park
ga.cs, and you. drive through, his
deer park and game preserve all the
way. Who would like to be a Duke?

Chester is full of very quaint old
plates, built in :ime of Elisabeth
(I .i6;), ii fact, nearly the eatsl-e
olly was nlIlt at that time, the more
ancient places have decayed, but th'El'zabethian I ones still remain and
all, except one or two, inhabitable
n-w. They &. e queer did strtaetures
of wood and mortor (I am ihelking
pictures of one or two of them, butnot in this village where we are
stopping).

I We were through the palace of
. the Stanley family (Earls of Der•),
built in 1481, same-style, half tim-
bers, half mortar. It must have
been a beautiful place Ia its day,
with its panneled walls and enk
beamed ceilings. All panels, beams,doors, door and window jamnb are
heavily carved. The windows are
casements with small dem:i a
ed panes of greenish glass set in
lead. Charles I was eatertained
here the night before his army was
defeated under the Chester wals by
romwell's tr0ops.

on one of the towers of the city walls
and saw the battle. Escapling from
the city that night were his friends,

his staunch supporters and host, but
he was not so fortunate. He -linger-

ed and when the victorious troops
entered the city he was forced to
hide between the ceiling of his palace
and the roof. Steps were made by'
roughly breaking out bricks in the
huge kitchen chimney by. his seivant
so he could climb up. He lay con-
cealed here three weeks, fed by his
servant, who then betrayed him and
he was taken to London and behead-
ed, as' you know. We were shqwn
the steps in the chimney but did not
Climb' up, as you very well imagine.
but went up a stair built to accom-
modate visitors. -The fireplace is 6
feet high and will hold 12 people in-
side with ease. It still has the old
spit on which a whole sheep or hog
could be roasted. We were shown

the bed room and reception room pc-
cupied by King Sharles, also drawing

rooms and bed rooms used by Earl
and his Countess. The old' banquet-

ing hall is too ruinous to be shown
The drawing room and King Charles'
reception room are used as sales
rooms for old china, old pieces of
armor, furniture, pictures and all
supposed to be antiques and expected

to empty the pockets of the gullible
American tourist. I did not bite.
Among other things for sale was s
profile picture in brass of Abe Lin-
coin, our murdered president, his
homely, plain face seemed much
out of place in its surroundings.
How it came there and where fronw
no one seems to know, as the old
palace is now the property of a deal-
er in antiques. LincohU's grand-
daughter had -been there that morn-
ing and was much surprised to see
hib picture.
- We stayed in Chester only one day

as we expect to return there on our
way home.

Froni there we camd to Warwick.
an even more interesting old town.
where we staid ten drys. Warwick
was first known about 1200 yearn
ago and has been important as r
stragetical point ever since. The
present castle was partially built in
930, added to at varibus times until
1480, when it was completed. It iF
a grand old stronghold to-day and
would withstand anything but mod-
ern artillery. Cromwell's army tried
to capture it but could not do so. It
is the magniicent home of the pres-
eant Earl of Watwick. There is also
an immense and beautiful old church
built by the early Normans and com-
pleted in the latter part of the 12th
century. It is filled by the ping-
nificent tombs of the Earls of War-
wick and also contains the tomb of
Iobert, Dudley, Earl df Leicester,
the favorite of Queen Elizabeth and
who killed his beautiful young wife,
hoping to marry Elizabeth. Elizs-
beth gave him the magnificent castled Kenlworth, 6 miles from War-

wick, now a complete ruin, peopled
by Is nnd bats, but I thought, '
beaut I ust the same. Leicester
was a brother to Ambrose Dudley,
Ea I of Warwick at that time, and
an excellent man in every respect.
Leicester's .third and last wife lies
beside him. She poisoned him by
giving him by mistake a dose he ha('
prepared to kill her with. Only the
east and west gates of the old wallk
around the city remain. Over and
adjoining the east gate is an old
building which used to be the an-
cient city council hall, built in the
12th century. Here Queen Eliza-
beth, James I, and Queen Victorih
and Edward VII 'have been enter-
tained. In 1578 the Earl of Lei-
cester, with his brothers consent,
turned it into a hospital for twelve
old soldiers and their superintendent.
never more or less, -and cn'owce I it
well, and it has been ts i f: :.`a1
purpose ever since.

It contains an old Oak Eaxcn c'a:"
one thousand years old. Also a
chair made for King James I to use
when dined here, and a carved oak
wardrobe used by' Elizabeth when
at Warwick castle. A letter fron
Earl of Leicester, two pieces of em-
broidery done by Amy Robsart, Lei
cester's murdered wife, helmet andr
sword of Oliver Cromwell, many
pieces of old.armor, battle plates and
weapons used by the Warwick fol.
lowers in many wars, and many
bther interesting relies of times gone
by. I foprgot to mention some mus
kets carried by. Pakenham's soldiers
at battle of New Orleans when old
rAndy Jackson" slaughtered them.
From Warwick we came to this quiet
little village of 300 people, all farm-
es and their servants, besides the
village carpenter and blacksmith.
not a single store 'n it. It is two
and one-half miles from Warwick,
which has 12,000 people,, and one
and one-.half miles from Leaming:
ton with 30,000 people and a fash-
ionable watering place. This vil-
lage, Whitnash, is over 800 years
old. Most of the houses now In use

Iwere built during Elizabeth of James
I reign. The very handsome stone
church goes back to Norman times,
built in the 12th century and still
in excellent condition and in regular
use every Sunday. We are resting
up here and preparing for a trip
to Northhrn England -and Scotland
by auto and we expect to have a
delightful time for . a month. I
bought a dandy second-hand car and
am having it put in good order for
the run.

This to such a beautiful country
and I wished to see it better tha•
I could by train. Il ia all fenced by
hedges and farms are divided into
small ields by te6 same. The green
fields *4ve maay magniflcent and
stately oak and elm trees scattered
