Organization of Strawberry
Growers is Perfected,

Committee Reports Inter-
views at Pontchatoula.

The St. Tammany Strawberry As-
gociation was organized last Satur-
day, July 27. This organization was
the result of the agitation of the
question by Mr. Whit. Riggs, and
the work of Mr. Hobt. L. Awubert.

the secretary. The meeting, which
was held in the court house, was well
attended, and there seems to be good
renson to believe that quite an acre-
age will be planted in strawberries
the coming season. Capt. G, E.
Millar was clected pregident and R
L. Aubert secretary.

Following is the report of the com-
mittee, composed of Capt. G. E. Mil-
lar, of Abita Springs, and Robt. L.
Aubert, of Covington, who went to
Hammond and Independence to path-

of strawberries, to-wit:

On Thursday, July2i, 1912, we
went to Hammond and Independ-
ence to interview the strawberry
growers there.

At Independence we called on Mr.
C. L. Buck to whom we had been re-
ferred. We found Mr. Buck to be
a4 man of culture and education and
who was well prepared to give us al)
the information desired. He has
made a study of strawberry growing
and at one time had 125 acres in
berrics alone. At this time he has

not grow them to the excluslon of
everything clse. He finds, that with
4 large acreage and at some seagons
the acarcity of labor, that it pays him
better to diversify. Mr. Buck show-
ed us & patch of corn nearly matured
and stated that he intended to-plant
berries between the stalks and when
the corn matured and dried he would
cut the stalks off near the ground
and would then raise a crop of ber-
ries on the same land,

This 18 the manner Mr. Buck goes
gbout planting:

In September, October, November
and until December 15th, berries can
he planted. The BSeptember and
October berrica would, under proper
weather conditions, probably prove
the best yielders. It has been his
experience though that it Is the be-
rinning of November before weather
ccnditions are best. He finds October
a very qdry moenth as a rule and ber-
riey gliould be gef out in wet weachor
to fusire suecess. He pays—and we
aee dlse v 4 ¢t by a mumber of
other growers-—that the plants can
be eet out sow and these plants will
grow euckers and form other plants
which can bc taken up in October,
November end beginning of Decem-
bher and pJanted out, this, without
irjuring the first planting. Mr.
Buck explained fully how to proceed
with the preparation of the soil for
11}lanting. this we will explain verb-
ally. ¥

He plants in rows 31§ feet apart
and berry plants 10 to 12 inches
apart. It will take about 12,000
plants to the acre and these plants
can be bought for $2.00 per 1000,
and possgibly cheaper in larger guan-
tities. He plants the “Klondike"
variety only and this is the standard
berry ot the Strawberry Belt, 1t
has proved best for shipping as It
keeps longer than any other variety
yet planted with Buccess.

One man can plant from 3000 to
5000 plants in a day. It goes very
much faster with a boy assistant.

Mr. Buck roughly estimstes that
we can cultivate bérries here in St.
Tammany parish at the following
cost per acre If a number of acres
are cultivated at same time,

The Ponthatouls Assoclation mem-
bers and nop-members are very care
ful not to put any bad berries In the
boxes, as the bnyers class the fruit
by the worst berries and pay accord-
ingly. These people received on an
average of §$1.56 per crate net or
$156 per 100 crates. i

At Independence some of the Itali
an element members of the associa-
tion endeavored to run in bad berrie:
and in this war they did not clas:
as high as thoze of Ponchatoula anc
i Hammond, The majority of the
iberrleu may have been of the best
quality but the innocent were made
to suffer for the gullty. This ac
counts for the Independence Asso
ciation recelving an average of §1.14
per crate or §114 per 100 crates, §42
less per 100 cratea than their neigh-
bors only six miles away.

Then we have the Hammond As
sociation members who averaged
$1.28 per crate or $128 per 100
crates, §14 more than Independence
and $28 less than Ponchatoula.

The wet weather was the cause of
some losa to the growers at Inde-
pendence and Hammond as the ber-
ries in some instances were wet and
unfit for shipping apd one or tw«
cars were sold at from 50 cents tc
75 cents per crate, We could nm
ascertain whether the growers at
Ponchatoula had any trouble in this
respect.

The Hammond growers clajim to
have experienced some trouble in
procuring cars fast enough last sea-
son and this forced them to sell
sheaper than ordinarily. Their av.
erage for former years {8 from $15¢
to §160 per 100 crates, which put:
them on a parity with Ponchatonla.

,Amount of berrics. Hammond next
and Ponchatoula {follows, These
places each ghip from 20 to 30 cars
per day. Last Ind dence
shipped 38 cars in one day. A car
of berries contains about 500 crate:

'n regard to fertilization, different

growers have different ideaz, but the
mest  genetally used congiets of
ground bone and cotton seed meal
Some use ground bome and potash
with phosphoric scid and cotton seed
meal.

Mr. Buck uses fertilizer which will
give him the followlng percentages of
the following:

10 per cent phosphoric acid; 4
per cent to 7 per cent potash; 3 per
cent to 4 per cent nitrogen.

At Hammond we called on Mr. C.
H. Hummel whom we also found to
be a man of education and culture
and thoroughly versed in berry rais-
ing and truck growing. Our Inter-
view with Mr. Hummel was very
pleasant. His method of growing
berries was practically the same as
Mr. Buck's, with few exceptions in
regard to fertilizer, etc. He experi-
mented and ascertained thet lzte ber-
riea planted & inches apart yicldi
satisfactorily. During the lale =ca
son, which was very bad, as we au
know, he gathered 700 crates from
three and one-half acres or an aver-
age of 200 crates to the acre. For
these he received an average price
of $1.28 per crate or $256 per acre’s
yield.
