Sbhoots Offcer Joseph W'hite Throngl
the Knee; Joined Later by

Whole Police Force.

meantime, determined to lynch the

negro who had shot one of the oldest
and best policemen on Jackson's force

Hundreds of shots were fired intc

the house, some of which are suppos:
ed to have found lodgment in the

negro, who was crouched behind the

projecting walls of the fireplace, from
which vantage point he fired on th4
beselgers whenever one came in sight
but his bullets all went wild.

Tiring of the fight at long distance
the police finally charged into the
room and filled the negroe's head
and body with bullets. One charge
of buckshot from a shotgun took off.
the side of his head, and he fell to
the floor dead, with many bullet
holes.

CURIOUS VIEW BODY.
The body of the negro was taken

to the city jail, where it was viewed
by hundreds of curious persons. The
negro was a wellknown carpenter, ad-
dicted to the use of cocaine and other
"dope," and when under its influence
was unruly and dangerous. His death
is spoken of as a good riddance by
blacks as well as whites who knew
him.

Officer Joe White is not considered
wounded dangerously, but will be
laid up for several days. He has
been on the police force almost con-
tinuously for twenty five years or
more, and is a fearless officer.

High Schools.

1. Teachers shall co-operate with

the principal and each other for the

general welfare of the school, and a

lack of co-operation,shall be deemed

a neglect of duty and shall be a suffi-
cient cause for suspension or re-
moval.

3. They shall be held responsible
for the discipline and neatness of

their respective rooms, and for the
care of the school room furniture.

4. Each and every teacher shall

keep record books, make reports an

furnish specimen work of the pupil,

at the time and in the manner pre-

scribed by the parish superintendent.
5. It shall be the duty of all

teachers to attend all meetings call-

ed by the principal and parish sup

erintendent, and to perform punc4

tually he duties assigned them.

6. No teacher shall be allowed
to dismiss or her school or absent

himself or herself from school, or

to employ a substitute without the'

Iconsent of the principal or superin-

tendent.
7. Teachers may detain pupils

after school for idleness, failure ir

detention sholl not exceed one hour

in the afternoon.
8. Teachers shall not excuse pu-

pils from any regular or special duty,

nor excuse them from school withou

the consent of the principal.
9. Teachers shall not admit

pupil to their grade without beinr
so directed by the principal.

10. No teacher shall assume th-

responsibility of examining any pupi
for the purpose of a change of grade

without knowledge or consent of th

principal,
11. In all capes of discipline

teachers are to avoid corporal pun

ishment if possible, and in ni cac

shall it be given without the specia

permission of the principal.

THE PSYCHOLOGY
OF THE PICTURES.

Pinkerton Likes Movies, But Some
Are Incentives to

Crime.

[N. O. Picayune, Dec. 18.]
One of the interesting callers of

yesterday at the City Hall *as Mr
William A. Pinkerton, haed 6f the
Pinkerton National Detective Service
who, in company with Local Manager
A. S. Cowardin and Inspector Rey-
nolds, called to pay his respects to
Mayor Behrman. After talking for
some time with the mayor and other
officials who came in, Mr. Pinkerton.
among other things, said:

"There is one thing that your may-
or and inspector of police should
have done as soon as possible, and
that is to pass an ordinance prohibit-
ing the production of moving pictures
of burglaries, train robberies and
other crimes. They are the most de
moralizing influences that can be
brought to bear on the rising genera-
tion, and I have been in a good po

sition to realize just what a school
for crime they are. I am a crank
on moving pictures myself and gc
to see them very often, but I con-

demn most emphatically those that
instruct the youths in the art of rob-
bery and crime, and incite them to
their commission. They see from
such pictures just how burglary and
robbery are committed by the expert
criminals and at once contract the
disease.

"In Chicago some time ago I had
a case of forgery, where a bank had
been defrauded of about $19,000
and upon completing my investiga-
tions arrested a fashionable and much
respected man who was a professor is
one of the colleges. When we arrest-
ed him he tried to swallow a piece
of paper he had, and when it was
choked out of his mouth it was found
to be the address of a stable where
he had deposited some boxes for saft
keeping. On investigation we found
the boxes contained hundreds of
thousands of dollars worth of pres-
cious stones, gold and silver jewelry
and plate that had been stolen by
burglars from some of the finest resit
dences. That man told me in his
confession that he got his first school-

hing in burglary from the 'mrvies,"
and that it had become a mania with
him." He never tried to dispose of
.anything he had stolen, but used to
lay it out in front of himself and
gloat over what he had done. He
afterwards went crasy and -Is now ir
the insane ward of the penitentiary
The 'Kid McCoy' and other picturer
should be barred effectually. The
right\ kind of movies, I think, arc
one of the greatest features of edu-
cation, but the wrong kind are crimi-
nal makers."

'FENCING' GIRL
LOSES HER SUIT.

Mme. De Acosta Debiyed Too Long
in Pressing Claim for 158,000

Again Aged Mlulsaae.

New York, Dec. 16.-S-upreme
Court Justice Davis today dismissed
the suit brought by Beatrice Brevaine
De Acosta, known to the stage as
"The Fencing Girl," to recover $53,-
000 from Joseph G. Butler, ;an aged
and wealthy member of the Steel
Trust, who lives in Youngstown, O.

The case has been on Justice Davis'
calendar for trial since the first Mon-
day in December. Every time it was
called a representative of Mr. Winter,
counsel for the plaintiff, asked for a
postponement on the ground that the
lawyer was actually engaged in an-
other part of the court. Today the
same excuse was offered.

Reuben Leslie Maynard, attorney
for the defendant, at once moved that
the. case be dismissed, and. Justice
Davis granted the motion, taking
occasion to severely criticize Mr. Win-
ter. He said:

"The court has been very indulg-
ent with the plaintiff's attorney, pass-
ing the case from time to time on
his plea that he was actually engaged
in the trial of another case. Now a
representative of the attorney comes
to court and gives as the only excuse
that the plaintiff's attorney is the
personal plaintiff in a case in another
State. I think that the conduct of
the plaintiff's atorney is reprehen-
sible."

Mr. Butler's family and that of
President Taft have been friends for
years. Mr. Butler is the president
of the Brier Hill Iron and Coal Com-
pany, and also heads the Merchants'
Marine Association of the United
States.

The plaintiff has figured extensive-
ly in the newspapers in the last few
years. She was named as one of thecorrespondents in the suit brought
by Mrs. Burke Roche Batonyi against
her husband, Aurel Batonyl, and har
been married five times. Her latest
husband, whose name she now bears
is Jose Matteo De Acosta, a Cuban
planter, whom she married in 1910.

Early in 1911 he left her and return-ed to Cuba.

The suit by Mme. De Acosta wasbased on a claim that the amount
sued for was due the plaintiff under
an a reement made by Butler early
in 1910.
