The falt
opens on Wednesday, October 22,
which will be made New Orleans
Day, and on which the regular Wed-
nesday excursion will be advertised
to secure as many visitors as possible
from New Orleans.

Mr. McMahon will be in Covington.
wthin two weeks, when he will bring
in his special car representatives of

_` sansw when he

will gather material, views of Cov-
ington, and the fair grounds and
such information as will be of use
to him in advertising Covington and
the fair in his proposed campaign
for that purpose. An effort will be
made to have Mayor Behrman and
other prominent citizens of New Or-
leans here on New Orleans Day.

A feature that will attract some
attention and that will be made part
of the parish exhibit at the State
Fair will be the display of the Sal-
men Brick and Lumber Comp0ny, of
Slidell. The Salmen ipterests are
the largest in the parish. and they
have the largest plant of the kind
in the South. This is not generally
known, and much interest will at-
tach to the exhibit fi om the fact the
company has lately added some new
products to their list of articles man-
ufactured from St. Tammany clay
and sand. The high grade of goods
turned out by this company has giv-
en them a national reputation, and
it is remarkable that their products
have not been assembled for display
at the State Fair before; hence, their
exhibit at the parish fair, being the
first they shall have -made, will be
an entertaining feature and will at-
tract considerable attention.

The Mackie Pine Product Co. Will
also make a finer display than ever
and will add new products to their
exhibit, some of which they were not
manufacturing at the time of the fair
last year, although their exhibit at
that time was well worth inspecting
and created favorable comment. Mr.
Mackie has patented his own pro-
cesses and machinery, -which embody
improvements on old methods that
give a distinct advantage in the man-
ufacture of pine products as well as
a superiority to them. He has re-
ceived a request from Secretary Louis
N. Bruegerhoff of the State Fair to
make an exhibit at Shreveport, and
it is thought that Mr. Mackie will
do so, adding another strong feature
to the proposed parish exhibit at the
State Fair this fall.

The rice
of this section, like the cane, is of a
fine quality and commands the beet
price.

All exhibitors should bear in mind
that they will compete-for prizes both
at the parish and State fairs, individ-
ually. A selection of the best will
be taken to the State fair. so each
one should make an effort to by a
prize winner. Save- the best you can
for an exhibit.
The average attendance at the

State fair, from seven states, is about
30,000; so it will be-seen that a good
exhibit means much in advertising
value to the parish.

Fuse in Stamp by River.

Madisonville, .La., Aug. 23.-Two
men were blown to shreds at Houlton-
ville b ythe explosion of fifty pounds
of dynamite in a boat which they oc-
cupied in the Tchefuncts river.

The dead:
A. W. Schultz, 62 years old, of

West Ind.
Louis Ferres, 21 years old, of

Pineland Park,
Schultz leaves a wife and children

residing at West End, while Perres
was a single man.

The body of Schultz was reduced
to atoms.. Parts of the flesh, with
shreds of clothing attached, were-lt-
er found floating in the river. The
gold watch of Schults was found
floating on a plank. It was not dam-
aged, and was still running when
picked up.

Not enough of the body of Schultz
was recovered to make identification
possible, and the river will be his
gravel

The mutilated body of Perres was
picked up 20 feet away from the
scene of the explosion. His skull was
crushed. his eyes were torn from
their sockets, and his legs and arms
were broken-in several places. Per-
res lived two hours after the blast.

"Dead" Charge Lets G(o.
Schults was employed as a con-

tractor by Joe Hyland at Pineland
Park, and was engaged, along with
Ferres, as a helper in stump blasting
operations along the Tehefuneta riv-
er by the Covington Lumber Com-
pany preparatory to the building of
lumber wharves and docks on the
river's edge at Houltonville. -

The two men used a skilf to capry
their supply of dynamite sticks. A
triple charge of dynamite -had been
placed ina large cypress stump near
the shore line, and two of thd charges
were successfully exploded. -

Schultzs and Ferree, after waitinal
some time for the third charge to let
ge, rowed back acres : the river i-
their skiff to replace the supposel
"dead" charge.

Just as the two men reached the
stump the silent charge found lire.
and its explosion was communicated.
to the boat full of dynamite, only ten
feet away.-

Body ns Pulverised..
The entire fifty pounds, in sticks

stacked in a large open box, let go
with' a roar that was hear for mlec
around.

Schults. in the boat close. to the
box of dynamte, was pulverized by the
teriic- blast, -and the. skitf he ocen
pied wan reduced to sptlitters• Bits
of Schultz's- body, about the size -of
sn apple, were- later dis0overed
wrapped round and round with piece
of the man's clothing. Some of tiese
huma: sfesh balls were. carried 1'60
feet or mpere away -from the -river
line.. he watch, singularly,~ was
huried to a safe landing on a plank
floating in the river.

Ferret, who had stepped ashore to
replate the char•-in4 the stump,, war
lifted bodily by.. the conuessdtoni
hurled high- inat the airT; landinag -,
feet insheore.
