The prosecutor hesitated to belleve

She
said she was in the next room when
Higging fired the ghotgun which
would make Mrs, Higging' death ap-
pear accidental. Bbhe said she was
n the next room when Higgins' fired
the shotgun which brought death to
bher mother. Bhe told how Higgins
raved and struggled with neighbors
for possession of the gun, saying he
would end his own life. Then when
the excitement subsided somewhat,
she said, they explained that Hig-
gins had been cleaning the gun-and
it was accidently dlscharged.

Their story wag so convinc'ng the
coroner’s jury returned a verdict of
pccidental death. - Later C. W. Ernst,
s matergal uncle of the girl, took
two letters written by Julin Flake,
one to himself and one to hia daught-
er, to State’s Attorney Wilaon..
