President Wilson has told senators
that he does not favor the test as ameans of restricting immigration.
These senators, however, are in doubt
as to whether the pres dent would
veto a bill contajnlgg such a prov s-
:on, and apparently a majority of thecommittee proposes to vote for the
literacy test reoardless of the veto
prospect.

It was suggested tonight that somuch opposition might develop n theSenate that subst tute restrictive fea-
tures might be a&reed on before thebill reaches President Wilson.

Senators, SL.eppard, of Texas, andGore, of Oklahoma, members of theImmigrat on committee, talked withthe president today about the ' bill.
