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TlHE ABITA SPRINGS ELECTION.

The municipal election which takes place in Abita 8prings next Tues-
day has more than passing interest, by reason of the circumstances that
have given prominence to the factional differences that have divided thecouncll and which finally terminated in impeachment proceedings against
the mayor and legal proceedings by him for libel, which proceedings are
now pending in the Supreme Court. There are two tickets in the field,
one headed by Jos. Bordes and one by J. E. Glisson, the present mayor
Each claims his faction will win, but the one who has guessed right is
the one who will be able to gain that vote that has refused to be controlled
,o anything but a desire to see the town prosper and that will pick the

party that appeals to them as better able to give good government to the
town.

The Bordes faction makes a very strong plea in its published statement
that Its property interests in the town are five times greater than that
represented by their opponents, because it has the means in its hands for
carrying out any improvements that may be deemed necessary. This
statement has a very important bearing in considering the success of the
future administration. It takes money to make the mare go. The ad-
min!stration that stands pledged to improvement and has financial back-
ing to fulfill ts pledges can only fail through a disregard of its pledges
or incapacity to carry them out, ane since the candidates on this ticket
have all been successful in their own busaness affairs, it is very probable
the voters will bq impressed with its significant relation to success in the
management of the affairs of the town. There is no doubt that the peo-
ple are tired of the squabbling that has marked the past two years. Those
who have property interests at stake are naturally the ones who are the
more strongly urged to exert their faculties for, improved conditions, for
:t means dollars and cents to them. Since the Bordes faction have this
interest, according to their statement, five times more strongly developed
than the Glisson faction, and as the ticket is composed of substantial busi-
neesmen and men promlnentlv and well known in the town, the argu-
ment vt forth by them must have considerable force in determining the
outcome of the election.

TO ALLOW RACING IN NEW ORLEANS.

E. J. Reinhardt, representative in the Legislature from the ninth dis-
trict of the parlsh of Orleans, is sending out a copy of a bill to be intro-
duced at the next session of the Legislature, authorizing racing in Louisi-
ana under the supervision of a commission. The bill is published in full
in another column.

The shutting out of racing was brought about by the rottenness that
crept into it. It had simply gotten to be a swindle in which a man had
little chance of placing his money with any certainty that the race would
be decided upon the merits of the horses, hence race tracks gathered a
swarm of unprincipled gamblers, pickpockets and' thieves. Money came
easy to these people and was squandered wantonly in feasting and drink-
ng and carousing. Hotels, boarding houses, restauranta;,gambling houses

and the redlight district leaped a harvest. Immoral influences threat-
ened to contaminate the whole social structure and reformers found moral
support in the rural communities sufficient to stamp out racing altogether.
The reaction was severely felt in New Orleans, especially by hotels and
restaurants An immense amount of money was withdrawn from circu-
lationu and the foat!ng population disappeared. It was claimed that ulti-
mately the result would be increased application to business and the
building up of substantial interests, but in fact the city has never reached
the same cond't!on of prosperity in a financial sense. It is now hoped

-by the introduction of racing again, to bring about a recurrence of the
old conditions without the demoralizing influences, by having clean racing.
The question is, can it be done?

If the people could be convinced that there would be clean racing, It
m:ght be possible to put such a bill through, but any attempt to put a
Joker !n the bill will kill it. It will be strongly scrutinized when it
comes up before the Legislature, and it will find plenty o fopponents in
any shape in which it nmay be put, and especially will it be fought if there
is any attempt to change the Gay-Shattuck law; but there are many who
believe that the Paris mutual swetem is an effective mesas of eliminating
crooked work at the race track-or in other words, that under this system
racing would be more on the merits of the horse and less subject to
manipulation by the profeess'nal gambler. The question ps to whether I
gambling should be legalized ndcer any circumstances is perhaps in line
with the question as to whether a man should be allowed to drink, to use
drug ~ or to do any act that is both injurious to himself and unpleasant to
those who come !n contact with him. It is a question on which there are E

d!fferent opinions, with lmitations to be decided by public sentiment ex- 1
pressed by a majority.

THE GREAT PROFIT OF TICK ERADICATION.

An illustration of the advantages acruing to a state through tick eradi-
cation is given in the statisitcs on the matter in a pamphlet issued by A. A
i'. Melvin, ch ef of the Bureau of Animal Industry of the U. S. Depart- 1
ment of Agriculture, April 4, 1914. The tick that is so well known in I
th's sectikn as the Texas fever tick has the high sounding name of t
Msrgaropus annulatas, and is responsible for the enormous loss of ap-
preximstely $34,000,000 in the 15,000,000 cattle below the Texas-fever
quarantine I ne, representing a value of $27,000,000. But this loss does
not alone represent the damage done by the tick, bet it is shown by com- C

L-. parison w'th the unaffected states that there is a great loss in quality of j
the cattle, weight of the cattle, in milk production and a hampering of
advancement in the industry of cattle raising, the production of feed
crops and huild ng of silos, etc. The information is gained from eleven
states bordering on the quarantine line, in which eradication began in
1906.
