AMERICAN EOAD CONGRESH.

Regarding the publle roads Bs an
indispenaable part of the transporta-
tion system of the country, suppie-
menting its railroads and waterways,
Preaident Harrison, of the Southern
Rallway Company, takes an active
interest in the good roads movement.
He ig vice president of the American
Highway Association and will be one
of the speakers at the Fourth Amerl-
can Road Congress In Atlanta, the
week of November 5.

Speaking of the relation of the
country highway te the railroad, Mr.
Harrlson sald: “Whatever may be
the final deetination of the farm pro.
dugts, thelr first movement must be
over the country road and if the farm.
er is to receive the largest measure
of benefit from good roads the policy
ghould be adopted of improving those
highways which radiate from market
towns and shipping stations and over
which the farmers must haul their
products. The profit which will be
earned by the farmer may depend
largely upon the condition of tha
road from his farm to a shipping
station. Statistics compiled by the
V. 8. Department of Agriculture show
‘that the cost of hauling farm pro-
ducts to shipping points over bad
roads is a disproportionately large
tpart of the total expense of their
transportation to market. This !s
not alwaeys fully realized by the farm-

{ er, but If he will take into account

the Hime of himself and hie team,
and the Wear and tear on his vehicle
and harness made necessary by a
Iarger pumber of trips with smalle*
loads, he. will find that the cost
amounnts up very fast and corres-
pondingly reduces his net profifs.
