OF RACING AUTO.

Miss Virginia Rehage, of the Charity
Hospital, Btruck gs She :
Leaves Btreet Car.

New Orleans, Feb, 9. —Four fect
from where she had alighted from
a 8t. Charles belt car, on the upper
zide of Tulane Avenue, In fromi of
the main entrance of the Charity
Huospital, where ghe I8 a nurse, Mlss
Virginin Rehage, 22 years old, was
knocked down and run over Sunday
afternoon by a big automobile car-
rying three men. Her injuries ip-
clude a severe gcalp wound, concus-
sion of the braim, fracture of several
ribs and the right thigh, and broken
leg below the knee. The men in the
car escaped.

As the car struck Misas Behaze, thu
chaunffeur, witnesses mgree, increag-
ed the speed of his wild drive in Tu-
lane avenue toward the river. A
dense cloud of dust swirling in the
wake of the flying machine mad=
difficult the reading of the auto-
mobile's llcense plate and the fea-
tures of its occupantas. Every pa-
rage in ihe city 13 belng searched by
the police for a car similar Lo the
one described by witnesﬁes of Miss
Rehage's injury.

Miss Hehage was en route from
her home, 5256 South Plerce street,
to the hospital for night duty. The
St. Charles belt ear in which ghe]
rode stopped in froot of the ingtitu-
tion for her to alight. She had tak-
en abont four steps when the bhig
machine, without warning, it is said,
bore down upon her. She was crush-
ed beneath the awiomobile before
the street car from whicli she had
alighted had been started on its way.

Fernand Foret, gatekeeper at the
hospital, and Elphege Bourgeoils,
conductor of the street car, difted tha
injured woman from the street and
carried her into the hospital. . Dr.
C. G. Cole, of the hospital staff, a
witness to the accident, rendere:!
medical ald to Miss Rehage before
she was carried into the institution.

Foret, -Bourgeoia and E. J. La-
mothe, 1316 Mandeville street, who

- was standing at Tulane avenue and
Howard street at the time of the ac-
cident, are of the opinion that the
body of the aintomobile was painied
gray, trimmed in hlack. Dr. Cole
hielieves the body of the car is black.

All agree that there was ome man|.

in the front of the car, and two fa
thee rar. They are unanimous in
ihe statement that the driver Increas-
ed the speed of the car, which
seemed about 40 miles an hour, after
it struck Miss Rehage.

Miss Nettie Fertel was standing at
Tulane avenue and South Rampart
street, a few minutes after the in-
Jury of Miss Rehage, when a big gray
automobile, trimmed in black, car-
rying three men, tore into and up
South Rampart street from Tulene
avenue at a law-breaking speed.
in making the turn, Miss Fertel says, |
the ¢ar ran over a pile of old lumber
on the lakes'de of the intersection,
skidded across the Btreet; and nar-
rowly escaped collizslon with a fele-
rhone pole, on the river gide of Ram-
part street. It continued up Ham-
part sireet until Miss Fertel lost
gight of it.

Washington, Feb. 8.—Loans un-
der the $135,000,000 cotton fund
pilan have been closed and the plan
virtually ended in its existence to-
night with an annecuncement from
ihe Central Committee—the Federal
Reserve Board, acting as indviduals
-—thiat cuhscriptions probably would
not be called for. Applications
amounted to only $25,000 and this
was not.obtained from the fund but
elsewhere on notes and collateral of-
fered with the applications.

Subscribers, the Central Commit-
teo points out, have not been releas-
ed from liability for their proportion-
ate share of the $28.000 but if al{
the loans are paid. subseriptions wil
not be needed.

The anneuncemeni says that sub-

geriptions  aggregated 310,036,100,
185 firms and 17 -'

from 48T banks,
individuals, ranging from %104 to
$5,000,000, and representing 64
clties in 19 states and the District of
Columbia. ; =

“The benefielal effects 'of the tund,”
says the announcement, “are not to
be measured by the small amounts
actually loaned. Its benefita consist-
ed largely in the public knowledge
that there was a source of assistance
which ecould be confidently looked
to and availed of. When the organi-
zaiion of the cotton loan fund was
undertaken, the exchanges wers cloa-
ed, flxed guotations for cotton were
unobtainable, demand for the staple
was light z2nd sales were belng made
in some instances mt prices as low
as iive cents a pound. The buying
movement which set in following the
establishment of this fund has car-
ried prices up to eight cents and ex-
ports since December 1, have exc
ed those for the same period of a
¥year ago."
