AN ORDINANCE

To permit the St. Tammany & New
Orleans Railways & Ferry Com-
Pany to erect trolly poles on Dew-
ey avenue, Lee Ferry Road and
Kirkland street.
Whereas the St.' Tammany & New

Orleans Railways. & Ferry Company
has made application to the town of
Covington, La., for a franchise for
the purpose of erecting trolley poles
and wires on, along and over the
edge of the streets and sidewalks in
the town of Covington, La., through
which streets said corporation is now
operating a railroad, for the purpose
'f furnishing' electricit'y to operate
electric cars on said railroad in the
town of Covington, La., said poles to
be erected along the edge of the
streets and sidewalks beginning at
the bridge of the St. Tammany &
New Orleans Railways & Ferry Com-
pany over the Bogue Falaya river,
thence along Dewey avenue, Lee Fer-
ry Road and Kirkland st:eet, to the
intersection of New Hampshire and
Theard avenue; and whereas, it is in
the interests of public policy and the
general welfare of said town that
said request be granted:

Section 1. Be it ordained by the
Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the
town of Covington, La., that the St.
Tammany & New Orleans Railways
& Ferry Co., be and is hereby grant-
ed the rilht to erect trolley poles and
wires on, along and over the edge
of the streets and sidewalks in the
town of Covington, La., through
which streets iaid corporation is now
operating railroad, for the purpose
of furnishing electricity to operate
electric cars on said railroad in the
town of Covington, La., said poles
to be erected along the edge of the
streets and sidewalks beginning at
the bridge of the St. Tammany &
New Orleans Railways and Ferry Co.
over the Bogue Falayariver and run-
ning along Dewey avenue to the Lee
Ferry road, thence along the Lee
Ferry road to Kirkland street, thence
along Kirkland street to the inter-
section of New Hampshire street and
Theard avenue, and crossing all in-
tersecting streets, all in the town of
Covington La. Said franchise to
continue for a period of twenty-five
(25) years, beginning June 1, 1915,
and ending May 31, 1940.

And the president, or in his
absence, the vice president, shall be
authorised to bring all suits and le-
gal proceedings on behalf of this cor-
poration.

ARTICLE II.
The objects and purposes for which

this corporation is organised, and
the nature of the business to be car-
ried on by it, are hereby declared to
be: The conducting of a Pariah
Fair, and to do all things that. are
incidental to or connected therewith,
and generally to develop and exploit
the resources of St. Tammany parish
and the State of Louisiana.

ARTICLE III.
The capital stock of this corpora-

tion is hereby Axed at the sum of
Five Thousand ($5,000) Dollars, di-
vided into and represented by Ave
thousand (5000) shares of the par
value of one '($1.00) dollar each, or
In payment or exchange for property,
rights or credits actually purehased,
or services actually received by said
corporation, provided that •ll stock
shall be paid for it faul within twelve
months after same shall have been
subscribed for, and nt stock shall be
issued unless the consideration there-
for has been received by said corpora-
tion.
