In the fourth ward I know of
nothing new with the exception of
the closing down of the saw mill at
Houltonville and the moving away of
the people at Houltonville.

Matters of the #ifth ward will
claim your attention today, in the
Bun and Ben Willlams schools, We
are to open bids for the driving of
the school wagon from the Line
Graded neighborhood to the Sun
school, and also bide for the painting
of the new Sun school house.
