Administration Prepares for Any
Emergemcy Below the Rio

Washington, Aung. ¢.—Plans for
tomorrow’s conferenca at the State
Department on the Mexican problem
were completed today after Secretary
Lansing had t~lked to . resident
Wiison at Cornish, N, H., over the
telephone. Proposals to be made to
the six Ladin-American diplomate
whose governmenta have authorized
them to co-operate with the United
Btates to end Mexieo's civil war,
were discussed, but Secretary Lan-
sing malntained silence as to the
PrOETAM.

Mr. Lansing conferred with Paul
Fuller, one of the bresident’'s com-
fidential advisers on Mexican affairs,
who will participate in the confer-
ence. Mr. Puller recently talked per-
sonally with a1l of the faction lead-
ers in Mexico.

Unusual activity in the war and
navy deparmtments was evident aoday
and an order from Major General
Soott, chief of staff, directing a bat-
tery of the Fifth Fleld Artillery to
proceed from Fort 8ill, Okla., to
El Paso, Tex., aroused surprise.

EBUBINESS IS AIDED BY FART
GROWIN IMPORTS OF PORTS.

When High Marks Are

Least Expected.

By Paul Wooton.
Washington, Aug. 2.—Rapidly in-
creasing imports are stimulatinog
business in the port cities of the
country. A July estimate made from
incomplete returns at the Depart-
ment of Commerce today indicates
that the month will exceed that of
any other July in the history ot
American commerce. New Orleans
s recelving its share of this influx of
foreign produets.

Port cities suffered especially for
several months after the outhreak of
the war due to the decrease in im-
ports. It was feared thet the im-
ports wonld be low throughout the
durstion of the struggle. Figures for
the first seven monthe of 1915 show
that these fears wer egroundless. In
June the imports were $200,000 in
excess of those of the corresponding
month of 1914,

The imports of June of last year
slso broke all previous records. They
sven went shead of the boom year
of 1906, when most records weat to
smash. With this vesr making new
high marks, when it was least ex-
pected, indieates a degree of pros-
perity that exceeds the realization of
the majority:. With our crod;gs
mounting higher and higher abroad
other countries have been forced to
pay off aa much of the obligation as
possible with theéir goods. This tide
is more likely to increase than to de-
creass, according to the experis at
the Department of Commerce.

One of the remarkable features of
the volume of imports Is the fact that
G , Russia and Austria, three
heavy eontributors previously,  have
shipped practically nothing during
the past seven months. . yds

The Matamores cases of the Civil

United States Supreme Court held it
had the right to reverse prize court
decislons and that “thers  was 1o
doubt of the jorisdiction of am in-
ternational tribunal to review the de-
cisions of the prize courts of the
United States, where the parties al-
leging themselves grieved had prose-
cuted their appeals to the court of
last resort. :

Great Britain repHed that “while
these acts of they German govern-
ment continue (*“sinking neantral as
well as British merchant ships, ir-
respective of destination or origin of
cargo, and without proper regard for
safety of- pa , it seems
neither reaponable nor just that His
Majesty's government should be
pressed (o abandon the rights
claimed in the British note, * '* =
and to allow goods from Germany to
pass through waters effectively pa-
trolled by British ships of war."

Great Britaln offers, however, to
make a special examination in the
Neches case, if hardship has heen
inflicted.

Values in Tick-Infested and Tick-

Washington, D. C., Aug. §.—After
an eight months’ fight, the foot and
mouth disease has been practically
stamped out and the danger of an-
other-great destructive animal plague
averted. For this the country has
reason to be thankful, for, American
vy stock already wuffers from dis-
eage to an extent of which few per-
gons are fully aware: Hog cholera,
tuberculosis and the catile tick cause
a nanimal loss to the eountry which
reaches ‘so high into the millions of
dollarg that it is almost impoasible
even for trained statisticlans to es-
timate it. The direct loss in deaths
cam, ba computed with reasonable ‘ac
curacy, but the indirect losses which
agricultare in all its branches suf-
fera whenever and wherever there is
a. pearcity of stock cannot be regk-
oned at all. : R,

Hog cholera and tuberculosis pre-
vail throughout the country; eatile
ticks are confined to one sectlon—
the Bouth. . Hog cholera and tuber-
culogis present: problema which acl-
ence hag not: yet thoroughly solved;
cattle ticks already have been elim-
fnated in An area of more than 253,-
285 sgquare miles and can be elimin-
ated in the rest of the infested ter-
ritory whenever the neople really de-
termine to Fid themselves of the pest.

1t i3 ‘no‘secret that the amount of
live stock in the country by no means
has kept pace MWith’ the growtn of
population. The price of meat has
risen steadily and the future of the
country's supply has become a mat-
‘tar of grave concernm.

Greater production of live stock
upon the farms undoubtedly would
Eo far toward solvipg the problem.
This is eapecially true of the South.
In an estimate gquoted recently by the
Becreiary of Agriculture, it waa atat-
ed that the average farm home in
eorgis produced less than one-twelfth
of a beef in the course of B year
for ‘esch person op it  Instead ‘of
produncing beef to sell to the rest of
the country, the South importa much
of what is consumed.

Embarge omn Shipment of Hides
To prevent an epidemie of char-
bon throughout the state, the Loufsi-
ana State Board of Health, through
ita ‘president, Dr.: Oscar - Dowling,
Tuesday morning placed an embarge
on the shipment of hides from
Cameron, Csaleasien, 8t. Mary and
Vermillion parishes, 1 P

The action of the State Board is a
result of many complaints that have
come to that office fo the sffect that
shipments of hides from animals dy-
ing from charbon are being made’ '

Notices were sent to all trans-
portation companies operating in
Louisiana warning them against re-
ceiving any hide or hides from pointe
within the four parishes, or outside
thereof, unlesg the hides have at-
tached a certificate from the parish
health officer, the municipal health
officer, or a reputable veterinarian
recognized by the Lounisiama State
Live Stock Board, showing that the
animal or animals from which they
:ere taken did not die from char-

on.
Parish Health Officers Notified.

A copy of a letter forwarded to
Dr. B. 0. Carter of Creole, Dr. J. 8.
Scott at West Lake, Dr. J. W. Mc-
Clellan at Morgan City and Dr. C. J.
\Edwards at Abbeville, all parish
{health officers, notifying them of the
action of the board, was miso sent
Dr. E.' P. Flower, secretary of the
State Live Stock Board, asking their
co-operation.
