Mrs. dohn T. Meehan, ttate Chair-
man of the Woman Surages Party of
Louisiana, and Mrs. Joe Reid both
of New Orleans, addiressd an audi-
ence composed of a score of women
and three men at the high school
auditorium here on Wednesday af-
ternoon.

The speakers were introduced by
Judge Lancaster, who, in a few well-
phrased remarks, aermed his faith
in woman's moral right to the bal-
lot; but was unwilling to concede
her the right to hold omee.

Mrs. Meehan,, the orat speaker,
consumed exactly twenty minutes in
her plea for eaual rights, presenting
her arguments in a voice that was
gentle and eoneliat-ry, rather than
contentious. Her speeeh was "lard-
ad with many and several sorts of
reasons" in proof of woman's quali-
fications for the f ur duties of eiti-
senship, which are: to pay t~es,
bear arms (or give qeivalent- service
in time of war), serve on Juries, and
vote.

Mrs. Reid followed "Mrs. Meehan In
a humorous, breesy presentation of
the eanse, turaing her predicamen-
of being an uneonranehised taxpayer
and head of a family to good use ir
her plea for sufmage.

"Believing that women as well. as
men should vote, we hereby join the
Woman Suffrage Party of Loulsiana
with the understanding that it is non
partisan in character, and that this
act does not interfere with dAr regu-
lar political smllations."

PROIIBITION LOST IN KEN-
TUCKY.

Democratic Convention Pavors Con-
tImnig Local Option Low.

Louisville, Ky., Sept. 1.-The Ken-
tucky Democratic convention tonight
declared itself against state wide pro-
hlbition and for continuing the local
option liquor law.

The convention endorsed President
Wilson's administration and declared
in favor of his renomination in 1916.

"Our great president has been call-
ed upon to solve the most grave and
serious problems which have ever
faced any executive in this genera-
tion and his patience, strength and
superb statesmanship have deserved
and received the conddence and ap-
proval of 'his countrymen and the
admiration of the world," the resolu-
tion declared.

The convention pledged the party
to further a constitutional amend-
ment permitting convict labor on
public roads and eliminating, the
prison contract system; to changes
in the State taxation system; to edu-
cation reforms and extensions and
an anti-pass law; a workmen's-com-
pensation act, anti-trust laws and a
corrupt practices act.
