Durtag the recent eastern cam-
pagnanone of the great arguments
advanwd against suffrage was that

the ballot cannot help women's
iages, Touar suffrage states and no
onu-sedrage statess have a State-

wide law requiring that women
teachers in the public schools. shll
treeive equal pay when they do equal
work. Colorado has a minimtupl
ea5ir law for teachers, requiring
thataq teacher shall be paid less
than $50 a month. It the locality
esanot !afford to pay so much, the
state makes it up. Colorado is the
only state having this law.

Fous suffrage states, California,
Oregon Washington and Kansas,
have compulsory minimum wage leg-
slatito~for women. The powers of
the M auchusetts Minimum Wage
Commin sion are only advisory. In
Utah $he law requires that no girl
under i8 shall be paid less than r75
cents a day; no adult learner or ap-
preatie less than 90 cents a day;
and natesperlenced woman less than
$1.25 9 day. In Massachusetts any
starvatton wage is legal.
