The Supreme Court afirmed the
decision of the California court in-
terpreting the federal expatriation
law of 1907 as constitutionally ap-
plicable to women who continue to
Mve in the United Statea alter mar-
rying foreigners as well as those Who
‘marry forelgners and live abroad.

The case was brought by Mre. E.
C. Mackenzie, who was denied reg-
4stry by San Francisco election of-
ficials because she married a sub-
joct of Great Britain.

Gordon Mackenzie, it was -an-
monnced later, however, will, for his
wife’s sake, renounce his British ¢it-
izenship and become a sitizen of the
United States.

WOMENX AND NIGHT WORK.

Of the thirty-seven states where
women caunot vote for members of
the Legislature very few have pro-
hibited night work for women, only
three, unless some recent change has
been made in the law, and yet many
of the eleven ptates where women
wote for members of the Legislature
is an Industrial state, and the need
of a law forbidding night work has
not yet become pressing. Very few
women in the suffrage states are en-
gaged In night work.

°  As s matter of fact, there is more
night work by women in Massachn
getts than in any suffrage state.
Here night work is forbidden in some
kinds of labor, but not in others.

New Orleans, Jan, 7 —The BSiate
suffrage convention will meet Janu-
ary 27-28 in Shreveport, when It is
expected that many local suffragists
will attend and also many [rom cities
and towns of the state.
