Stretch of 2000 Feet Being Capped
By Forces Under Schoen-

burger.

New Orleans, Feb. 25.-The back-
water from the Arkansas has reached
the lower end of Concordia pa.ish,
at Black Hawk, about 130 miles be-
low the Buck Ridge break. The
gauge there has risen .25 of a foot
in twenty-four hours. The back-
water from Buck Ridge has about
reached Red river and will also soon
be pouring back into the Mississippi.
Bougere is eight miles arbove, on the
Mississippi river, and the lower levee
system ends around there. In 1912
and 1913 the combined waters back-i
ed up as high as Bougere and swept
aound the end of the levee line.
With the Arkansas, Red and Missis-
sippi combining their floods the

THE AMERICAN HIGHWAY AS.
AOCIATION.

Washington, D. C., Feb. 16.--I
the Senate pass the Shackleford bill,
which got through the House by aB clean majority of 200, the $25,000,-

1 000 appropriation provided in the
bill out of the public trelsu:y to aid
in the construction of post roads
will not be immediately avpilable for
the use of the Senate in road con-
struction. The apportionment and
distribution of the money will be un-
der the direction of the Sec:etary of
Agriculture on ccnditions which ha
will prescribe. The mcney will not
be shoveled out of the treasury "just
so" to ple se the constituencies of
any Representative or Senator or
particular group of Representativer
or Senators who may have been most
active in the enactment of the law.
and the man with the largest shove!
will not get for that reason the big-
gest share of the fund. Other thingr
being equal the s'ates with well or-
g-n'zed highway departments will be
preferred in the distribution, the law
assuming that the states which h've
provided for the constructicn of pub-
lic roads under compe'ent directi.r:
can be most safely en'rusted with
the disposition of- the fund appor-
tioned by the Congress at Wash'ng-
ton.

The states must first make appli-
cation to the secretary of ag: iculture
for aid in the construction of an`-
rural post road, the secretary must
determine whether or not t~e appli-
cation falls within the provisions o'
the bill and if the applicaticn Is ap-
proved by him the road must be bui:t
uonl plans and soeclflcat:ons approy
ed by him and within such estimater
as to cost as in his judgment woun'
be fair and reasonable. In order
that the government get what it pays
for the secretary will b- required tc
inspect through its agents the quali-
ty of construceion and tn no case
can he pay less than 30 per cent nor
more than 50 per cent of the reason-
able cost of construction and main.
tenance of any rural post road. -
will be seen, therefore, taft the Fed-
eral Treasury will be securely guard-
ed in the expenditure of the good
roads fund and that this fhnd w'll
roads fund and that this fund will
emergencies. This is the first ste-
towards taking the public roads and
their biuld!ngs, maintenance and ad-
m'nis'rat'cn out of politics, the bane
of all efforts heretofore made look-
ing to the permanent imrovement
of the highw'ys of the cpuntry.

Not only will the secretary of ag-
riculture direct the apportionment
and distribution of the Federal aid
fund and designate the roads for im-
provement; but he wil' pass upon
the character of roads that sh'll be
constructed, and this is a most Im-
portant element in the whole prob
lem., There are in the United
States about 2,240.000 miles of pub-
lic roads; but it is not intended or
.desired or necessary that they shou'd
all be constructed- of the sa,me ma-
terials or on the same plan. They
must be surveyed and located by
competent eng'neers so that the-•
give the best service to ,he t-a"'e
they must be drained so as to mak"
them avaIlable for use in all cundi
tions of weather, they must be grad-
ed and surfa,ced and provIded wit1

bridges and culve:-ts, and thhy ous'"
to be of standard wiltb: but the-
c-nnot be and need not be cnat-UCt-
ed of the same mzteria!s.
