Said bonds shall be signed by -the
Mayor and the Secretary-Treasurer of
the City of Shreveport, and counter-
signed by the Commissioners of Ac-
counts and Finances, and the couponsshall have the fac-simile signatures
of the Mayor and Secretary-Treasurer.
In case any such officer whose signa-
ture or counter-signature, who ap-
pears on such bond or coupon, shall
cease to be such officer before deliv-
ery of said bond or coupon to the pur-
chaser, such signature or counter-sig-
nature shkll nevertheless be valid, for
all purposes.

Section 4. The principal and Inter-
est of all bonds authorized by this
amendment shall be payable in gold
coin of the United States of America
or its equivalent, of the standard
weight and fineness at the time of the
issuance thereof, and shall be exempt
from all forms of taxation.

Section 5. The full faith and credit
of the City of Shreveport are pledged
for the payment of principal and in-
terest of all bonds issued under this
amendment. The principal and inter-
est of all bonds authorized and to be
issued under this amendment shall be
paid out of tax which shall be levied
annually by the City Council of
Shreveport, upon all taxable property
in said city, sufficient to provide for
the payment of the principal and in-
terest of said bonds as they respective-
S become due. T.he tax so levied is to
be in excess of the general and special
taxes provided for elsewhere in this
Constitution. and is not to be affected
by nor to affect the limitations else-
where contained in the Constitution
as to the issuance of bonds, and the
levying of taxes by municipalities.

Section 6. The provisions hereof
are self-operative, and the City Coun-
cil of Shreveport may by ordinance
carry them into effect.

Be it further enacted, etc., That the
amendment proposed by this Act
shall be submitted to the electors of
the State for their approval or rejec-
tion at the Congressional election to
be held on the first Tuesday after the
first Morday tn the month of Novem-
ber, 1916: and there shall be printed
on the official ballot to be used in said
el'ction the words, "For the ploposed
anietidmnl:it to the ('onstitution of the
State ou Louislana Dprvidlag for the
funding of certain debts of the City of
Shreveport," and the words, "Against
the proposed amendment to the Con-
stitution of the State of Louisiana pro-
viding for the funding of certain debts
of the City of Shreveport:" and each
elector shall indicate on the ballot cast
by him whether he votes for or
against the proposed amendment.

tion or rejection, at the Congressional
election to be held on the first Tues-
day after the first Monday in the
month of November, 1916, as follows:

Article 48. The General Assembly
shall not pass any local or special law
on the following specified subjects:

For the opening and conducting of
elections, or fixing or changing the
place of voting.

Changing the names of persons.
Changing the venue in civil or crim-

inal cases.
Authorizing the laying out, opening,

closing, altering or maintaining roads,
highways, streets or alleys, or relating
to ferries and bridges, or in-
corporating, bridge or ferry companies,
except for the erection of bridges
crossing streams which form bounda-
ries )between this and any otsher State.

*,dthorizing the adoption of legitl-
mation of children or the emancipa-
tion of minors.

Granting divorces.
Changing the law of descent or sue-

.ession.
Affecting the estates of minors or

persons under disabilities.
Remitting fines, penalties. and for-

feitures, or refunding moneys legally
paid into the treasury.

Authorizing the construction of
street passenger railroads in any In-
corporated town or city.

Regulating labor, trade, manufac-
turing or agriculture.

Creating corporations, or amending,
renewing. extending, or explaining the
charters thereof: provided, this shall
not apply to municipal corporations
having a population of not less than
twenty-five hundred inhabitants, or
to the organization of levee districts
and parishes, river improvement dis-
tricts, harbor improvement districts
and navigation districts.

Granting to any corporation, assocl-
atlon or individual any special or ex-
clusive right, privilege or immunity.

Extending the time for assessment
of or collection of taxes, or for the re-
lIlet of any assessor or collectors of
taxes from the performance of his of-
ficial duties. of of his suretles for
liability: nor shall any such law or
ordinance be passed by any political
corporation of the State.

A JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to the Con-

stitution of 1918 authorizing and em-
powering the Board of Control of the
State Penitentiary, or its successors,
to fund its indebtedness and issue
notes therefor, serially or otherwise,
not exceeding Pour Hundred Thou-
sand Dollars, and at a rate of inter-
est not exceeding Ave per centum
per annum, payable semi-annually,
and for a term not exceeding fifteen
years, and empowering the General
Assembly to provide the methods of
carrying this amendment into effect.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the Gen-

eral Assembly of the State of Louis-
iana, two-thirds of all the members
elected to each House concurring, hat
the following amenrdment to the Con-
stitution of the State of Louisiana,
adopted in November, 1913. be submit-
ted to the duly qualified electors at
the Congressional election to be helt
on the first Tuesday after the firs'

Monday in November, 1918, for their
ratlfcation or rejection:

"The Board of Control of the State
Penitentiary, or its suecessor or syc-
cessors in office, is hereby authorised
and empowered to incur debt, issue in-
terest bearing notes in serials or other
form for a term not to exceed fiftee.l
years, to the amount of Four Hundred
Thousand Dollars. at a rate of interest
not exceeding five per cent per annum,
payable semi-annually, for the purpose
of funding and retiring its floating
and other outstanding indebtedness.
and is authorized to secure same by
mortgage on any or all of its real es-
tate, and the faith and credit of the
State of Louisiana is hereby pledged
to guarantee the payment of 'aid obli-
gations and the interest thereon, but
the Board of Control or its successor
shall be required to pay same out of
its own revenues and earnings, and
only when the same are exhausted
shall the State make good the residue.
The General Assembly shall pass the
necessary enabling act to carry this
amendment into effect, and Act No.
137 of the Acts of 1916 on this sub-
ject matter is hereby approved for this
purpose."

Section 2. Be it further resolved.
etc.. That the Secretary of State be
and he is authorized to have printed
on the official ballot to be voted in
November, 1916. the words, "For the
amendment to the Constitution fund-
ing the debt of the Penitentiary

JOINT RESpLUTION
Proposing an amendment to Article

One Hundred and Twenty-nine (129)
of the Constitution, relative to fees.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the Gen-

eral Assembly of the State of Louis-
iana. two-thirds of all the members
elected to each House concurring, That
an amendment to Article One Hundred
and Twenty-nine (129) of the Consti-
tution of the State of Louisiana be
submitted to the qualified electors of
the State for their approval or rejec-
tion at the Congressional election to
be held on the first Tuesday next fol-
lowing the first Monday in November,
1916. said proposed amendment to be
as follows:

"Article 129. The General Assem-
bly shall provide a general fee and
cost bill to regulate the fees and costs
to be charged for the services of sher-
iffs, clerks and recorders, justices of
the peace, constables and coroners, in
all civil matters; from which compen-
sation for the services of said officials
may be provided according to law.
Salarips may be fixed for said officials.
and if the fees and costs collected by

them exceed such salaries, such ex-
cess may be disposed of according to
law. The General Assembly may pro-
vide in all civil cases for the service
of process and pleadings by litigants
themselves.

Acts No. 142 and No. 143 of the Gen-
eral Assembly of 1916, on this subject
matter, shall go Into effect as statutes
of the State on July 1, 1917.

Section 2. Be it further resolved,
by the General Assembly of the State
of Louisiana. two-thirds of all the
members elected to each House con-
curring, That the omfoal ballot to be
used at said election shall have print-
ed thereon the following words: "For
the proposed amendment to Article
129 of the Constitution of the State of

Proposing an amendment to Artiojes
215 and 226 of the Constitution rela-
tive to assessment and taxation.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the

General Assembly of the State of Lou-
isiana. two-thirds of all the members
elected to each House concurring,
That an amendment to Articles 225
and 226 of the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana be submitted to the
qualified electors 9f the State for their
approval or rejection at the Congres-
sional election to be held on the first
Tuesday next following the first Mon-
day in November, of 1916, said pro-
posed amendment to be as follows:

"Article 225. Taxation shall be
equal and uniform throughout the ter-
ritorial limits of the authority levying
the tax, and property shall be taxed
in a manner directed by law; provided
that the valuation of property for the
assessment of State taxes, levied by
the General Assembly and by this
Constitution, may be different from
the valuation fixed for all other pur-
poses; provided, further, the assess-
ment c' all property shall never ex-
ceed the actual cash value thereof;.
and provided, further, that the taxpay-
ers shall have the right of testing the
correctness of their assessments be-
fore the courts of justice.

"Article 226. There shall be and is
hereby created a Board of State Af-
fairs whose duty it shall be to assess,
for State purposes, all taxable prop-
erty throughout the State of Louis-
ians. It shall have such other author-
ity relative to State assessment, budg-
et, income and expenditure as may be
conferred upon it by the General As-
sembli.

6! three iemii fE Wtb shaihr •i -ip-
pointed by the Goveroot for such
terms as may be azed by the General
Assembly. The hoard shall enter upon
its duties es a•Ltlry 1, 1917.

140, of the General Assembly for the
year 1916, on this subjeot matter, shall
go into effect as a statute of the State,
on the first day of January, 1917."

JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to the Con-

stitution of the State of Louisiana.
Whereas, the City of New Orleans is

at present exposed to storm damage
and floods, and it is highly advisable
and necessary for said city to have
more adequate protection therefrom
than can at present be secured 4ander
existing laws. Therefore, in order to
promote the public safety, health,
comfort and convenience:

Section 1. Be it resolved by the
General Assembly of the State of Lou-
isiana, two-thirds of all the members
elected to each House concurring, that
the following amendment to the Con-
stitution of the State be submitted to
the qualified electors of the State for
their adoption or rejection at the Con-
gressional election to be held on the
first Tuesday after the first Monday
in November, 1916., as follows:

(a) The Board of Levee Commis-
siloners of the Orleans Levee District
is hereby empowered to construct and
haintain levees and embankments
along, over and in the bed of Lake
Pontchartrain, at such distance from
the present shore line as the said
Board may determine, not to exceed
twenty-five hundred (2,500) feet from
the present shore line, and along and

,on' the shores adjacent thereto, and
along the canals connecting therewith,
and in such other places in the Par-
ish of Orleans and the adjacent par-
ishes as the Board may determine,
said levees and embankments to be of
such height, width, slope, design and
character of material as the said
Board may determine, and to protect
said levees and embankments with
such pilings, revetments or walls as
it may deem proper.

(b) To enable said Board to per-
form said work and for the purpose
thereof, the Board is hereby given a
right of way over and use of all pub-
lic lands, including such portions of
the water bottom of said lake as it
may deem necessary. It is also given
the right to acquire, by donation, pur-
chase, expropriation or appropriation,
all private lands or other property in
such territory in the Parish of Or-
leans and adjoining parishes as the
said Board now has authority and ju-
risdiction over under this amendment,
and under existing laws, and which
the said Board may deem necessary or
e•pedient for any of the purposes of
said Board, and to pay therefor in the
same manner as the said Board now
pays for property taken by it on the
Mississippi River front in the parish
of Orleaas.

Sectiqn 2. Be it further resolved,
etc., that the ofmcal ballot to be used
at such election shall have printed
thereon the words: "For the proposed
amendment to the Constitution, au-
thorizing the Board of Levee Commis-
sioners of the Orleans Levee District
to make certain constructions along
Lake Pontchartrain and elsewhere,"
and the words, "Against the proposed
amendment to the Constitution au-
thorising the Board of Levee Com-
missioners of the Orleans Levee Dis-
trict to make certain constructions
along Lake Pontchartrain and else-
where." And each elector shall indi-
cate his vote on the proposed amend-
ment as provided in the general elec-
tion laws of the State.

kept for public inspection, books
in which shall be recorded the
amount of capital stock subscrib-
ed, the names of the owners of stock.
the amount owned by them, respec-
tively, the amount of stock paid in,
and by whom, the transfers of said
stock, with the date of transfer, the
amount of its assets and liabilities,
the flames and places of residence of
its officers. All public service corpo-
rations organized under the laws of
the State of Louisiana shall maintain
in this State, in charge of one or more
of the general officers of such com-
pany, their general offices for the op-
efation and conduct of the business
of such corporation."

Section 2. Be it further resolved,
etc., That this proposed amendment be
submitted to the qualified voters of
the State of Louisiana for adoption or
rejection at the Congressional elec-
tion to be held on the first Tuesday
next following the first Monday in
November, 1916.

Be' it enacted by the General Assem-

bly of the State of Louisiana, two-
thirds of all the members elected to
each branch thereof concurring. That,
subject to the ratification and approv-
al of the electors of this State, the
Constitution of the State be amended
by Incorporating therein the following
provisions, to-wit:

Section 1. That every Municipal
Corporation, Parish or Ward, when au-
thorized to do so by a majority in
number and amount of the property
taxpayers of said Municipal Corpora-
tion, Parish or Ward, qualified as elec-
tors under the Constitution and laws
of this State, voting at an election
held for that purpose, notice of which
election having been published for
thirty days in the official journal of
the said Municipal Corporation or
Parish, or, if there is no official jour-
nal, in a journal published thereti.
may assess and levy a tax upon the
taxable property assessed in said Mu-
nicipal Corporation. Parish or Ward,
the proceeds of which is to be used
for the purchase and improvements of
grounds and for premium awards for
the Municipal, Parish or Ward fairs.
Provided, that this tax shall not ex-
'ceed one mill upon the assessed valu-
ation of the property within said Mu-
nicipal Corporation. Parish or Ward,
and provided, further, that said tax
shall not run for a period exceeding
ten years.

Section 2. That the City of Shreve-
port, or Parish of Caddo, when author-
ized in the manner set forth in the
preceding section, may levy and assess
the tax provided for in said section
and use the proceeds therefrom for
the benefit of the State Fair of Lou-
isiana, located in said City of Shreve-
port.

Section 3. That resident women tax
payers may vote in the election herein
provided for in person or by proxy.

Section 4. That the Police Juries of
the several parishes and the Councils
of the several municipalities, upon pe-
tition of one-fourth of the property
owners and tax payers of any parish,
ward or municipality, shall call the
election herein provided for.

Section 5. That the amendment pro-
vided by this act shall be submitted
to the electors of the State for their
approval or rejection at the Congres-
sional election to be held on the first
Tuesday after the first Monday in the
month of November, 1916, and there
shall be printed on the official ballot
to be used in said election the words:
"For the proposed amendment to the

Article 133. The Civil District Court
shall have exclusive and general orig-
inal probate jurisdiction, and exclu-
sive original civil jurisdiction, in all
cases where the amount in dispute or
the funds to be distributed shall ex-
ceed one hundred dollars, exclusive of
Interest; and exclusive jurisdiction in
suits by married women for separa-
tion of property, in suits for separa-
tion from bed and board, for divorce,
for nullity of 'marriage, or for inter-
diction, and in suits involving title to
immovable property, or to office or
other public position, or civil or polit-
ical rights; and in all other cases, ex-
cept as hereinafter provided, where no
specific amount is in contest, and of
all proceedings for the appointment of
receivers or liquidators to corpora-
tlons or partnerships. And said court
shall have authority to issue all such
writs, process and orders as may be
necessary or proper for the purpose of
the jurisdiction herein conferred upon
Sit. The judges of said Court en Banc
shall have control over the Judicial
Expense Fund for the Parish of Or-
leans, accruing and accrued, and to
this efid shall fix and regulate, from
time to time, the number of deputies
and employees of the offices of the
Clerk of the Civil District Court, and
City Courts, Register of Conveyances

Recorder of Mortgages of said
Parish, and their expenses, and also
shall have power to fix the tariff of
costs and charges to be paid for offi-
cial services, which shall not exceed
in any respect the tariRs now fixed by
law, in said offices, which are paid
into, and constitute said fund. Due
publication of which tariff, when
made, shall be given. They shall have
power to determine whether any
amounts from said fund, or its excess,
shall be devoted to the expense of tak.
inag testimony by short hand and to
regulate and provide fer the same.
The judges of said court shall each re- I
ceive an additional annual salary of
one thousand dollars, payable monthly,
on their own warrant, which shall be
payable out of this fund; and provided,
further, that the said judges shall be
authorized to contribute out of said
surplus fund, to the embellishment
and maintenance of the court house.

wharf, shed and other port dues.

JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to the Con-

stitution of 1913 by amending and
re-enacting Article 37t thereof.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the

General Assembly of the State of Lou-
isiana. two-thirds of all 'the mem-
bers elected to each House concurring,
That the following amendhaent to the
Constitution be submitted to the qual-
ified electors of the State for their
adoption or rejection at the Congres-
sional election to be held on the first
Tuesday after the first Monday in the
month- of November, 1916, as follows:

Article 287 of the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana of 1913 is hereby
amended and re-enacted to read as
follows, to-wit:

Article' 287. Until otherwise provid-
ed by law, the members of the Conm-
mission shall each reoeive a salary of
three thousand dollars per annum,
payable monthly on his own warrant,
and their actual traveling expenses,
and those of their secretary; which
expenses and the salary of the secre-
tary shall be paid on the warrant of
the chairman of the Commlesion on.a
sworn statement of their correotness

Nothing herein shall prevent rail-
road, express,, telegraph, telephone
and steamboat or other water
craft, or other companies, from
serving free of cost, or at re-
duced ra'e, the State or any ety,.
parish or town government, or any
charitable purpose, or the issuance er
exposition, or any destitute or indi-
gent person, or the issuance of mile-
age or excursion tickets; nor to pre-
vent railroads, steamboats or other
water craft from giving free transper-
tation to ministers of religion, or in-
mates of hospitals, or to railroad ffi-
cers, agents, employes attorneym,
stockholders or directors, or to ofi-
cers and employes of the departments
or institutions of this State. estab-
lished and created for the dissemina-
tion of knowledge relating to mlen-
tific agriculture; provided, that said
ofecers and employes of agricultural
departments and institutions use such
free transportation solely in the dis-
charge of their official duties.

Section 2. Be it further resolved,
etc.. That the official ballot to be used
at said election shall have printed
thereon the words, "For the proposed
amendment to the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana, amending and re-
enacting Article 127 thereof," and the
words. "Against the proposed amend-
ment to the Constitution of the State
of Louisiana amending and re-enact-
ing Article 287 thereof." Each elec-
tor shall indicate, as provided by the
general election laws of the State,
whether he votes for or against the
proposed amendment.

SCHOOL BOARD PROCEEDINGS.

(Continued from last week.)
The following letter was read:

'Slidell, La., Sept. 19, 1916.
Superintendent Elmer E. Lyon, Cov-

ington, Louisiana:
My Dear Mr. Lyon: 9
Anticipating the meeting of the

Parish School Board to-morrow we 1
are writing' to give a definite idea of l
conditions at the Slidell High School. i

Our enrollment to-day is almost
identical with the total cnrollment
of last session and last session's en-
rollment was very transitory in its
nature. While we enrolled 487
)upils during the course of the ses-
sion, there were never over 410 to
420 in actual attendance. At the
mdost crowded period then conditions
were not quite favorable to good
work. We have compromised with
conditions since the beginning of the
session a year ago-over-crowding
nearly all of the grades in order to
keep down expense as far 3s possible.

We have now 485 pupils in attend-
ance and 415 desks for their accom-
modation. Each of the twelve
rooms occupied is full to its capacity
and the means taken to care for the
situation has been the placing of the
140 most elementary pupils iif the
lowest two rooms, thus making 70
for each teacher and giving eaoh of
these two primary teachers 35 in the
morning and 35 in the afternoon.
To sum up, 340 children In the Sli-
jell school get full day sessions and
140 get half day sessions. If condi-
tions are not changed during the year
we cun expect to have the nunrber on
ha:f sessions increased by fully 35
beginners in February and the num-
ber getting whole days reduced to
305. At the present rate of increase,
unless facilities are increased, the
whole elementary department of the
Slidell school will be working on the
divided day within three years.

Such a condition of affairs would
be intolerable and we hope that par-
ish finances are not so ltmirted as t.
make such draeit retrenchmenta
necessary. To keep up with the
present rate of growth in the Slidell
school will require the addition of
two teachers at this time and prob-
ably only onea at the miLdle of the
ses•on This egtimate is very son-

that it will sutlice it any strong eltort
is made m this community tu secure
enforcement of the compu,.ory at-
tendance law.

IWe have made the most of our
resources to meet the conuitions as
we found them until our esteemed
director should return to apass upon
our needs. We have a maaesaift so-
lution that will have to last it there
is no solution to be founl in the ad-
dition of rooms and equipment.

The rooms on half cay session had
to have their school day iengthened
'to 4 o'clock in order to have equal
sessions in morning and afternoon.
There are two sucu rooms needing
such accommodation at tais time.
Then, again, the high school depart-
ment has such a long program that
two teachers and part time of the
principal were inadeguate fore the
nearing of s.d the ldssons before h
o'c.oci. hlence, the time of the ,pp-
per tour grades had to be stretched
out to 4 o'clock closing also.

Without play facilities larger than
we possess, without vacant rooms to
occupy when it is raining and with
'the very small play ground we have
availaule it seemed tnat businesslike
school administration could not coun-
,tenance the dismissal of all the
grades between the first two and the
last four an, hour earlier than the
others. Those dismissed in many in-
stances have ,larger brothers or sis-
ters in the high school department
or smaller 'brothers or sisters in the
primary department for ;whom they
are required to wait. Their unoccu-
pied time about the school premises
would be a menace to good discip-
line. It is true, of course, that their
teachers could hold them in the
rooms until the later dism:issal but
when the teacher is going to that
much extra labor, why not give all
of the pupils in the rooms the extra
time and give it to them in well dis-
tributed study periods?

We have acted upon that line of
thought and a s a result have the
school far better organized than last
year from a dh.ciplinary standpoint.
kupills leave', the grounids quite
promptly after their later dismissal.
They are not to be found loitering
on the way home. Last year we had
little troubles concerning quarrels on
the way to pupil's homes that we
seldom have witn the later closing.

I should like very much to make
the later ciosng hour a permanent
feature in the tlidell school but I
feel that I should be considered un-
just by the teachers in my charge ft,
alone in St. Tammany, we should in-
sist on the later closing hour unless
we could somewhat increase the
scale of pay for our grade teachers.
It is a notorious fact that prices for
aboard range about $5.00 per month
higher in Slidell than in other parts
of the parish. For the extra service
we are securing in the Slidell High
Schooi I feel that our teachers in the
elementary grades should receive an
additional $5.00 per month. This
would also tead to compensate them
somewhat for the greater expense to
be faced for their room and board.

MAt this time we have two half
rooms on the third floor that are
not well lighted but can be used for
class rooms. I recommend that they
pose. This will give all the pupils
in the Sildell school full day sessions
until the middle of January. Later
additions can be considered as need
l'or them arises.

On SePt. 6, Dr. J. F. Polk, City'Physilian, examined the boys' toilet

and ordered the removal of the urin-
al which was not properly installed
and has become quite uneanitary.
The plumber will instal two enamel-
ed ironJ oughs today and tear out
the old slate drain. The troughs
will be placed in the lean-to shed at

the east side of the building. This
work and equipment will cost about
$50.00.

Last session we were unable to
offer science conjees requiring lab-
oratory equipmenit because our ap-
paratus had beenso poorly oared for
that it had few pieces of usable
equipment. The physics and botany
classes will require apparatus to
properly handle the courses and this
equipment will cost bet far from
$250. This estimate is very con-
eervative. Scientific equipment has
advanced greatly in price owing tao
difficulty of importation.

We urgently petition the furnish-
lug of the two available classrooms,
the anticipation of th money from
the police Jury for early installaltion
of laboratory e.ppur: tus, and some ac-
tion in the interest of our elementary
depa. tment teachers to the end that
we may justly maihitain our longer
schedule.
