A A e T R L L T e T T
ORDINANCE NO. 66.

The followilng ordinance was of-
fered by E. Frederick:

An ordipance prohibiting any per-
son, firm or corporation from driv-
ing any automobile or motor ve-
hicte upon the public streets or al-
leyways of the Town of Covington,
and within the corporate limits
thereof, with what is kuown as the
cut-out open, or the exhaust pipc
disconnected from the mutller;
algo prohibiting the same when
such sutomobile or motor vehicle
is standing on the public streets
or alleyways thercof,

Sestion One—Be it ordained by
the Town Counell of the Town of
Covington, in regular session con-
vened, That on and after the lst day
of January, 1918, it shall be unlaw-
ful for any person, firm or corpora-
tion to drive amy automobile or mo-
tor vehicle upon the public streets or
alleyways of the Town of Covington
with what is known as the cut-out
open, or with the exhaust pipe dis-
connected in any other mapner [rom
the mufler thercof, or to permit the
same to remain open, or to allow
such condition to exist while any
such automohile or motor vehicle 1s
standing upon the streets or alley-
ways of said town, while the engine
thereot 13 in motion.

Section Two—DBe It further or-
dalned, ete., That any persom, firm
or corporation, through his or its

. agent, or otherwise, violating any of
the provislons of this ordinance,
shall ba deemecd guilty of a misde-
meanor, and upon trinl and convic-
tion, shall be fined not more than
$50.00, ar be imprisoped, subject to
work on the public strects, not more
than thirty days, or both, as the
court may In its diseretion deem
proper.

Section Three—DBe it further or-
dained, etc., That all ordinances or
paris of ordinances in conflict here-
with, be and the same are hereby
repealed,
