There never was a man strong enough to override public sentiment.

In peace, this attempt is always followed by humiliation. In times of

war it means not only humiliation, but ostracism and contempt-the liv-
ing of a life compared to which solitary confinement is a Garden of Eden.

Most men prefer to die rather than face such a condition. The criminal
in his cell may have the love of his family and the fidelity of true friends,
but the man who loves money better than his country, who is willing to
let the soldier hustle for himself without food and clothing, who puts the
profits of war-made business in his pocket and will not share in any of
the adversities of war, will face the withering contempt of the soldiers
who return after tne war and the widows and orphans who will be with us.
lie will suffer all the tortures of a Benedict Arnold, but instead of being
unknown in a foreign land he will be out in the open light of recognition
where every linger may point at him. This is not the overdrawn imagery
of enthusiasm. If any one believes so, let him look into the faces of the
masses who gather around the speaker who is talking of the war. Watch
when the applause deafens the ear and when hisses and stern countenances
recall the resentment and brutal instincts dormant in the human body,
the madness that kills and drags limb from 'body-the brute that is in us
all when reason is drowned by the flood of impetuous indignation that
swallows up all thought except the dominating peak that caps even self
interest-watch these faces and ask yourself if you would like to be a
profiteer with tlood money laid up in bank while your soldiers cry for
food and clothing and arms to fight with.

This drive will bring out more money than people thought St. Tam-
many parish could dig up under any circumstance. At a little committee
meeting preliminary to the drive, held in Covington, $42,000 was con-
tributed by twenty people for their business and families. There will be
a few people who will not be able to take more than $5.00 worth of
stamps, and these people may be just as patriotic as those who took $1000.
It is not the amount you give that shows your patriotism; it is whether
you are willing to go the limit. If you can go the $1000 limit, then your
patriotism is no: unlimited unless you do that. If your limit is fifty cents,
and you give that, then your patriotism is 100 per cent. But don't be
deceived into believing that you can fool the people. If you are able to
give more and do not do so, the people will judge you as a slacker and a
profiteer, and even if you have invested a neat little sum in stamps, your
failure to do your whole duty will not allow you to hold your head high
and feel that you can breathe the air of freedom in the pride of full per-
formed duty-that you can shake the hand of the soldier and the soldier's
widow as one who has helped to fight the battle like a true soldier and
patriot.
