+as possible, In the face of this, the Council of Defense of Si. Tammany
! parish, in line with other parishes, has determined that all idlers shall be
put to work. Wherever they are foulid to congregate, white or biack, tney
, will be subject Lo arrest under the vagrancy law, and Judge Carter, ol
the District Court, has given the Council of Defense assurance of the sup-
port of the law in such cases.

There had been numerous complaints that negroes were congregating
at the Depriest barroom in large numbers continuoualy, while it was in-
popsible to employ one of them when labor was needed, therefore it was
decided to raid that place under the vagrancy law, and Tuesday thig raid
was made, after consultation with Mayor Lacroix, and over thirty of them
{men and women) were brought before the Mayor's Court. At the same
time It was learped that witnesses wera prepased to testily that Depriest
was violating the law in selling to women and blacks and whites, while
he had only a white license. This resuited in Judge Carter being called
from his home in Franklinton and the assembling of court here Saturday,
the case being taken up immediatley. Depriest pleaded guilty and was
fined one hundred dollaras and debarred from doing further saloon bysiness,

In the case ¢f the Romano azlodn, action was awso taken, as this
place has been moat huriful in its influences, Judge Carter agroed to
hold up sentence, conditioned upnn the fulfillment of Roman’'s compli-
ance with his promise to go out of business on September 1.

This is but preliminary to action that will be taken all over the parish.
The sentiment of the people is strong against violations of the liguor laws,
and prosecations for such vlolatlons will be upheld in every community,
war conditions making it imperative that any situation reducing the op-
portunity of securing labor that should be available must be relieved.
Citizens who in times of peace were ready to overlook many things rather
than to disturb pleasant relations or create bitlerness of feeling, under
the spur of patriotism have become intolerant of everything that interferes
with the assembling of any force that may be useful in winning the war.
1t is simply a gquestion of whether you are willing to make sacrifices to
win. To-day, you are either for or against. There is no middle road.
