PROHIBITION IS
RATIFIED WHEN
SENATE AND
HOUSE VOTE

Referendum Measure De-
feated By Vote Of

69 to 41.

SEN. WARE CASTS
DECIDING VOTE

Otherwise Vote Stood the
Same, To a, Man, As

At Last Session.

Baton Rouge, Aug. 9.-The Lou-
isiana State Senate ratified the na-
tional prohibition amendment 'at 10
o'clock Tuesday night by the antici-
pated vote of 2,1 to 20, the vote of
Senator George.Wear, who was elect-
ed to fill the seat of S. J. Harper
under the special call issued by Gov-
ernor Pleasant, proving the deciding

factor. Otherwise the Senate, to a
man, voted just as it did when
ratifioation was up in the regular
session and which resulted in a tie
of 20 to 20.

The amendment went to the Housefor ratifcation on Thursday, and was
carried by a vote of 69 to 41.

An ineffectual effort was made by
the local optionistsa to refer the
amendment to the primary of the
people in the general election in No-
vember. This was defeated by a
vote of 22 to 19. Senator Charles
Schwing caused the difference in the
vote, voting against such submission
and voted against ratification. He
explained his vote in each instance.F•or his vote against submission he

explained that he held the Legisla-
ture was bound by the Constitution
of the United States to dispose of
the matter.

COIORED NURSES SERVE OWN
RACE AT CAMPS.

Orders were issued July 22 by the
War Department which will enable
colored nurses who have been regis-
tered by the American Red Cross to
render service for their own race in
the Army. Colored nurses will be

assigned to the base hospitals now
established at Camp Funston, Camp
Grant, Camp Dodge, Camp Taylor,
Camp Sherman, and Camp Dix. At
these camps a total of about 38,000
colored troops are stationed. Gen.
Pershing has been asked by cable
whether the services of colored nurs-
es can be utilized to advantage
among the Expeditionary Forces.

COURTS TO CO-
OPERATE TO EN-
FORCE VAT LAW

The following bulletin is issued by
the United States Department of Ag-
riculture:

Co-operation of our courts, in
enforcement of the cattle dipping
law, for purpose of ultimate tick
eradication, is of great importance,
that is, compelling dipping as an eco-
nomic measure.

United action brings quicker re-
sults.

Systematic work eradicates the
tick, ends the dipping, and the per-
manency of benefits to be derived is
established.

No owner, having the tick pest to
contend with, had he an intimate
knowledge of its life history, would,
for a moment, entertain its presence
on his cattle or on his premises.
Ho'wevr, no state can afford: to wait
on the pleasure of such who fail to
advise themselves of the benefits to
be dervied by tick eradication, and
where full co-operation is not in evi-
dence, the only course left open is to
appeal for law enforcement, whereby
the objective may ,be obtained at the
earliest period and at a minimum
cost.

Our courts have been, and are
now, a bulwark in the progress of
the work of eradication of the pest
-- a 75 per cent improvement already
is perceptfble in the scrub cattle.
When the 'work is finally completed,
the influx of pure bred indelibly
stamping their offsprings with the
higher blood strains, then the day
of the scrub will have vanished. It
is this ultimate end that calls for
active and undivided support of our
courts for the enforcement of regu-
larity in dipping.

Consciousness of duty disregarded
is omnipresent. The acts of our of-
ficials reflect as a mirror to the com-
monwealth, and plants the seed of
its progress or retrogression. Tc.
bring all derelicts to see the error of
their way when not complying with
the cattle dipping law, is the plain
duty of our district officers. Our
state is particularly fortunate in hav-
ing in its high tribunals men of juris-

prudence and acumen that reflect

credit to their parishes and state, dis-
seminating the law 'with equity.
However, it does appear in some

parishes the spirit of the law is not

even remotely being carried out, to

their disadvantage and added high
co3t of indefinite operation. The

ALMOST RAZED
BY TERRIFIC

HURRICANE
120-Mile Gale Sweeps Ev-

erything to Ruthless
Destruction.

AVIATION GROUNDS
PILED WITH WRECK

Reconstruction Work Will
Be Begun As Soon

As Possible.

Lafayette, La., August 7.-Lake
Charles was devastated by a tornado
that struck that city at 2 o'clock
Tuesday afternoon.

Fire added its ravages to the
wreckage wrought by the storm.

From 2 o'clock until 4 o'clock in
the afternoon the wind swept through
the city, the velocity at times reach-
ing 120 miles per hour.

The material property loss is esti-
mated at much more than one mil-
lion dollars.. Hardly a building in
the town, brick, stone or frame, es-
caped damage. Hundreds were de-
molished. Ryan street, the princi-
pal business thoroughfare of the
town, is wrecked fQr one mile in
extent.

The tornado was accompanied by
a heavy rain that came from the
northeast and shifted to the north-
west. The Episcopal church was
blown down. The loss is $10,000.
The building of the Lambert Chemii-
cal Company was burned down the
loss amounting to $25,000. The
'b'uildings of the Hodge Fence Com-
pany were burned, entailing a heavy
loss. The spool shop of the Calca-
sieu Long Leaf Lumber Company
caught fire. There was some dam-
age but the fire was put out and the
main plant saved. The upper floor
of the Lake Charles Rice Milling
:Ca.mrany was blown off and the
building and contents badly damag-
ed. The plant of the Lockmocre
Lumber Company, at Lockporr, near
Lake Charles, was -burnir.g at mid-
night and it was expected the loss
sould be total.

The .lant of the Cluney i,sI •ib,'ld-
ing Company, on the outskirts of
la.ke Charles, was report 'd on lire
at nednight. The loss, if th plalt
is desiroved, will be hundrecdis of
thousands of dollars.

was placed in charge of the volun-
teer police to co-operate with the.
regular city police and a large detail
of soldiers from Gerstner Field was
placed on duty. The city was divid-
ed into districts; military law was
proclaimed; police and soldiers kept
order during the night.

The mayor issued a proclamation
to all property owners to get busy
at daylight and clean away the
wreckage.

Frank A. Smith, editor of the Lake
Charles American-Press brought this
news to Lafayette tonight after hav-
ing traveled seventy-five miles by
boat and automobile.

Three persons were killed, an aged
white man and woman and a negro.

The huge sulphur plant there was
put out of commission temporarily,
but -will resume work in a day or
two.

Westlake, across the lake from
Lake Charles, was severely damaged.
No reports of loss of life from there
hid been received, but property loss
will run high.

In Lake Charles a negro man was
killed. A white woman was injured
severely. Probably 200 houses were
blown dowfd and hundreds were se-
verely damaged.

Railroads into Lake Charles ran
trains on a late schedule. Timber
falling across the tracks caused delay
but no wrecks had been reported.
The wind blew a string of box cars
from Homewood ten miles into Lake
Charles, such was its force.

Timber and crop losses will prove
heavier than ever suffered ,by this
section but no estimate was obtained.

The storm apparently swept an
area about ten miles wide, and Sul-
phur and Lake Charles were in the
center of it, getting the full force of
the hurricane.

The wind attained a maximum ve-
locity of 120 miles an hour, it was
said.

W. J. Leppert Comes From
New Orleans To Ex-

plain Situation.

MISS GRAHAM TO
HELP ORGANIZE

Central Committee To Be
Composed of Delegates

of Each Order.

W. J. Leppert, one of the most ac-
tive Red Cross organizers in the
United States, visited Covington Fri-
day, for the purpose of assisting in
the re-organization of the Red Cross
chapters of St. Tammany parish,
with the object of either forming a
separate chapter for this parish, in
which we would finance and govern
ourselves, subject to the Gulf Di-
vision, or reunite with the New Or-
leans chapter and be subject to it.

As a parish chapter, we would be
governed by a central committee,
composed of delegates from the va-
rious units or town organizations,
and be pretty much in the same po-
sition we are at present, except in
the matter of finance.

The meeting adjourned from the
headquarters to the courthouse,
about 10-o'clock, in order that there
might be more room in which to
carry on the meeting, there being
quite a large attendance.

There were present at the meeting
the following members: Mrs. Fass-
man, Paine, Eads Poitevent, Van-
Zandt, and Miss Borey, of Mande-
ville; -Mrs. Blanchard, Millliot, Le-

The Covington
membership was well represented.

Mr. Leppert spoke long and inter-
estingly regarding the Red Cross and
gave some interesting statistics. In
1914 there was a scattering memaber-
ship of seven thousand. There was
but one division in the South in 1914,
with a membership of 2855. The
present membership is one and a
half millions and 220,000 school
children. There are now thirteen
divisions, including the peninsular
division.

Mr. Leppert peemed mainly anx-
ious that we should make our Red
Cross a success and left it entirely
up to us to do as we thought best
in the matter of remaining with the
New Orleans chapter or forming a
chapter of our own.

The question was put to a vote
and it was decided, 52 to 10, that we
remain with New Orleans. On re-
consideration it was decided by a
vote of 28 to 21 to organize as a
separate chapter of the Gulf Division.
To his end delegates were elected
from the present chapters of the par-
ish to meet as a Central committee:
Slidell-Wigginton and Kelleher;
Covington-Mackie and Miss East-
man; Abita-Capt. Millar and Mayor
Bordes; Madisonville--Theo. Den-
dinger, Jr., Mrs. Blanchard; Mande-
ville-Mrs. Eada Poltevent, Mrs. W.
S. Fassman.

BRINGS HOME

SOUVENIRS
OF WAR

Gas Masks, Bombs and Oth-
er Reminders of

the Front.

A TOP SEAT
AMONG THE SHELLS

And Chauffer Who Couldn't
Be Bluffed, With

One Eye.

About six miles out from Coviug-
ton on the Military Road the pretty
farm home of Mr. and Mrs. S. E.
Rayne has been made happy by a
short visit of their son, Lteut. Stan-
ford Rayne, recently commander of
an artillery battery at the front in
France. The cosy sitting room now
has mingled with the scent of roses
distinct fumes of mixed chemicals
and deadly gas bombs used on the
American soldiers-that is, when you
unfold and examine them. The
French mask is a heavy' padded,
close itting affair, with a little piece
of gauze, saturated 'with chemicals.
to breathe through. The American
mask resembles a Ku Klux hood with
goggle-like eye openings of glass.
The breathing tube is attached to a
rubber fap that closes when you in-
halo but opens freely on exhalation.
The English mask is said to be the
best and is now being used by Ameri-
can troops. It is larger and more
complicated. There are also other
reminders of the deadly work of war-
fare, in hand grenades and helmets
and cannon fuses. The grenades
are about the size and shape of a
pear and are deeply indented in'
squares about like chocolate ears-
mels, so that when it explodes each
square forms a separate misel and
takes a different direction. If you
are anywhere in the vicinity yol are
apt to get a piece. ]Mr. Rayne
weighed one of the metal helmets.
It weighed two and a halt pounds.

Maimed soldiers are being taught
profitable occupations. LiMst. Rayno
brought home some of their work,
including metal cigarette lighters,
made of and in the shapi of shells.
The work is very accurate and finish-
ed. There was alsq fnnoy bead work
and copper miniature walters.

leaut. Rayne left, Wednesday, for
Fort Hancok, Ga., where he will
be a training ocleer for troops. He
has had many close calls and thrill-
ing experiences, but Is rather dii-
dent in speaking of them. Hia mase
of humor, however, lets slip littl,
things that trail to more important
events. In speaking of a sigular in-
cident in which a horse's head was
blown off by a shell while the rider
was dismounted without being ln-
jured. He told hie parents that the
big wonder gun of the Germans that
had shelled Paris seventy-two mites
away had been put out of cramis-
sion by an American battery, whose
commander allowed tham to fre
seven shots. The gun had been locat-
ed in a woods concealment through
photographs taken by airplanes. One
of the photographs showed a dis
tinct dot in the woods. Nothing
more could be made of it. It was
decided this might be the cannon.
The range was secured by the first
shot. The other six shots blew the
cannon to nscas.
In the trenches the soldiers cover

their helmets with the muddy smll
surrounding them, so that airplane
observers may not see the distinctly
bright line that would otherwise be
observable and that would surely
bring bombs down amongst them.

Lleut. Rayne had charge of an
ammunition train, movement being
made under observation of airmen
who were constantly giving signals
to the German battery that had them
under constant fre. Everything was
gotten safely through, with the ex-
ception of the Incident related of
the horse's head being blown of.
It was hot work with shells plowing
the road in all directions, sand there
were many narrow escEpes.

Madisonville road chauffers may
feel humiliated when they learn of
